Somefimes when o particular de-
sign is to be made several shells are
cut before a suitable one iz found.
Tha skill of tho artistis shoswn in
the arrangement of the design so as
to make the best use of the shell.
For instance, the foliage must be ar-
ranged to come whore the white is
thinnest, and figures whera tho
thickness of the white will give
roundness to the limbs. It natural-
ly follows that the ono who under-
stands the art of drawing and paint-
ing and all about lizhts and shad-
ows will make the greatest success

To take out any scratches made by
the graver the cameo or shell must
be polished by rubbing it with puw-
ice stone and water, after which it
must be washed in warm water,
when n second polishing follows
with pumice dugt and oil and witha
small boxwood stick. Then it musé
be washéed again. The third and last
finish ia given with fine roften stone
and sulphurio acid. A very high de-
gres of polish is thus obtained, and
behold your cameo! Perhaps not ab
first the success youn dreamed, but
still fairly satisfaotory, while witu
practice you go on to perfection and
in time have a choice bit to offer a
friend. :

Color as & Bhield.

More than 256 years ago Mr. Alfred
Russell Wallace predicted that if
would be found that brilliantly col-
ored and oonspicuous caterpillars
wera not among tho favorite food of
birds, although dull looking cater-
pillars are devoured by them with
great avidity. Various observations
and experiments since then have
tended toconfirm Mr. Wallace's con-
olusion. :

Hisidea was that the bright colors
of certain caterpillarg are the resuli
of natural relection, the caterpillars
which originally possessed such col-
ors having also possessed some pe-
‘ouliarity, such as the secretion of
acrid juices, which rendered them
distasteful to birds. Asthe conspic-
uously marked oaterpillars +wera
thus lot alena by their enendiss they
tended to increass at the expense of
their less brilliantly coloted tela-
tivea.

Experiments have shown that
birds actu Ily do avoid the bright
colored caterpillara as arule. And
this seems almost to have become n
gecond naturs, for a jackdaw, which
had been raised in captivity and
had had no experience in judging
tha edible qualities of caterpillars,
was observed to regard the brilliant
caterpillar of the figure of sight
moth with suspicion and aversion,
although it eagerly devoured dull,
plain caterpillare placed within its
reach. When it wag driven by hun-
ger to attack the other, it finally re-
fused to eat it, giving plain evidence
that there was something distaste-
fal about fhe pray.

Thus, according o the theory, na-
ture has provided a warning, ex-
pressed by color, which perves a
double purpose, sinoce it hoth pro-
teots the onterpillar possessing it
from attack and also saves the bitd
which sees it from the disagresable
consequence of seizing prey that is
not suited to its taste.~Youth's
Companion.

The line was therefore taken
through Peterboro, to the great ad-
vantage of that eity, which reaped
all the Lonefits that Lord Exeter had
declined for Stamford,

" The end of the matter was that in
a few years Lord Exeter was obliged
to construct at his own expense a
branch line froit Btamford to Esson-
dine on the Great Northern, but this
bas not proved a lucrative speculn-
tion, nor has Btamford or the Burgh-
ley estate derived much benefit frouy

Lord Exeter also embarrassed
himself by keeping a large and cost-
Iy racing stud and by a too extrava-
gant mode of living, so that tha
family estates were considerably in-
cumbered when he died in 1867 and
he had alicnated the London prop-
erty.
