A Forged Letter from Gen. Taylor.

A GENUINE LETTER FROM THE OLD
HERO.
LOCOFOCO TRICKERY EXPOSED.

Some ym;gn, thero came a little man by the
name of James W. Taylor to Cincinnati from West
New York. He opened a law office, but not meet-
ing with any success, took to writing for the press,
The Cincinnati Herald and the Cincinnati En-
quirer were recipirnts of his labors in this way for a
short time, when he set up on his own account the
Signal about a year ago. The Signal is n sort of In-
dependent Democratic paper, not recognised at all
by the Democratic party, and is not distinguished
for any remarkable ability in its editorial conduct.

On the 13th of April last the editor penned the
following article and printed it in the Signal:

[From the Cincinnati Signal, April 13th 1847.
GEN. TAYLOR AND THE PRESIDENCY

We perccive, in various quarters, the nomination
of Gen. Zachary Taylor for the Presidency. . So far
as such demonstration is the more traneport of mili-
tary euthusiasm, or the trick of political fuction, it
would be unworthy of notice; but we think it evi-
dent that this movement of the public mind has a
much higher character—and grows out of a convic-
tion that General Taylor has displayed an energy
aod wisdom of eonduct, and a modesty of demeanor,
which ave as requisite to the deliberations of a cabinet
as the plan of a campaign. It is a great mistake to
supposw that the people are blinded in their political

feiences by the bare fact of military achievement.
Lwes the popular impulses and the & ern honesty of
Andrew Jackson, which aroused the sympathy and
trust of the nation, snd we predict that, whatever
ekill or success may attend (he march of Gien. Sco't
10 Mexico, he will never excite the altrehment or
confidence which fullows the Hero of Buena Vista.
We are nol_surpfised, therefore, that ardent spirits
are calling for the sword of Gen. Taylor to cut the
Gordian knot of political intrignes. But it is a far
differant question, whether his name and fame shall
he made an instrument of mere partisan warfarc. In
this rexpect, there is a distinction, which we are con-
fident General Taylor will be among the first to
perceive and act upon, and which we hope 1o illus-
trsle in a few remarks that we feel coustrained to
make in reference to existing and future agitation of
this sul ject.

What an enviahle rank in the oyes of the world
and the hoarta of his countrymen, Gen, Taylor now
holds!  Should he return from the fields of the Rio
Grande and the heights of the Sierra Madre, with
what affoction and respeet would he be greeted by
men of all parties! Himself never a politician—
content in the quiet discharge of duty and the enjoy-
ments of doinestic lite—and while prompt to meet
the Indian foe, in prairie or everglade, and to stand
by the flag of the country, when advanced (o a fo-
reign frontier, yet devoied, as all ac ounts rapresent
him, to that home ond family, in the bosom of
which the iptervals of his life, thus far,
pescefully and happily—we confess thst our im

8till, as a cit'zen of a free republic, Gen. Taylor

come his duty to assent to the demand of the coun-

this or that set of office seekers, which will call him,
either from his rank or fireside. It must be such a
call, as compelied Washington to forego the retire-
ment ol' Monnt Vernon—unanimous, disinterested,
the voice of the people, not the Natteries of politicians,
We believothat it is in Gen. Taylor's power, at this
Junctare of the national politics, tu take Innrpex-
DENT 6RoOUND, and become the PazsipzxT or Tue
Proprr ! -Our support of him, or of any other
man, shall never be pledged in advance of a full
kuowledge of the principles and views, with which
he would sssume that responsible station, but we
* Tuay be sllowed, as an independent journalist, to in-
dieate soms of the signs of the Times which point to
the result just mentioued.

1. The Presidential canvass of 1848 is in utter
confusion. Amoeng the Whigs, a Pitisburg meeling
nominates Judge McLean, who is also unlerstood
to be a general favorite of his party in the North-
Western States—the anti-war spirit of New Eng-
lend and the Western Reserve, indicates its prefor-
ence for Senator Corwin—the Southern and Middle
States cherish a fancy for Scott, which only requires
a viciory at Perote 1o manifest itsell; while, as an
undercurrent, decper and perhaps strosiger than all,

is the chivalric feeling in behalf of Henry Clay,now
intensified by the death of his gallant son, and which
may yet determine the shape of the conflicting ele-
ments. The Democrats are in a condition equally
chaotic. In the West, Gen, Cass has many and
warm friends—Mr. Calboun, with his compact and
disciplined body-guard, stands realy to make his
Presidential fortune, or mar that of other aspirants
in the Democralic ranks—Silas Wright, if the New
York reverse had not occurred, would have been
promivent in the field, and is still the favorite of
many ; while quictly at Lindenwald, sits the states-
mon of the party, who wiil probably never again join
the political meleg, but might prove more availal:le
in a strict party trial, than many men whose names
are frequently heard in the prescnt connection. In
the general confusion, an appreliension prevails, that
the election will revert to the House of Representa-
tives—a result greatly to be deplored—and hence the
popular impulse, which chooses to adjourn the strifis
of parties and the struggles of their leasiers, while the
country takes breath under the administration of an
Inpreexpent Pazsinenr,

2. A circumstance that may lead to the election
of General Taylor, by a uo:}:t of acelamation, is
the fact that the pride of the respective parties
would thus be saved—neither authorized to cluim
a trii mph, and neither sulfering the ignominy of
defe. A long intimacy between Mr, Clay and
General Taylor, reconciles the Whigs to the poli-
lica! ort_hbdox{oof the latter, although Gen. Tay-
lor i3 said not to have voted for mauy years ; while
Mr. Polk, who is, and has been, as we are autho-
ritatively informed, entirely free from wny inten-
tion or wish for a second term of service, may still

be |fratilied to yield his seat to the successful Gen-
eral of the Mexican war—closely identified as that

war is with the success of his administration.

3. The above considerations sre subordinate, how-
ever, 1o the principles, which are involved in ever
Presidential Canvass, The country has been divici
o] for fifteea years upon most exciting topics, and if
en. Taylor, immediately upon his inauguration as

President, wae eonni:rlinud to adopt either extreme
the consequonces might be fatal (o the success of Li-
administration. It so “happens, bowever, that the

rosults of Mexican Lo tilit es, will remove many of
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those points of collision—at least for a few years.—
A debt of one hundred millions induces the necessi-
ty of a tacifl, sufficiently advanced in it8 rates, o sat-
isfy New England and Pennsylvania, and, at the
same time, will prevent any distribution of proceeds
of the public lands. We capnot suppose that the
Whigs will egain urge a Bank of the United States,
and Congress will insist upon n fair trinl of the lu-
dvpend-ut Treasury, removing svme of those im-
practicable restrictions, which have embarrassed the
fiscal action of the government, and are an annoy-
ance to individuals, So far, therefore, as the past
contests of the respective parties are coneerned, an
administration composed of the leading minds of all
parties, and supported by the whole pnol;lc. is not
only practicable, but may redound to the highest in-
torests of the whole country. ; J
Only on one condition, however. The Exeeutive
hmast no longer insist upon Legislative intluence.
Tliere arc questions approaching, which the Peo-
ple must be allowed to settle in their own way,
without the interference of Exeeutive patronage
or prerogative, The ol politieal issues may he
postponed, under the pressure of circumstances;
and as for the new—those coming events which
cast their shadows before—let it be understood
that the only path of safety for those who may
hereafler fil ll:e P'residential office, is to restin
the discharge of Executive functions, and let the
Legislative will of the people find utterance aml
enactment. The Amencan people are ubeul to
asstume the responsibility of framing the institu-
tions of the Pacific States. We have no fears for
the i-sue, if the arena of the high debate is the
assemblies of the people and theiv Representative
halls.

We have said all on this suhject which the pre-
sent developments of public opmion require.  As
other scenes unfold, we shall seek to chronicle
them, with fair and independent comment. Mean-
while, we bide the moyement of the waters, hold-
ing our columns and our hallet, to be disposed of
according to our sense of duly, as emergencies of
this and all other questions arise.
