orange orchards, where *‘ the trees formed
a dense shade, spreading overhead a dark,
rustling vault, groined with boughs, und
studded here and there with the ripened
spheres, like gilded balls.” Then they had
plenty of society ; native visitors flocked to
see them, and Bacwr Johunson, a resident
English physician, was constant in his at-
tendance, knowing that the consul must pay
his billi  ‘T'hree %‘rench priests ulso called
upon them, one of whom proved to beno
Frenchman, but a portly, handsome, good-
humored lrishman, well known and much
disliked by the Polynesian Protestant mis-
sionaries. A strong astiempt was made by
Guy and Wilsonto get the men to do duty.
A schooner was aboutto sail for Sidney, and
they were threatened to be sent thither for
trial. They still refused to hand rope or
break biscuit on board the Julia. Long
Ghost made some cutting remarks on the
captain ; and the sailors, who bad been
takendown 1o the consul’s office for exami-
pation, began to bully, and alked of carry-
ing off consul and captain to bear them com-
pany in the calabooza. The same ill suc-
cess atlended subsequent atlempts, until |
Caplain Guy was compelled to luok out for
another crew, which he obiained with dJif-
ficulty, and by a considerable advance of
hard dollsrs. And at last, * It was Sunday
in Tahiti, and a glorious morning, when
Capiain Bob, waddling into the calsbooza,
startled us by announcing, ‘Ab, my boy—
shippee you, I:a.rree—:iu sail !’ in other
wnnr,. the Julia was off,”’ avrd had taken
her stores of old biscuit with her ; so the
nrxt morning the inmates of the calabooza
were wilhout rations. The cousul would
supply none, and it was pretty evident thal
he rather desired the departureof the obsti-
nate seamen from that part of the island.
The whole of his proceedings with regard
to them had served but to render him ridi-
culous, and he wished them out of his
neighborhood ; but the ex-prisoners found
themselves preity comfortable, and prefer-
red remaining. They were better off than
they had for some time been, for Jermin—
not such a bad fellow, after all—had sent
them their chests ashore; and these, be-
sides supplying them with sundry necesea-
vies, gave them immense impoilance in
Tahitian eyes. They bad been kindly
wreated before, but now they were courted
and flatiered, like younger sons in marching
regiments, who suddenly step into the
family. The natives crowded ronod them,
eager 10 swear eternal friendship, according
to an old Polynesian custom, once univer-
sal in the islands, but that has faMen into
considerable disuse, except when something
is to be guined by its observance. A gen-
tleman of the name of Kooloo fixed his
nﬂeﬁm-ur;n Typee—or rather upon his

Thereupon some of the party,
strong in principle and resolution, and see-
ing how grievous an annoyance their pre-
sence was 1o their enemy, Wilson, swore o
abide near him and never to leave him
Others, less obstinate or more impatient of
a change, resolved to decainp from the ca-
labooza. The first to depart were Typee
and Long Ghost. They had received in-
telligence of a new plantation in Jmeeo,
recently formed by foreigners, who wanted
white laborers, and were expected at Pa-
