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LATEST ACCOUNTS FROM MEXICO.

We lny before our readers some further accounts
from Mexico, through the New Orleans papers of the
agth instant. They came to New Orleans in the
Huvana papers of the 10th, by the brig Titian; and
this intelligence was received at Havana by the
royal mail steamer Thames, from Vera Cruz. The
last dutes are from the city of Mexico to the 26th
April, and Vera Crux to the 30th. This is one
day later from the Hawana, than the accounts
brought the other day to New York, stating
wihat an English steanter nrrived at Havana on
the Oth instant from Vera Cruz, with despaiches
for Mr. Crawfurd, the British Consul at that port,
advining him  that the boundary line of Texas had
peen defined and  setded, and her independence
guorantied by & convention between England,
France and Mexico. This information was brought
1o New York by Capiain Baker, of the bark Fal-
mouth, which left Matanzas on the Tth instant—
two days after the arrival of the British schooner at
Havana.”

The Mexican aceounts, via Havana and New Or-
leans, embrace the communication (which is below)
from the Mimnister of Foreign Affuirs to the Mexican
Congress,  There is no war yet from Mexico. The
minister blusters & little; “breathes the samo war-
like spirit, in the event that the people of Texas
shall ratify the propositions of the United Buates for
annexntion. He subsequently proposed to raise a
Joan of three milliona of dollars, at a rate of interest
not to exceed fifieen per cent. per annum, to be ap-
proprinted to carrying on a frontier war with Texas.”
