paper for the printing will be fornished by the contractor.Hie articles and work will be required
from time to time as they are wanted, and will be
paid for quarterly; and a failure to execute any requirementof a contract, of which the head of the
department will be the final judge, will cause a forfeitureof the oontract. To insure a faithful executionof the contracts, a bond, with two or more
sureties in each case, will be required within one
week after notification of the acceptance of a bid.
The names of the sureties that will be given, must
be stated in the bid; and, if they am not aatisfactory,the bid will not be considered.
