rules, for the benefit of those persons who may
hereafter apply for extensions.
The questions which arise on each application for

an extension ure.
1. Is the invention novel/
2. Is it uiefulf
3. Is it valuable and important to the public?
4. Has the inventor been aiiequulely remunerated

for his time and expense in originating and jterfeetin*it?
5 Has he utiil due diligence in introducing his

invention into general use?
The two first questions will b« determined upon

the result of an examination in the Patent Office;
as will also the third, to some extent.
To enable the board to come to a correct conclusionin regard to the third point of nquiry, the applicantshould, if possible, procure the testimony of

persons disinterested in the invention, which testimonyshould be taken under oath.
In regard to the fourth and fifth points of inquiry. e

in addition to his own oath showing his receipts and '

expenditures on accounrof the invention, by which
its value is to be ascertained, the applicant should
niiuw| uy uic iruuimmy ui uiNiiuercmru witnesses

on oath, thai he has taken all reasonable measures
to introduce his invention into general use, and that,
without default or neglect on his part, he has failed
to obtain from the use and sale or the invention a
reasonable remuneration for the time, ingenuity,
and expense bestowed on the same, and the iiilrodurtionthereof into use.
The report of the examiner upon the novelty and

utility of die invention, will lie ready fifteen duysbefore the day appointed for the hearing, which will
be open for inspection at the Patent Office; copies of
which will be furnished to all parties interested, if
desired, on payment of the usual fees for copies.

In rase ot opposition by any person to the extensionof a patent, both parties may take testimony,
each giving reasonable notice to the other of the f

time and place of taking said testimony, which shall K

be taken according to the rules prescrilicd by the 1

Commissioner of Patents in cases of interference.
All arguments submitted to the board must be in

writing.
In conclusion, the undersigned would remark,

generally, that a monopoly of his invention is se- c

cured by law to the inventor for the term of four- r

teen years. This is done with a view to compensatehim for his time and expense in originating and
perfecting it. At the end of the lime for which his
patent runs, his monopoly should cease, and the inventionbecome public property, unless he can show (good reasons to the contrary. The presumption is
always against his application; and if he cannot
show thai his invention is novel, useful, valuable, c

and important to the public, and that, having made 1

all reasonable effort to introduce it into general use,
he has not been adequately remunerated for his "

time and expenses in discovering nnd perfecting it, 1

the board cannot grant an extension.

of "Poos Chance," containing two hundred and
twenty-three acres, three roods, and eleven perches;
that said Roswell had bviiu;, at his drath, three
daughters.Matilda Mudd, Mary Ann Mudd, and
Harriet Mudd; and that said children, if living, reaidein some one of the western Slates, in parts unknownto the complainant; that some time ubout the
28th of July, 1817, they made and executed a letter
or power of attorney, authorizing Benedict Mudd,
of Charles county, Maryland, to sell said land; and,
in pursuance thereof, he made a contract of sale
with William Fletcher, who now resides in Prince
George's county, in the State aforesaid; and that
said Fletcher paid said Mudd a large poflion of the
purchase-money.
The bill further states, that after said contract,

one Isadore Gardiner, of the county and Suite
last aforesaid, was empowered to close aaid contract;and that he united with said Benedict Mudd
in a bond of conveyance, or paper-writing, conditionedfor the execution of a good and sufficient
deed to Fletcher, on payment of the wholrf' of the
purchase money; that some time afterwards, Fletcher,for valuable consideration, assigned said bond to
one Francis Beavcn, of the county and State aforesaid;and that Heaven paid to Nathaniel Mudd, administratorof Benedict Mudd, the balance due on
said land; and then, for valuable consideration, assignedsaid bond to the complainant.
The bill further states, that the complainant is

ready and anxious to pay up the balance to the
proper representatives of Beavcn, as soon as he can

William W. Beavcn, and Thomas N. Bcaven; that
Thomas N. Bcaven and Noble L. Penn are minors,
under the age of twenty-one years, and prays subpoenasto issue to said minors.
