Under this apprehension, she de-
spatelied a minister to the United States, for the os-
tensible purpose of arranging the causes of con-
troversy, Mr. Martinez arrived in the United
States in  Oectober, 1837, linving left Mexico a
very short time after the promulgation of the de-
eree of the Mexican government of May, 1837, so
severely and jurtly commented on by the Commit-
tee of Foreign Relations, in July, 1838, 1t clearly
nppenrn, from these fiets, that while, on the one
hand, the Executive and Congresa of Mexico were
procluiming at home that the United States were
the offending party, whose continued rggressions
must be met by o prohibition of cial inter-
eourse, and even more houtile mensures, the same
government was apparently yielding to the impor-
tunate demands of the United States, and sending a
minister for the single purpore of making arrange-
ments for the wrongs she had hemell perpetrated.
A mora palpable evidence of insincerity and duplici-
ty enn with difficulty be conceived. It was, how-
ever, only characterintie of all that followed.
