MACKENZIE'S PAMPHLET.

AIjouI the dirtiest piece of small kmrvery that we
have ever heard of in party politic*, was perpetrated
yesterday, in the issue of n publication under the
nume of William L. Mackenzie, consisting, in pari,
of what purports to beexlracls from a muss of privateletters to Mr. Jesse Hoyt, from various personsof more or less prominence in politics for the
last five-and-twenly years. Gtarblra ad libituvi, and
plentifully garnished with insinuating italics and
astonishing capitals, and accompanied with a runningcommentary, freely compounded of secondhandmendacity and original scurrility,.these are
spread out by the author, and ushered forth with
congenial relish and pleasure by the Tribune, as

though they were marvellous and vastly-important
revelations. What proportion of them may I*
genuine, and what proportion fictitious, we have no
means of knowing; nor is the contemptible
pamphlet worth the trouble of inquiring. Whicheverof them are genuine, were obtained by a

lelony.by breaking into a box of old private
pufiers, left accidentally behind him- in the custom-house,by Mr. Hoyt, late collector. The
pretence insinuated, that they were from certain"fifteen volumes of correspondence," taken
possession of by the Poindexler committee, and
thence, in some unexplained mode, coming into the
hands of the publisher, is a pure falsehood, nnd a
mere cover to the still more criminal way in which
they were procured. The letters, ns published, are

private.free and careless correspondence, running
uain jur ncariy inirvy ycara.including nunurtuuui
matters wholly disconnected from politic*.even
onto from a lady.and, on their own mere showing,stamping with the lowest degree of shameless
rascality the publisher and hia accomplices or
prompter*. Who these latter are, ia yet to appear.When discovered, if they have ever before pretendedto the right of associating with gentlemen, it ia
very certain that none will ever again permit them
the privilege.No one will believe in the genuineness of all
these soi-disanl letters. While the muin bulk and
basis of them may be genuine.the genuine results
of one of the moat scoundrel thefls-r-no one ran
know which of them, or what passage or words of
them, may or may not be interpolations. Such forgerywould be scarcely a sensible uddition of either
crime or disgrace to the theft and publication.
The mnm object of the whole appears to be to

nim a blow of malignant vengeance at a number of
the leading friends of the administration in this
State, the stimulating cause of which is evidentlythe removal of the late collector Van Ness.
Mackenzie was appointed by Mr. Van Ness to a

place in the custom-house, and went out of office
with him.

justify the breaking into other private repositories,and the publishing for the gratification of envy, hatred,and all uricharitablencss, of whatever maythere tie found. In this view, we have seen with
pain that the Tribune o|>en8 its columns to a republicationof some of the letteis. This cannot be
right, and therefore cannot be expedient even for a
imper so profoundly partisan as that is; for, in thelong run, men of all parties must find that honor
and good faith are of more value thou any temporaryor accidental advantage to be obtained at their
expense.In our little sheet, at any rate.which walk* amid

BUENOS AYRES.
The following important news from South America,which we copy from the Journal of Commerce,

was brought by the John Carver to Boston:
Buenos Ayrek, July 21, 1845.

Since my Inst per Philip Hone, the affairs of this
river remain without uny change. The English and
French ministers hare demunded the withdrawal of
the Argentine army from the territory of the Uruguayrepublic, unu the removal of the Argentinesquadron from before Montevideo, which the Argentinegovernment have refused to do, and requirethat they acknowledge the rigorous- blockade of
Montevideo. Affairs ore at issue, and we wait with
anxiety the next step of the two ministers, and fear
that they will carry out their threut of blockadingthis port, which will put an end to all commerce
with the river Plate.
This unjust interference of European nations, if

carried out, will cause civil war to again break out;
and, in fact, the French and English are aiding Qen.
Puz in Corricntes. A part ofhis forces, under Gen.
Lopez, Inst week entered the city of Santa Fd, which
tlifv sumrified. having dOO u/hitna «ml filMl Inrliana

They sacked the town and retired, taking with them
about four hundred women and girls.cutting the
throats of the most of those left behind, including all
their prisoners. This is the party that French and
English ship* qf roar and numey art now siulaimng.Thin hand of rubbers (about 3,000 men in Corrienten
ami 400 in the city of Montevideo,) assisted by3,GOO Frenchmen with arms, arc the only enemies
that now exist to the Argentine government in all
America; and for three, this splendid country is to
be again the scene of civil war and bloodshed.
The Argentine government efler to guaranty the

lives and urofierty of all who lay down their arms.
the complete independence of the Uruguay republic,and the entire pacification of this part of South
America, if the English and French squadronswithdraw their support from the city of Montevideo.
The ipiiet entry <>' General Orihe would follow, and
our commerce would be again us usual. Now, there
is not more than one-quarter of the usual uumlter of
United States vessels in the river.
No business is doing at present, and every one is

Curchasing gold and silver. The consequence has
een a rise in the rates of about 20 per cent. Silver

dollars are worth 15), and doubloons 24S and 250.
We continue our neutrality, and we hope that our

government will interfere and prevent these Europeanpowers from again destroying our commerce,
as the French did in 1838. Mr. Brent, or* charge,has nobly taken n stand to support our commerce
and our rights, by protesting against the Englishand French agents from again exciting civil wai, bytaking a part to uphold the few remnants of Gen.
Rivera's party, and aguinst any blockade, or anyother measure of interference.
Buenos Atres, July 19.We understand that

President Oribc has convoked the legislative chambersof the Oriental State, which were so unceremoniouslyturned out of doors in 1838, to assemble
forthwith within the vicinity of Montevideo, for the

is doubtlcHs near his political end. The English
and French ministers hnd left, Rosas having refused

appointment in the corps; but Major Smith, thinkinghim incompetent to jierform the duties of the
station, gnse the ap|w>intment to nnother person.
On the 13th instant, while the Major was sitting in
the Washington Hotel, in Suffolk, the prisoner rode
up to the door and called him nut, saying that he
wahtcd to speak to him. Soon after, they were
een silling on a stoop together, engaged in conversation,during which angry words passed between
them. Presently-Smith arose to depart; when Hill
also arose, drew a sword from his cane, and ran it
into the Mnjor, who fell senseless to the ground.
During the night, ho revived sufficiently to tell the
circumstances connected with his death. He died
at eight o'clock the next morning. Hill immediatelyjumped upon his horse and fled; but was
soon followed bv two irenllcmcn. mimed Itmhonand
Pinner, wlio traced him to the borders of Washingtoncount/, where they learned a person answering
to liis description had embarked on board of the
Schooner Pair, Captain Longman, bound to New
York. A messenger was immediately despatched
to this city, and lodged information of the mattar with
the chief of police, who immediately (at about 12
o'clock yesterday) seut officers Leonard and Brown
to the office of the consigners, Messrs. Woodhull &
Minturn. The schooner had not yet arrived; but,
while the officers were in the office, she hove in
sight, and, coming up, Hill was found in the cabin.
He was immediately taken into custody, and taken
before the chief of police. He coofesaos running
Smith through, but says that Smith first struck him.
He expresses a willingness to go back to Virginia,
and was to lenvc at (J o'clock this morning.Even-
irtg Post.
