We have never, at nny lime, had a serious doubt

filial the ercai bulk of the people of the United

£ttates were thoroughly democratic. The ocrajonaldemonstrations, occurring at long intervals rn

the history of the government, and seeming at the

iiuiaat to impeach the truth of that declaration,

Any one wlin nliul! recur to the early history of
the republic, will find abundant proof of the fact,
that there were men who contended more for independencethan for genuine popular liberty. They
related, indeed, with stout arms and heroic heart*,
the rule of a foreign prince; but the prnrftntil for a

royal dominion still existed, displaying itself in the
won elevated circles, and in open attempt* to model
the government upon highly obnoxioua principles.
The American monarchists of '87 beheld with admirationthe solidity of the English government;
ad they came to think that, not only were the "corruptions"and inequalities which it countenanced

essentia! to its stability, but that the splendor and
trappings of majesty contributed to that end. Such
men repelled, as preposte rously absurd, the idea
that the general community had the discernment or
the discretion to make lit selection* of public
functionaries. The persons imbibing these opinionswere all the eminent federalists of the day, and
mnspicuous, we admit, for their devotion to the
American cauae during the war. Let the reader ob,
serve the following declaration of the elder Adamamadein '87:
"I only contend that the English constitution is,

w throry, the most stupendous fabric of humnn inrentaen,both for the adjustment of the balance, and
the prevention of its vibrations; and the Americans
ought to lie applauded, instead of cenhtired, for imitatingit as far as they hsve." This discloses but a

moderate anti-democratic tendency, in comparison
"»ith several other extracts. Take the following, a*
* further exemplification: "If I should undertake
to say that there never was a good government in
the world that did not consist of three species, of
osscchy, trislceracy, and rfimrrrory, I think I should

make it good." Another passage is in inese words:
"'I shall show, in another place, that nobility, or

gentry, not overbalancing it, is the very life and soul
» " And again, aee in a aubeeqiient Irttrr:

"The only remedy ia, to throw (lie rieh and the
ptond into one group, in a *eparale aaagrnbly, and
kwt tit their hand*. If jrou gire them ecope with

higherdescription, as lietween federalist and democrat,liow widely divergent are their principln ! Preliminaryto the proofs on this head, it may be aasertedthat the predominating trait of the federal
psrty has always lieen a liability to entertain the beliefthat the common people are inadequate to participate,with safety to themselves, in affairs of government.In defiance of continuing proofs to the
contrary, it is, we insist, an idea which has been
extensively inculcated, that a popular preponderancefelt in the administration of our affairs is destinedto make this a short-lived nation, and that the
dreaded agent of its early dissolution is to be detectedin the too large infusion of the democratic spirit.
These were the notions of the primitive federalists,and the same have descended to our times,

and are yet strongly entertained.

have not altaken our convietion upon that point
Thai the people of the United Stales have been all

ihe while fforMiully democratic, we consider a fact

of unquestionable cetlainty. We put it down to

the lading honor of n certain State of tins

Union, that the tlicoiy of the most extensive

political equality, or 'the safest practicable approach
to it, was sustained at the outset by

the ahil tie* and influence of a class there, w hich,
according to the uaunl sympathies that control

opinion, might Imve been exacted to be found in

oppoaiiion to any enlarged notion of the cajiacity of

the people for self-government. A very sinking
example of this will be found in the instance of

Mr Jefferson, whose nutne stands, at the head of

dial brilliant array of names emblazoned upon the

temple of the national glory. The splendid reputation
and invaluable services of thai immortal statesman,
have acquired for him the moat imposing

sobriquet in the world! And yet, to appreciate
fully the real majesty of his political character, it

should be recollected that (to speak in common parlance)
he was born an aristocrat.with hereditary

poase-aions, at least sufficient to beget opinions and

rreate sympathies opposite to those which l.e entertained.But nothing could have prevented so

serious a philanthropist from making common cause

the sreat inass of his fellow-creatures. The
factitious consequence to be derived from a mere

ocial position of eminence, was forgotten by that

great man, in bis expanded sense of the dignity and

elevation of the species. Fortune, indeed, happily
for mankind, placed him beyond the necessity of a

strenuous personal exertion or. his own account;
and the theatre for the display of his great endowments

as a public man was soon presented.
The "apostle of freedom," with a noble devotion

to the cause of popular supremacy, resisted, without
hesitation, the temptations alluring in on opposite
direction; and, at the threshold of his political existence,

took sides with the tierce and "rabble" democracy
of the times. Animated throughout a long and

patriotic career, with the most passionate.indeed,
fsminine.attachment to the people, he died with
such a requital as few men ever merited or received.

And, to the very last, hit "ruling passion" disclosesitself. In death, a delirious memory rePutsthe eventful scenes of the revolution, and rella
the terrible agencies then employed. "Warn

the committees," was the startling ejaculation of
the dying patriot. We make these observations
with reference to Mr. Jefferson, because he was the

great founder of the party to which we belong, and
because it has become fasliionsble, with the modern
whigs, to disparage the memory and repudiate the
principles of that illustrious man. We have mode
them in this connexion, for another reason.

that it has become the custom, in the same quarter,to cherish the conceit, that whatever of

learning, of genius, and of decency shall be
found, is indigenous to the federal soil. The
truth is, lliut the history of the country will attest

that, from the first, down to our own limes, the republicanparty has been pre-emiiuflitly distinguishedin the number of its extraordinary men, in the
degrees of excellence to w hich they had attained,
whether as statists, orators, or in general literature.
If we are to be "ravished by the whistling of a

name," the enumeration from us of the more celebratedmight he prolonged to the end of the chapter.

the people nt large, or their representative#, they

Mr. Ad«niN: "The diatinctiom of poor and rich urn

us necessary in states of considerable extent, us laborsnd good government. The poor are destined
to labor; and the rich, by the advantages of education,independence, nnd leisure, are qualified Tor su|«riorstulions." In some tinctures upon the
work of the celebrated Machiavel, he observes:
"It is a pity he had not said, Parties must be upheldtogether by the constitutional, legul authority
of one man alone, |ros«c»ied of the whole executive
power of live State; and then, if lie is tnkrn off l>y
tleath, another will succeed." Aguin, end lastly, he
remarks: "When three nutural ordeta in society.
the high, the middle, and the low.ate all reprrsentedin the government, and constitutionally placed to
watch each other, and restrain each other by laws,
it ia then only that assimilation lakes place for the
public good, and divisions turn to the advantage of
the nation." Such were the sentiments entertained
by the elder Adams, the second President, the
chosen and admired leader of the federal parly.

But what were those of Colonel Hamilton, of the
same period? No man lias been the subject of a

higher strain of encomium lientowed by a large portionof the whig parly. We shnll give only a specimenor two of the declarations of that celebrated
federalist. By reference to the Madison Paper.', we
find the following: "In his private opinion, he had
no scruple in declaring, supported as he was by the
opinion of so many of ihe wise and good, that the
British government was the beet in die woild; and
he doubted much whether anything short of it
would do in America." Again, speaking of the Englishgovernment, he declares, "their Houseof Lords
is n moat noble institution. No (einpornry senate will
have firmness enough to answer the purpose."
Speaking of the executive department of this
country, he remarks that "the English model whs

the only good one on that subject." In another
place he declares, "Let one branch of the legislaturehold their places for life, or, at least, during
good behavior. Let the executive also Ire for life."
But this is enough, though Qouvernetir Morris
went farther, if possible.
Now let us contrast in one paragraph from Mr.

Jefferson, the democratic leader, the principles of
the true republican party. Here is the sublime and
noble creed of the democrats of that day and this:
"That all men are born equal; that they are endowedby their Creator with errtain unalienable rights;
that among them are life, liberty, and the pursuit of
happiness; that to secure these rights, governments
are instituted among men, deriving their just

whenever any form of government becomes destructiveof these ends, it in the right of the people
to alter or abolish it, uml to institute a new government,laying its foundation on such principles,
and organizing its powers in such form, as to them
shall seem most likely to effect their sufety and

happiness."
These were the principles not only asserted, but

sincerely entertained by Jefferson, Patrick Henry,
George Mason, and others. One more comparisonwill finish, for the present, our remarks upon
this subject. "Governments," says Mr. Jefferson,
"are more or less republican, as they have more or

less of the element of popular election and controlin their composition; and believing, as I do,
that the mass of the citizens is the safest depositoryof their own rights, and especially that
the evils flowing from the duperies of the peopleare less injurious than those from the egotism
of their agents, I am a friend to a composition of

government which has in it the most of this ingredient."
As we may resume this subject in connexion

with certain avowals of a portion of tho whig party,we forbear at present to say more.

ELECTION OF UNITED STATES SENATORIN TENNESSEE.
The legislature of Tennessee have succeeded, aftermany ineffectual bollotings, in electing n senator

of the United States, for the term of six years from
the 4th of March lust, to succeed Mr. Foster. Hon.
Hopkins L. Turncy is the newly-elected senator.

Mr. Turney has for many years represented the
most democratic portion of the State as a representativein Congress; during which time lie discharged
the high duty with ability and fidelity to the principleswhich he has ever professed. More recently,
during the presidential contest of 1844, Mr. Turney
was selected ns one of the two democratic candidatesfor electors for the State at large, and, pending
the canvass, travelled over nearly the whole State,
uiscusstng wiiii ivir. urn me great questions uetweenthe two parties.

It ia to lie regretted that the democratic party in
Tennessee suffered themselves to he divided nnd
distracted in the election of a public servant to

serve them in the honorable post of rcnator of the
United States; and wc much regret the criminationsand recriminations growing out of this division.But now that Mr. Turney Ims been elected,
we recur to his past public history and services in
the democratic party, arid find in them an undoubted
assurance that he will continue the advocate and
representative of the principles and party which he
has so long nnd faithfully espoused.

not only the Hibcrnia departs, but also the Monlezu,tna for Liverpool, tbe Victoria for London, the Oneida
for Havre, and the Prince de Jsinville for Marseilles.
To-day a man cannot do a merchant a greater un1kindness, while seated at his desk bringing up his
foreign correspondence,, than merely to aak him
how his family are, or whether he went to Ole
Bull's concert Inst night? In such a case, he might
unguardedly wish that the inquirer ujid Ole Bull both
were sent to a very unpleasant place. I
Those who wish to stand well with a country

housewife, or with a New York merchant, had
better not be seen by the first on washing-day, or

by the latter on packet-day, till after the close of
in** mans.

All correspondents who live in New York, also
Teel the effects of packet-day, whether those going
out or coming in, for it is sure to give them addi1tional work; while news boys tejoice over the arriival of each packet, because it brings something
o make their |>upers sell. Hut packet-day never
'alia to make printers, editors, and correspondents
groan in spirit.
There is such u rivalry.such a sitting up of

nights.such a watching.so much work to be
speedily done, when the packet dors come, that night
or day, rain or shine, cold or hot, editors, printers,
pressmen, writers, and all must arouse, rub their
eyes, gn|ie over the "/.ale anil important tieirj from
kurcpe," und go to work. The "seven, ten, or even
fifteen days luier news from Kuro|ie".even if it is
nothing more than that "the. Ciueen has returned
hi Windsor Castle from the Chateau d'Eu of
Louis Philippe," (which the news-boys pronounce
"Catch you loo,") it must be headed "Late and
impoitool news," to make an extra paper sell. No
sooner hoa the sleum-eogine of a printing-press made
a single revolution on the I'm in of the "newt," before
u hundred ragged urchins stand panting outside,
like so many bluckbirds surrounding an oat-stnek,
ready lopouoce upon tlirfirslheail of"iiii;wr<antnriri"
given off by the sullen clack of the steam engine,
moving us though it, too, like the printers, editors,
Ac., was "huffy," and would not care a great deal
if "the fresh packet tines," news-boys and all, were
comfortable on the other side of the Atlantic. Not
so, however, the urchin crew, who so delight in
packet days, winch are sure to pour some additional
pennies into their pockets, besides giving them a

"Paper, air?" is instantly put to you, if you happen

wares sell. Many of these urchins are cunning
fellows, and now und then serve the public "a nice
Yankee trick." One among the most amusing we
recollccUof, nnil quite laughable in its way, was the
following: In December, 1843, Mr. Tyler's messageto Congress was hourly expected to reach the
city. The news-boys were all on the "qui rice."
Lute in the afternoon one day, when everybody
expected the message, the news-boys stumbled
upon a large stock of the previous year's annual
message of President Tyler, stored away in some

empty garret. They immediately seized upon these,and about dunk ran through the streets, crying out,
"President Tyler's message for sale,"&c. Hundreds,if not thousands, planked down their surpenniesto the news-boys for the message, which they
supposed to be the latest! It was perfectly ludicrousto bcc quiet old gentlemen going from their
business down town, to their residences in the
upper end of the city, purchase the message from
the boys, and, after handing over a six-pence for it,
carefully fold it up, and place it in their pockets, to
be read by their firesides after tea. One gentleman
informed me that he got about half through the
message, before he found out his mistake.

silks worth fl,000. i

These poor people, wholly ignorant of our luws,
frequently are forced to linger with their families
three or lour days in the city, spending more money
than the gun is worth. The usual plan is this:
When rmirranta have ushkciI nusrnninie tsnolher
place of absurd and gross imposition,! a boat is de-
patched to that place, on Staten Island, twelve I
miles from the city, which lakes the emigrants at
once to a Hudson-river barge bound for Albany, so <
that they may proceed to the West; but a custom- I
house officer has discovered that several of the poor |
families have each en old rusty gun, that has j
not, probably, been fired within a quarter of a cen- t

tury, and could not be used without repairs. Forthwithit becomes the duty of the officer, under the act '

of 1799, to order the owner, with the gun, on shore.
The gun is put in the government warehouse, till i
the poor and bewildered emigrant can find the cus- (
tom-house; and, after asking a hundred questions, r
finds out where he can make an entry and his I
oaths, pay bis fees, and receive back his old gun. j
This frequently detains him several days in the
city, during which time he is very apt to fail into the
