In front of rm'ﬁ of these triumphal arch-
en, it is further proposed to have an open semi-cir-
ele, with the chord to the street side, and a fountain
in the centre of the area, to be fenced in by an iron
railing, with a sufficient apace for a carringe-way
around the cirele, leading through the main arch.
The beauty, the impressiveness, the real magnifi-
cence of this design is apparent ut a glance; and in
