10 the faithful discharge of their pecuniary obligations,and in resisting all attempts to prolong the
suspension of specie payments. Although the establishmentof u branch mint in that city would
unquestionably be of some convenience to the
banking institutions with which they were connected,it was well understood that one of the immediateconsequences of such a measure, independentlyof any proposition in respect to the custody of
the public moneys, would be to withdraw from their
own vaults a portion of the public revenues depositedwith them, and diminish to that extent their
profits. The memorialists, uninfluenced by considerationsof this sort, asked for the establishment of
a brunch mint in view of the public interests, which
they believed to be involved in it. Among these interestswere the prompt recoinage of foreign gold and
silver a', the place of importation; the enlargement
of the metallic basis for the circulation of paper;
and what sound bankers must, above all other
things, desire, the increased Stability and safety of
the institutions with which they are connected. He
had thought it due to the memorialists, in presenting
their petition, to advert thus briefly to their objects;
and he would merely add, that he trusted the considerationshe had adverted to, together with the
strong and pointed reference to the subject by the
Secretary of the Treasury, in his late annual report,would secure for it the early and deliberate
attention of the committee to which he should move
to have it referred. On his motion, it was ordered
to be printed, and referred to the Committee on Fi-
nance.

.Mr. JOHNSON, of Louisiana, hern rose and
eai.l, that lite message from the House of Representativesjust now read, imposed upon him the duty of
moving the ordinary resolutions on such occasions,
us a mark of respect to the memory of his deceased
colleague, the lion. John B. Dawson, late a memberof the House of Reprcsentativ es. The deceasedsuffered much during the lust winter, having
had n severe attack of illness, which confined him
to his chamber for several weeks, before and afiet
the adjournment of Congress. His disease wus

grea:!y aggravated by the rigor of the climatehere, us well as frpni his injudicious
efforts to attend to his official duties; for he
was always zealous and faithful iu the discharge of
his duties to his country. Ae soon after the
close of the session of Congress us he was able to
travel, be set out on his return home, and reached
his residence in Louisiana in a very feeble condition,
where he lingered in great pain, which he endured
us became a Christian, until the 16th June last,
when, surrounded by his family and friends, he
alinly resigned his soul to his God who created it,
lOuintu in lus lust momenui by tne benign influenceof the Christian religion.the Christian'* hope
.the sweetest consolation in the hour of death.

In the course of the last two years, (said Mr. J.,)
Louisiana had to mourn the loss of three of her
distinguished sons, who were, at the times of their
death, members of this and the other House of Con-
gi ess. The names of Porter, Bossier, and Dawson,

ill ever be held in remembrance by the people of
1 Louisiana. Indeed, within that short period, arr unusualnumber of members of both nouses of Con-
gross have been gathered to their [fathers, admonishingu3 of the uncertainty of life, and of the necessity
of being always prepared to meet our fate.

I he deceased, (said Mr. J.,) had received many
distinguished proofs of the respect and confidence
of the people of Louisiana. He had been repeatedlyelected to the legislature of the State; twice to the
Congress of the United States; and when first electedto Congress he held two important offices
under the State; he waa major-general of militia,and was distinguished as an active, gallantofficer, and he was judge of the parish court
of the parish in which he resided, a court possessinghigh and important functions. He discharged the
duties of all those situations in a manner highly
honorable to himself and pleasing to the people of
Louisiana. Whatever were his faults, (for no man
is free from faults.) they are buried with him, there
to be forgotten, whilst his.many virtues will long be
cherished in remembrance. To a bland and aflable
disposition, he united great firmness and decision of

character.No man was ever more totally exemptfrom sordid or selfish propensities. He was, in

fact, generous to a fault; and he possessed, in an eminentdegree, the best feelings of the human heart.
Brave, patriotic, just, magnanimous in all his trans-
action#, lie was beloved and admired by his numer-
ous friends. '

Although it so happened (said Mr. J.) that we
hnd been long opposed in polities, feelings of a
friendly character uniformly existed between us; ,

and it affords me pleasure on this occasion to bear t

testimony to the many high and generous traits of '

rhaiacter with which he was endowed. But I am J
aware (said Mr. J.) this is not the time nor place i
for a lengthy eulogium upon the character of the jdeceased. Thus much, however, he felt to be due }
to his own feelings, as well as to the memory of the (
deceased. I

That part ofMr. Polk's recant message which re-

ultra'to the Oregon question ie censurefin tome of'
he whig paper* us b'u-rtcrin® and otfcnaive, and
ikely topi event the pacific ana advantageous settlenetitof li>e controveuv. There i« not the least jus
ice in this censure. That portion of the message
aliich relates to Oregon is most guardedly written;j
en J every sentence, except, perhaps, that which rec-1
innuendo donations of land to iIre settlers, bears the
Tisiks of being carefully considered.
The disposition among the American people to as-

:crt our cluint to the whole of the territory south of
lie filth degree of latitude, has, of late, greatly increasedin etrength, us the commercial advantages of
:he northern part of that territory become better
mown, lu the wts'ern States this feeling has risen
o a kind of enthusiasm; nor is it confined to one

mriy. Wc hear thut Mr. Corwiii.popularly called
Pom Corn-in.iha now whi? senator from Ohio, u

nan of great reputation us a debater, comes into
Congress us a decided champion of the American
:lairn in its entire extent. There is no doubt thut if
Mr. Polk's offer to settle the boundary with Grent
Britain by taking the forty-ninth degree of latitude
is our northern boundary hnd been accepted, the
tlmost universal feeling at the West would have
oeen that of disappointment.
Yet there is nothing in the message to conclude

he American government against uccepting even the
19th degree of latitude as our frontier, in case the
offer should be made by the British government.
We do not say that the proposition would be accepl:d;we only affirm that the message does not cut off
Ihe cabinet from accepting it. That the proposition
:nnnot be repeated by our government, is clear.
Phe British plenipotentiary has rejected if in the
most decided manner, ns a proposition riot to be
thought of for a moment, with the expression of a
hope "thut some further proposal wou'd be made,
more consistent with fairness and equity, and with
the reasonable expectation of the British government."What you call a compromise, says the
British envoy, is no compromise at all; we cannot
sven consider it. We call upon you to propose another.And here the negotiations cease.

What, then, shall be done? Our citizens haves',
ready begun to emigrate to Oregon, and demand the
protection of our laws. The message advises that
this reasonable demand be immediately granted.
Britain, more provident than we, extended the protectionof her laws over her citizens in Oregon years

uur treaty wun tjreat Britain contemplates mat

the joint occupation of the Oregon territory by the
two nations snail ceaae at some period, on a previous
notice of twelve months given by either party. The
proper time for giving this notice on our part is manifestlywhen our citizens have begun to form settlementsin the territory. The message very properly
recommends that the notice be now given, in order
that at the expiration of the year the occupation of
Oregon may be no longer claimed by Britain as a

right formally acknowledged by us.
Our citizens settled in Oregon will have relations

of commerce with the Indian tribes. It is as importantthat our laws regulating their intercourse with
the aborigines should be enforced beyond the Rocky
mountains, as on this side of them. It is important
likewise to maintain a friendly understanding be-
tween them ana our people. 1 he message, therefore.suggests the establishment of Indian agencies
in Oregon.
To protect the emigrants on their journey to Oregon,the message recommends that stockaaes and

block-house forts be erected along the course usually
taken by them in the country between our frontier
settlements and the Rocky mountains. These forts
will be altogether within our acknowledged limits,
ond can therefore give rise .o no dispute. Even if
they were to be erected beyond the Rocky mountains,they would scsrcely furnish n juster cause of
complaint against our government than the forts alreadyerected in Oregon by the Hudson's Bay Company.anassociation organized by the British .government.
The establishment of a United States mail between

Oregon and the region east of the Rocky mountains,
we regard as a matter of course.

But though the recommendations of the message
arc thus moderate; and although its terms seem carefullychosen, so as to leave the administration at

liberty to deal with the controversy according to circumstancesthat may hereafter arise, we confess
that the information which it conveys in regard to
the negotiations lias given the controversy a new

jnpect of difficulty.. Greut Britain has repelled the
proposition to.take the forty-ninth degree of latitude
for the boundary of Oregon in such a manner that
it could not be renewed, even if our government
wcr>e disposed to renew it. She demands from us
t mm favorable proposition, which will never be
node Iter; and, in the meantime, she shows no disjositionto submit any proposal of her own. The
iegotia»'ion is, therefore, suspended, and is likely to
euiain no.
The question of moot intereat now is, whether the

letllement of .the country by emigrations from east
>f the Rocky mountains, which have now begun,
»n proceed while the territory is yet disputed
without involving the two nations in hostile colli

ion.If they can, the country will be colonized
with out. people, and brought under four governnentas fai north as the extreme limit of our claim.
Those who go out from among us will never live
jnder any government than that of the United
States. Meantime the interests of the two nations
ire so interwoven with the preservation of peace,
hat we may reasonably expect to see many causes
if mutual compliint settled between the two govirnmenta,rather tlmn resort to the dreadful extremtyof war.
For that extremity the plan of making donations

if land to the settlers of Oregon should be reserved,
rhat is a war measure. A farm to every man with
rifle would cause the wilderness of Oregon to brislewith rifl es. We have already in the territory
ome eight or ten thousand inhabitants; but the offer
if grants of lands in that mild and salubrious clinatewould have a greater effect upon our adventuouspopulation than the law for the armed occupaIonof Florida, and give us in a short time tewnty
housand rifles beyond the Rocky mountains.
