“The 4 o of said banking pany shall, semi-an-
nunlly, on the first Monday in May and November, declare
a dicidend of w0 much of the net profits ar they shall judge ex-
pedient; and on each dividend day the cashier shall make
and certify by his oath a full. elear and aconrate statament

ol the condition of the company, s it shull be on that day,
after doclaring the dividend,” ke.

I find by a report made by Messra. Perking and
Coomba of the Senate, that the circulation of the
sixteen .branches in §1,118,821; the profita of this
amount at 6 per cent. would be a little over 67,000
To tax the profits, ns the law would seem to con-
template, the banks would have to pay in shape of
taxes about §4,000; but by the same report it ap-
pears that they have “judged it expedient” only to
Ydeclare a divi " sufficient to pay twenty dollars
and sizty-six cents, Let it be borne in mind that the
capital of these banks actually paid in in §927,904
To compute the tax on this sum, as money at inter-
eat in Dﬁin i taxed, it would amountto the snug
sum of 413,900, which sum any other person than
a banker would be compelled to pay.  This is ong of
the advantages devived by being a banker.

I have as good a right to the favors and benefits of
this government as a corporation of bankers, and the
moment you grant privileges to one class which you
withhold from another, yon do injustice, and the
peaple will complain.  So long ns you impose
equal burdens upon all, you will hear no complaints.
