Relative permanency of Dry-Dorks.

IT ia erroneously supposed by eonv persons unacquaintedwith the fact#, that the improved
atone dry-dock, formed by the combination of a sectionalfloating dry-dock with a basin and railways,
is less permanent and durable than the old fashioned
alone dry-dock.
The mistake arises from not taking into consider

plan are really about equal in expense to those of
the former.
The two great wooden gstes of the common stone

dock at Norfolk cost 576,UIHJ; and the estimate of
their cost for a dock at New York is $76,754; (set
doe. «Vo. 146, lit leuion -'8Ih Congrrts, p 9,) and the
cost of the steam engines, pumps, wells, and enginehouseof the Charlesiown uock was $77,977; (»ei<mi*
doc., p 11.) So that the cost of the gates, engines,
pumps, &c. for the common stone dock is altogether
$154,031; and these necess^rv fixtures are equally
perishable as the sectional floating dock with its
engines and pumps, being made or the same materials.Now, it appears that this floating dock, with
its engines and pumps all complete, for raising the
largest ship of the line, costs only the sum of f185000,or leas than $3(1,000 over the coat of the nerishableparts of the common stone dock. This
difference is more than counterbalanced by the fact
that the floating dock is constantly mostly submergedunder water, and thereby rendered more

durable, whereas the gates of the common stone
dock are exposed alternately to air and water, and
thua rendered more perishable. The basin and railways,which constitute the larger portion of the expenseof the improved plan, are built of hewn stone
or foundations of piles, and are even more durable
than the walls and bottom of the common stone

dock, because not exposed, as the latter is, to the
enormous upward pressure of the water, or the
wash of alternately emptying and filling, being kept
constantly filled with water.
These facts require only to be known.and they

can be ascertained by any one who who will take
the trouble to refer to the document above mentioned.toestablish the fact of the equal permanency
and durability of the improved plan of dock with
that of the common stone dry-dock now in use at
Norfolk and Charlestown.

To obviata this, Fitch invented and applied the

Statea! Fitch failed for the want of patronage,

however, if oot the original inventor of the applicationof steam to navigation, certainly deserves
great credit for hie long continued and perseveringefforts, aided by the wealth of Livingston, in bring
ing the steamboat into successful and permanent operation.

Whateveropinions may be entertained of the value or
extent of the mineral region on Lake Superior, yetthe tenure by which leases are held in districts of
it, by various parties, ie an anomaly in the historyof our government. The whole eubject hae reached
a crisis which strongly demands the speedy and decidedaction of Congress. To make the thing understood,it will be necessary to refer to past transactions.Tha country bordering the southern shorn
of Lake Superior, embraced within the Stale of
Michigan and Territory of Wisconsin, has onlywithin a few yeaia been purchased from the ChippewaIndians, with proviso in the treaty that the Indian*were to remain In the undisturbed occupancyif the country until it should be required by the
United State*. In 1844, application was made to
the ordnance office, under the Secretary of War, duringMr. Tyler'* administration, (the department
exercising control over the reaerred mineral londa in
the Weal,) for leasee of land on Lake Superior, i
three miles square. Theae were granted without
any express law or authority on tlie part of Congress,till the applicants became so numerous that
the permits for locating leases were restricted to one
mile square. By the term* of the permits one year
was given for location, and execution of bonds for
the lease. The leases were to run three years, subjectto the action of Congress, and renewable at t> a 9
expiration of each three years for a term of n.
years. *The lessees in the lead region of the West had.
been restricted to only a few acres. In the copper
country the leases were made larger, as it was as d,
to encourage mining operations. Biz percent, of ore
raised for the first three years was to enure to the

im icaa^u iu iu per ceiu. ior me remainingtriennial periods.
Without doubting the purity of motives which led

to the groating of tnree nules square, and the subsequentreduction to a mile square, granted to applicants,it is yet to be lamented that the granting was
ever commenced on so large a scale. It' one citizen
was entitled to three miles square, it being common
property, every other citizen had the aamo right. A
mile square is probably amply sufficient hail it been
commenced with and uniformly adhered to.
Under these provisions and rules, adopted by the

War Department, large numbers obtained permits,located them, and secured leases. Others who obtainedpermits at later periods made their localionn
at considcrab'e expense and trouble, in good faith,
thinking all was right; yet it seems that the President,to whom the subject was referred on the 6th of
May Inst, come to the conclusion, and no doubt justly,tliut the whole proceeding was without the sanctionof law on the part of Congress. This decision
cuts off all who have mude locations but have not
hud time to execute their leases, leaving them minus
considerable auma of money sunk in expenses,
among which is a fee of (8 paid the district attorneyfor certifying to the solvency of each lessee and his
sureties, according to a rule of the War Department.

If the leases in the course of execution have been
cut off on the ground of illegality, it is clear that all
:he leases previously executed, and held by the companiesengaged in mining on Lake Superior, are also
illegal and worthless. If the latter are valid, ao arc
the former. If Congress sanctions a part it must
legalize the whole, which, it seems to me, would be
the wisest course, or to break up the whole and
commence anew. It is a knotty case, and moat
commend itself to the early attention of Congress.
