CLOSE OF THE DEBATE.

We make no apology for filling ao large a portionof our columna day after day at tha preaent time

with the discuaaion of the tariff. The mind of the
whole country watchea with the moat intanae anxIiety the progrue and tha taeue of thia great American
queetion. The frtende of the tariff bill in the Senate
appear to be diainclined now at the very elooe of
the eeaaion to enter into any lengthened debate.

! The whig oratora, on the other hand, one after
the other, ere preeaing with the utmoet energy

ihe duty of the whole democratic press, to do all

j that can be done to pot the case fairly before the
1 country. The debate draws to a close. It may
t probably terminate to-morrow, and we aeise the

opportunity to place upon record one more expres*eion of our strong conviction and our deep feeling

r It ia remarkable that the advocates of the existing
tariff in the Senate have chosen to take laeue before
the country distinctly upon the question between
the continuance of the present lew ai it is, and any

, scheme of substantial tariff reform. They hold the
. new bill to be a defective bill; hut thus far they decline
s to emend it. They urge against it that it rejects the

| principle of the law of 1842, and in this fact, they
find its summary and sweeping condemnation. The
question then before the Senate and the country, ia

( simply this: shall the tariff of 1842 be substantially
modified.' On this question, the advocates and the

I opponents of the new bill record their "eyes and
noes."

s
We had looked for opposition from the whlgs to

tariff reform; but (hit issue, made up by whiga themselves,we did not expect. We had supposed that very
r few individuals, and that no considerable party, could
: be found in the country, who would deny, after four
r years experience, that the tariff of 1842 was an ur,
' just and oppressive measure. Looking at the avowed

character of that bill and to the circuaastancee and
the protests under which it was passed, and the temporarypurposes which it was intended to accomplish,
we could arrive at no other conclusion. The Secretaryof the Treasury, in reply to a resolution of the
Senate, has informed that body that the groes revenue,raised by the duties laid upon sixteen principalarticles of exportation in the year 1845, eras

$18,336,452; and that to bring this last mentioned
sum into the treasury, the total tax levied upon
these articles and collected from the country in the
shape of advanced prices on the imported and similar
domestic articles, was $94,190,857; thus showing

. that $75,784,405 constituted the enhanced price to
I the country of sixteen protected article* under

the tariff of 1842! We believe this statement
to be strictly accurate, enormous, and at first
view almost incredible, as it appears. We kntnc
that it is the result of a prodigious effort of industrydevoted to the moat careful examination
of the subject, and calling to its aid every
source of reliable information which the country
affords. Rut assume aa u-n« uiH uMUnl.,, in

the Senate, that it ia an over statement. Still
r the very fact that such an official statement has
i issued from that department of the government,
< specially charged with the knowledge and the admin,

istration of these matters, shows beyond all doubt
> that the statement rests upon a basis of ascertained

fact, which invokes and must command the most
serious attention of the country. When the Secretaryof the Treasury can state that the country

r is taxed |94,000,000 to raise a gross revenue of
$18,000 000, then we say that if any reliance what,
soever can be placed upon statistical tables, or offiIcial calculations, there must be wrong.wrong,
grievous and unendurable.in the law which laysj the tax. Make all possible allowance for mistake
and over calculation, and the general fact of gross
injustice and oppression yet remains unchanged.
To the representatives, then, of every section of

our country do we appeal when we say that the
question of the continuance of ruch a system is a ques.tion altogether momentous. We speak to those of
the eastern and middle States who value at the

| highest certain particular provisions of the law
, of 1843, and we submit to them that suoh a
f system must go down, and that its maintenance
r is not, upon any principle of justice, to be ad-

vocated or desired. We speak to the west, and
! to the southwest, and to the south, and we say

that the representative of these portions of our

country who shall by his vote postpone the day of
deliverance from such a system, will assume a re.sponstbility which no statesman can meet without
a shudder.
