THE NEW TARItV.
We publish to-day, from the Washington Union

i oonifuiruonofthe rale* of dutiea upon aome of the
srueles aa actually paid under the present tariff, ant
li> be levied on the twine by the tariff bill iuat waned
It will be aeen that the duties on many deaeripuoni
ofartidsa, moatly hixuneb;-fmve been largely in
reaarii by the new bdl, whilat tboae on mahy d»

acripnona of every day necraaanea have been ai

largely decreased. Of the latter, those of manufac
urad iron atanda conspicuous; but on these is stil

preserved an sd valorem duty of 30 per cent. Thu
will yield s protection of about $<i per Ion in favoi
of American manufacturers; which, we are told bj
an extensive dealer, will abundantly secure the iron
interest of the country. So that we doubt whethei
Pennsylvania ia irretrievably ruined, alter all, thougl
many of the journals of that State pertinaciously in

siat that «uch ia the case. Her iron men will, doubt
lea*, have to content themaelvea with aomewha
smaller profits, which they are abundantly able t<

do if, ss ia asserted, they clear their enure capita
every two years, and sometimes in less time.
The duty on cotton shirtings coating G{ cents ne

yard, is reduced from 95 to 30 per cent. Ttiii
change will be universally felt by our cititens, bu
more especially every poor ritiren, who is novt

obliged to pay for every yard of cotton ahirting hi
uses six cents for the stun, and'six cents premiun
to the manufacturers for making it. The millioni
of dollars that have been thus exacted from thi

l>oorer classes of Oils country by the enormous ex

loruon in favor of the cotton manufacturers foi
many years past, would hare supplied the wholi
western continent with sixpenny shirtings.
There is another feature in this item of taxation

which will rendei the [wis of its reduction far Irsi
scute than it would perhaps otherwise have provec
to the American people.
The tariff, as it now stands, charges a duty of (

rnta per yard on common shirtings, and 50 per cent
on ready-made clothing. The reaultof this is, tha
the rinc material of a shirt is taxed, but not the iahot
of making it; as, for instance, cotton shirtings art

bought in Manchester at (j cents per yard, of thi
same quality for which 12 cents is charged here. Ir
London, as proved before the poor-law commis

sinners, on evidence of the largest shirt-makinf
houses, shirts are made from seven to twenty-fou
cents each. If we take 20 cents each aa the aver

agt, (and it ia notorioualy a high average for Net
York. I a shirt will coal, sav 21 vards of cloth at
ceota, 15 cent*; making 20 c<nt«.total, 35 cents
The duiy on that ahirt brought to New York la 1'
centa. The duty on the raw material in New York
is 16 ceqls. There la, therefore, but one cent it

makin* a shirt difference between the labor of Lon
don, etigroalncd a* "pauper labor,** and the indue
try of the mother of a family in New York. Tberi
a, however, a difference of 16 centa between thi
price of the raw material, furnished by the mil
owner of Manchester, and that enld by the Lowel
mills. The widow has on* cent protection, and th<
millionaiio eapttaliMa tirleen mnti on a shirt; and th
16 cents is paid by the laboring man out of hia <i<ul<

earnings. . ... _

The question very naturally recurs, what will t»
the effect of the reduction of this duly from 6 to

cents per yard } Is not the answer self-evident'.iha
the laborer will get lino shirts for what he now pay
for one; consequently, two shirts must be nrtadi
where on* wsa made before. All the shirt-maker
in New York will have double the work. The dr
mand for their services raises the wages. The ll
cents which now goes to the mill owner for the rai

material, will then go one-half to the seamstress fo
making it up, and the other half to the consumer, a

the reduced cost of this shirt. Under the preset!
tariff, the consumer and the seamstress contribute
cents each, on every ihirt, to the pockets of the mi
uwners.
The duty on common brown sugar is also reduce

from 62 to 30 per cent..a reduction whose effecl
will be sensibly felt in the cabins of the poor fron
one extreme of the land to the other, whilst indi
rectly the palaces of the rich will also cxperienc
considerable relief. On the other hand, coarse ur

manufactured wool is raised from 5 to 30 per cent,
the most costly flannels from 14 to 30 per cent ; gem
and precious stones from 7 to 30 per cent.; jeweller
from 20 to 30 per cent., &c., dtc.
On the whole, we incline to the opinion, that ta

king in view "the greatest good of the greatest num
her," the new tariff will he far less destructive!
American interests nnd American industry, tha
some of our cotempornries seem to anticipate. Th
people, through the ballot boxes and their reprr
nentatives in Congress, have decided in favor of
iess protective policy; and, aa the Tribune very sen

aibly remarked.
"We have no choice but submission. We cai

live under the anti-protective policy aa well as

majority of those who support it. Mr. Webste
truly remarked on Monday tnat a community will
ipg to work fourteen hours per day steadily cannc
well be ruined. We shall studiously avoid 'panic
making.' We shall most of us live somehow unt
nur time comes, under this or any tariff. Qras
will grow and water run as usual; frugal, sharj
sighted men will acquire property, while indolen
prodigal, bad calculators will lo3e what falls I

them, and live in destitution as formerly. Maru
faoturing and mechanical arts will still be prosed
ted, often with success; and the most of those wh
are able and willing to work effectively, will fin
work to do at some rate. Let us all try our best t
huvc things move on as favorably as though thi
great change had not been made If we arc brougl
to a dead halt, so be it; but let no man lie down i
the furrow anil say everything must go to wreck be
cause McKay's bill has passed."

itve not been made; when the drafts come for the
raoney, the deposttes to the credit «f the governnenl,in our banks, will be swept away very rapidy.We have not, as yet, begun to feel the effect of
he Mexican war upon the finances of the governnent,or the influence upon the money market of

>f the independent treasury on the currency incomnerctulcircles. A year's purging of the currencysiould have enabled manufacturers to pass from the
ligh protective duties of 1842 to r revenue ad vainemtariff as easy and unruffled as a duck glides into
he wulCr. Congress lias, however, decided iliferently;the tariff precedes both the other meaiure.3recommended by the Secretary of the Treastry,though it is probable that both will speedilyollow. What it is believed could have been better
lone in a year, we shall have now to endeavor to
econcilc with the many conflicting interests of the
inuntry in four months. The majority in Congress
ire of opinion that a greater aggregate injury to a
treatcr number of persons, and to larger interests,
would flow from tne continuance of tho obnoxious
irovisions of the tariff of 1842, than would result
ts repeal and substitution in four months of a tariff
ooking wholly to revenue. The matter is measuablyreduced to a question of time, and to a calculator!as to the losses nnd gains of antagonist interims;and whatever difference of opinions may exist,
>ne thing is certain, with a people willing to work
burteen hours per day, there can be no ruin of the
lountry. The whole subject has received the most
horough scrutiny and examination at the hand of
he Secretary of tho Treasury, anil as no person is
wore interested than he is, while he holds his prcsintposition, in providing the treasury with amplerunus, und in seeing all the interests of the country
irosperous, n generous confidence, should he exendedto his policy, at least, now that it is the law of
he land, long enbugh to try it fairly on its merits.

hrown out of work, the dealers being supplied for
:he fall trade, and having found that they can buy
heeper thereafter from England. We never heard
if whig legislation influencing American labor in
this way.
"We hope the Vulcan Works will yet be cncour-
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aged to resume and go on. Lai no works be stojW
ped while there is a reasonable chance of running
them without lues. We must have a change next

According to the declaration of the whig papers,

We hope our readers will excuse us for our frequentmention of the tariff matter; for we see so

many nonsensical announcements of ruin snd distressin consequence of the passage of Mr. McKay'sbill, that we must have a word or two to say
whether they are tired of the subject or not. We
take up a paper now, and that which contains a
violent article against the new tariff, and in other
parts of it paragraphs appear to the effect that a
certain extensive manufacturer was obliged to suspendbusiness on account of the passage of the tariff
bill. The iron men are more brazen in this respect
than those who work in brass, copper, zinc, and
other materials of the sort; for they seem to be a
ruined "class" entirely, and have been worse treated,if we may believe them, than any others, by
the present Congress. As is usual in such cases,
the democratic party is to blame, and the State of
Pennsylvania, the same good old democratic State
that was ruined by the veto of Andrew Jackson on
the bank bill, is the chief and prominent sufferer.

If it could be accurately ascertained how often the
democratic party has ruined the great Keystone
State, we should be very glad to act the matter forth
in the columns of the Globe. But what good would
even that do? The rank and file of the people of
the State, the farmers, the merchants, the mechanicsand others who tcork fhr their livelihood insteadof depending on the interest of their surplus
capital, would give the lie to all the nonsense about
distress, trouble, and misery, and would say that
the State had never been ruined at all! It is a great
pity for the iron manufacturers of that State that
ihey are not citizens; for if they were their stories
of ruin would have a greater effect. As it is, hewever,theyhave to depend for what sympathy is expressedin their behalf, on their money alone,

The new tariff bill is passed, and the secret of the

Ih some of the States of the Union there
is a bounty offered on crow's heads, and this bountyinduces sundry sorts of persons to go n crow
shooting. The farmer, who is most concerned in

about it, apparently, than the gunner who loafs
about on every body's premises, and has plenty of
time to spare. The farmer is not allured by the
bounty to leave his crops, and go forth to seek a fartuneon the wing; but the loafer gentleman who is

woodcock, a plover, a snipe, a pigeon, or in fact

as was asserted by the protectionists, amounted in
fact to a tax of seventy to one hut dred per ceat.
This statement was vehemently denied by the

papers from which we cut the subjoined article, and
we were charged with gross exaggeration for party
purposes.The protective system is now, however, defeated,
and it becomes necessary for the same papers to take
a new cue. For this purpose, with a moat extraordinaryfacility, they exert themselves to prove
that the present law reduces the duty on round iron
60J Per cent. As under this law the duty still existingis thirty per cent, nd valorem, it would seem

very clear to n plain mind that the old duty must
have been 90} per rent., which is considerably
higher than it was stated to lie during the discussionof the subject by us.

The work of last waak in Congress was fruitfulin some must important and valuable measures
The tariff bill was passed by the Senate, and sent
bock to the Houae for concurrence in an amendmstM,
and adopted by that body. The warehouse bill was

passed by the Houae precisely as it came from the
Senate. The independent treasury bill was taken
up ia Lbs Senate, amended, and passed, and returned
to the House. It now awaits tha concurrence of
that body in the amendments which doubtless will
be promptly given.These measures are of the highest importance to
the commercial interests of the country. The taritl
knocks off the shackles that have bound down the
energirs and enterprise of all classes of people, exceptthe maaufactureta. The independent treasury
will confine the financial transaction* of the governmentto the use of the only constitutional currency
that can exist. At the same time it will so operate
as in a measure to relieve the citizens of the heavy
tax now paid to the manufacturers of paper money
for the use of their notes; give more stability and securityto the medium for exchanging properly, and
eheck that ruinous fluctuation of all values.

But it is more particularly as a triumph of sound
principles that tha democratic party have occasion
to rejoice at the success of these measures. Under u

government of equal rights and prinleges there can

be no justice in the passage of a law which shall increasethe profits of una man's business, and decreasethose of another. Under a oonstituUon which
assign* to Congreea the duty to "coin money and
regulate the value thereof," there can be no constitutionalityin suffermg tha lianaacttona of the governmentto be made only with the paper notes ol
private citizens, or in suffering these citizens to radiatethe value of coin by contracting or expanding
their paper isauea.

NEWS FROM THE RIVER PLATA.
The barque Creole arrived at Baltimore on the

31st ultimo with news from Buenos Ayres to the
23d of May. That was the 23$th day of the blockade.The Packet of that dale has this paragraph
"The 'pacification' is going ahead most gloriouslyunder the auspices of Messrs. Ouseley snd Deffaudis.Rivera, baffled in his designs at Colonia,

has, it appears, re-embarked his horde, and escortedby Brittsn and French naval forces, is cruising
along the coast, making occasional descents to

plunder, and when this is impracticable, to lay
Waste the country and murder the inhabitants. The
atrocities committed by these Vandals at Las Vacas
and Da Agrnciada are reported to be of the moat revoltingnature, but no authentic particulars have yet
come to hand."
The commercial expedition on the Parana was

convoyed by the steamers Lizard and Harpy, both
of which wore somewhat damaged by the batteries
at San Lorenzo. The Creole bears the marks of a
13-pound ball, which lodged in a bale of hides
while she was under the French and English convoy.The expedition was very successful, not n

man having been killed on any of the hundred merchantmen.On the 10th of June the fleet weighed
anchor opposite the batteries of San Lorenzo, where
twenty-five pieces of cannon had been placed by the
Buenos Ayrcans to prevent the passage of the vesselswith their rich freights. The battery was kept
firing on them duiing the whole eight hours they
were passing. The only accident that happened
was four vessels getting on shore abreast of the battery,which the English and French naval commandersset on fire lo keep them from falling into Rosen'shands, one being the English barque Caledonia,of Hull, the other three being schooners from
Corriaotes. The cargo' consisted of hides, yerba,
and tobacco.,

dated May 5, snd announcing the complete adnesiooof Corrientes to the Argentine Confederation,
or rather to the party of the murderer anil tyranl,
