From the Bostonlost.
The next Congress and the next Prosidencyy
The recent congressional elections render italmosia cer-

lunqllma magority of the next House of Represenhtives
will be whig. '"151 all probability, the lower brumwh of
the Thirtieth Congress will be controlled by the aposi-
tion : and, as far a8 its official action ane _mﬁumcet}'l 20y
will sustain a direet and decaded hostility to the Jenate
and the Exeeutive. Waare not about to'dwell upgn the
cuuses which have operated to produce this apparegt po-
jitical revolution ; they have not been unexpected, nor
of an extraordinary character, and are not sueh s will
affect permonently the supremacy of democratie prin-
ciples, and the u}ety of demoeralic mensures, I was
wholly impossible to prevent a considerable reactios after
our great suceess in 1544, and after the policy, which
was the fruit of our trumph, had been faithfully and se-
curely established. But the first and most extnsive
chanzes which have taken place, are in the representu-
tion of the larger States, and were effected before the pol-
icy of the administration had sufficiently abided the test
experiment—those Siates, il they have not done it
already, that will be the first to revoke their hasty ver-
diet. Besides, the opposition have most nnwarrantably
dragged the question of the war into the political arena,
Al ﬁuw operated upon popular prelunliy:c and tmidity,
wherever they existed, 1o ereate an anti-national seuti-
ment, and effect a transfer of authonty and responsibility
from the hands of the administration to their own,

The change in the politicsl character of the House is
principally important in view of the effoct which its ofti-
cial action may have upon the country on the eve of n
presidential election, and the part which it may be called
upon to acl in the final election of a President, if a failure
H}I;III.IIL! exist in the electoral suffrage.  We do not antiei-
pate such a condition of parties as will render the latter
circumstance likel}- to occur; but we look upon the ac-
tion of the next Congress—conceding it to he whig—us
c,?rtain to exercise a powerful influence upon the eontest
of 1848,

As citizens, having the honor and welfare of the coun-
lziy al heart, we might regret the circumstances which
place the government, in time of war, even partially in
the hands of the federal party ; for the result, if not quite
a calamity, will at least amount to some sacrifice of pa-
tional interests and honor.  But as partisans, we do not
lament this temporary whig ascendency, for we regard it
as an ocoutrence certitin to mswre to the democracy of the
Union the clection of a_demoeratic President in 1845,
The same immediate and overwhelming c nation
which has heretofore uniformly overtaken every attempt
of federmlism to assume the direction of national atfairs,
awails already any arbitrary legislation with which the
whigs of the next Congress may seek to amend or em-
harrags the policy of a democratie administration,

The division of official power and respousibility will
at once bring the conflicting measures of the two great
political partics prominently before the eountry. We
imagane that the opposition will soon enough discover
that it is one thing to assail at random the measures of the
President, und another to mark outand pursue a consist-
ent and popular policy itself. Whatever the action of
the whig party may be, 1t yet remains for its oracles o
decide. 1t must now eanction or condemn the war; it
must vote appropriations for its proseeution, or withhold
them and prevent it. For the sake of the country, we
desire to =ee the whig majority of the House assent to
the vigorous conduet of the war; but if it should persist
in the same system of “ aid and comfort to the enemy”
which rendered the lute minority notorious, we shall then
rely with perfect confidence upon the intelligence of the
peaple to discern where patriotic motives exist, and where
the success of ** party schemes” is considered paramount
to peace and the welfare and glory of the country.

We know well that the genuine, deep-roeted sentiment
of the people is almost unchangeahly democratic ; that it
will never again endure the influences of that restrictive
and backward legislation which the opposition is already
prepared to foree upon it ‘This democratic feeling needs
tmlf to be alarmed, in order to sustain and vindicate
itself; and it i in this respect that we regard the reaction
to which we huve albuded as a fortunate and timely oc-
currence. At least, nothing can be wndone. The whole
system of democratic measures is destined to receive a
{air and favorable trial, which will place them triumph-
antly beyond the rench of political opposition, There
have been those who have systematically lle{reciatml the
services of the twenty-ninth Congress. 'True, its ma-
jority did sometimes hesitate, and became divided; but,
upon the whole, no Congress since the adoption of the
constitution has originated and enforced so many great
national measures, each distinct and important in itself,
but all recognising the same priNcrrLE, and having for
their object the same scheme of KATIONAL ADVANCEMENT,
Its legislation forms an era in American government,
and. nn mm‘..r hive higntad tha sharmestaral ire cuccessor,
we prediet that it “'JIT not have the hardihood 10 raise
the question of repeal, -

We shall await, however, the action of the new Con.
gress with considerable interest. I it should be charac-
terized by an illiberal, fanatical, and treasonable hostility
1 Executive measures—if the whig leaders should re-
solve in every way to thwart and embarrass the action
of the President—he muy appeal with safety to the verduct
of the covntry.
