That a " majority shall rule," is a cardinal principle in
the democratic creed, and applies with equal force to
l>arty and to matters pertaining to a representative government.The decision of a fairly constituted nominating
convention, composed of the representatives of the varioussections and interests of the jieople, we hold to be as

morally binding upon the wlwle party, as the laws passed
by a majority of Congress are binding upon the irholc
jtcoplf; and we look upon that man who refuses to supportthe nominee of such a convention as being as much
a traitor to his party, as he who would resist the laws of
Congress would be to his country.

In selecting candidates for the presidency, there are

many interests to be consulted, many prejudices to be
overcome, and many sacrifices to be made. Each section
has its peculiar interest and its favorite candidate. All
cannot he equally gratified at the same time, for only one

portion can furnish the candidate, unless we divide and
suffer federalism to step in between us, when all would
be lost without benefiting either division. Would it not
be infinitely better for us ami for the country to 6acrilicea little to each section and interest, than to sacrifice,
by contentions among ourselves, to the federal party, all
we gained by the hard-fought battle of 1S44 .'
The democratic |*irty occupy a peculiar position at this

time. The liberal and enlightened policy of the party is
v«at tr» fnllif iiifn pfTi«rt THa:iri<in<r
from the whofeaouie acts of the last Congress have just
begun to he realized by a grateful people. The Mexican
war must be prosecuted with vigor to an honorable peace.
And how are these things to lie continued and carried
triumphantly through, without acontinuation of power in
democratic hands.' for let it be remembered, that the federaljwrty stand pledged to repeal the laws of the last Congressand to withdraw our troops ingloriously from Mexico,just so soon as they get the power!
That there are at this tirae differences of opinion in the

great democratic family on questions of minor importance,
none, we presume, will deny. And the question among
us should De, how are these differences to tie reconciled .'
What course can be pursued to harmonize the party and
converge it to a unit ?

In JsI t, before the meeting of the Baltimore convention.all was doubt and despair, disorganization and despondencythroughout the entire party. That convention
met under any other than favorable auspices. But, after
a free, frank, and cordial interchange of feeling and sentiment,the choice of that body fell unanimously upon the
two distinguished individuals who now fill the highest
stations in the gift of man. All will recollect the magical
effect produced by the result of the deliberations of that
enlightened body of men. The nominations were everywherehailed with enthusiasm. Everybody was satisfied,
for all had been heard, their claims had been weighed,
and the nomination made by mutual concession and compromise."POLK AND DALLAS" resounded through the
land like the voice of a " silver trumpet." All doubt in-
stantlv vanished.confidence inspired the democracy of
the whole Union. The party rallied under the banner so

proudly unfurled, as one man, and went forth "conqueringand to conquer."
Who can doubt that the party owes its success in the

presidential campaign of 1844 to the deliberations of u

national convention ? None, we presume.no, not one.
So would it be in 1848. And yet there are men in our \
ranks who would note eschew a convention, and palm
upon us as candidates tnen whose political tenets are un-
known to the great body of the people, and about whose
democracy we may safely say there exists some doubt!
Have these men reflected upon the conseotiences of their
course, should they persist in it.' Have they any guaran-
ty that their favorite candidate would receive, or that his
jiolitical principles entitle him to, the support of the entire
l«rty of the Union.' They must know that it requires
the united efforts of the whole party to keep down the
common enemy and that the only way to secure such
efforts is by sacrificing our individual preferences upon the
altar of our country. Aud how are these sacrifices to be
satisfactorily made without a convention composed of the
representatives of individual and sectional interests.'
We have our favorite, but we are willing to drop him

if the welfare of the democratic cause requires it. We
have a preference before a nomination is made.afterwardsire know but the nominee, for we have entire confidencein the wisdom, integrity, and judgment of such
men as are selected by an intelligent constituency to
represent them in a national convention, and know to
our own suUslaction, that tltey would present no man lor
our support who would not, if elected, carry out the
principles and wishes of the democracy of the Union.
We go in. then, for a national convention, and we think

we are safe in saying that nine-tenths of the partyin Pennsylvania are with us in this respect. We
think, too, that the nominee of that convention, be he who
lie in-iy, will receive the twenty-six electoral votes of
the Keystone State. It is by adhering to conventions and
regular nominations that the party has been kept togetherand been so often victorious. This alone, in our

opinion, will enable it to continue to act in harmonious
concert, and to dispense '.he blessings of democratic governmentthrough future ages.

Let any mau in the democratic ranks take a candid
and inrqiartial view of this matter, and we think he must
arrive at the conclusion that a national convention is
not only proper, but actually necessary to insure success
in the next presidential contest. That such will be the
opinion of the great body of the party, and that a conventionwill he held, we tirmly believe. Let every man

pledge himself to give to the nominee of that convention
a vigorous and hearty support. Let it meet in a spirit of
" union, concession, and harmon v," and another bright
and glorious banner, like that of 1^44, will he raised high
aloft under which to rally; which all " can see, read, and
understand and who is so blinded by prejudice, so misledby individual preferences or sectional interest as to
doubt the overwhelming triumph of the democratic party
under that banner, when thus so distinctly and honorablysubmitted to the consideration of the intelligent peopleof this glorious republic ?

The next Presidential Election.The Wltmot Proviso.
The approaching presidential election will, judging

from present apjtearauces, be one of unusual interestto the nation ; our present position with Mexico
cannot fail to carry forward into the next presidential
term many questions for adjustment, which will demand
the exercise of the best talents, and the most practised
diplomatic experience which can be brought into the
public service, he the result of the existing war with
Mexico what it may. Should the war not he concluded
before the expiration of Mr. Polk's term, it is highly importantfor the interest and honor of the nation that his
successor should possess the talents, energy, and decision
requisite, not only to keep good whatever advantage we

may have then acquired, but also to rigorously vindicateour demands u|Kin that faithless government, in
order, in the end, to bring the war to such a conclusion
as strict justice may dictate. On the other hand, should
the war be ended bv the complete conquest of Mexico.
or by mutual arrangement, there will, of necessity, be
many very imiiortant subjects left for future adjustment,
requiring all the tact and acumen of our mostenlightened
statesmen: In view of these circumstances, the importanceof excluding from the issues, legitimately connectedwith the presidential canvass, all foreign, abstract, and
impracticable issues, must be apparent. It would be well
for the interests of the country, if the selection of a candidatefor the presidency by the democratic party could
be unobstructed, and unbiassed by questions remote from,
and even antagonistical to, those considerations which
should alone determine that selection.
While we disclaim all intention of arraigning the politicalintegrity of the authors, friends, and supporters of

the Wilmot Proviso, we cannot refrain from expressing
out regret that any portion of the democracy of the Union

There has nothing new arisen
in the south to justify an assault from the north upon the
institutions peculiar to them.institutions with which
they entered the confederacy, with the full knowledge of
the northern States, ft is thought by many, both north
and south, that an issue involving this question is inevitable.From the signs of the times, this presumption
might well arise Still we confidently hope that a spirit
of enlightened compromise will pervade the counsels of
the democracy of the Union, that will secure the ascendencyof that party, to whom the country can alone look
for the perfection and development of the great measures
dictated by patriotism and republican equality.
We conclude our remarks by recommending to our

readers the perusal of the letter of the Hon. James Bu-

chanan to the democracy of Berks countv. The position
of this distinguished individual in the democratic partygives interest to whatever escapes from his pen, explanatoryof his sentiments upon this question.

Clay, (whose name heretofore has been alwayt connectedwith opposition to the cession, and with advocacyof the rcanncxatiitn of 7'exai, and whom I
should be glad to find standing on the tame ground now that
he occupiedfrom Is 19 to 1829,) the President instructed Mr.
Poiuseit, then minister to Mexico, to open at ouce, and vigorouslyurge a negotiation for reacquisition ol Texas, and the
rc-eitablishmcnt of the southwest line of the United States at
the RIO GRANDE DEL NORTE. The Secretary urged
it upon the envoy, as a matter of the deepest interest to the
country, and the highest policy of the government. The ad-
vantages are elaborately and zealously set forth; and althoughtiifa country at that time labored under A LARGE
DEBf, the envoy was authorized to offer FIVE MILLIONS
lor the acquisition. It is greatly to be lamented that the
joint efforts of Mr. Adams, Mr. Clay, and Mr. Poinsett
failed, upon this occasion, as the joint efforts of Geneial
Jackson, Mr. Van Buren, and Mr. Poinsett did upon a sublei/uenloccasion, when the proposition was rene wed.or rather
-ontmued, under a new administration. From the beginnnig
to the end of bis administration, Mr. Adams kept steadily in
view this important measure ; and when his successor came
in, as it waAsupposed, with opinions differing on all points,
and with piomises and pledges of all sorts of changes,
amidst the general disregard of all that had been done or

attempted, this measure alone was held sacked ; it was
adopted as it stood upon the record, and urged with ilie
characteristic energy ot the man who felt, and truly felt,
that he was not so much the functionary of n constitutional

Copy of a journal kept by a suffering emigrant, on the
California mountain, from October 31*1, 1846, to
March 1st, 1847.

TuucKgr's Liu, Not. 20,1846.
Came to thiapkcg on ttoj&fila* iJV*into the pose, the snow so iWWwW UMUle to nnd

the road, and when within 3 miles from the summit,turnedback to this shanty, on Truckey'a Imke._Stantoji
came up one any mier we amrou ncic, wo nuuu mut

our teams and wagons and made mn unsuccessful attempt
to cross, in com|>any with Stanton. We returned to the
chanty.continuing to snow all the time. We now
have killed most part of our cattle, having to remain
here until next spring, and live on lean beef, without
bread or salt. It snowed during the space of eight days,
with little intermission, after our arrival; through now
clear and pleasant, freezing at night; the snow nearly
gone from the valleys.
Nov. 21..Fine morning, wind N. W., twenty-two of

our company about starting to cross the mountains this
dav, including Stanton and his Indians.
Nov. 22..Fro/.e hard last night; fine and clear to-day;

no account from those on the mountains.
Nov. 23..Same weather, wind west.the expedition !

across the mountains returned after an unsuccessful
attempt.
Nov. 25..Cloudy; looks like the eve of a snow-storm;

our mountaineers are to make another trial to-morrow,
if fair; froze hard last night.
Nov. 2t>..Began to snow last evening.now rains or

sleets; the party do not start to-day.
Nov. 29..Still snowing; now about three feet deep;

wind west Killed my last ox to-day, gave another
yoke to Foster; wood hard to be got. !

Nov. 30..Snowing fast; looks as likely to continue as ;
when it commenced. No living thing, without wings, 3

can get about. i
Dec. 1..Still snowing; wind west.snow about six ,

or six and a half feet deep; very difficult to get wood,
ami we are completely housed up; our cattle are all killedbut two or three, and these, with the horses and Stanton'smules, all supposed to be lost in the snow; no
hopes of finding them alive.
Dec. 3..Ceases snowing; cloudy all day; warm

enough to thaw.
Dec. 5..Beautiful sunshine, thawing a little; looks ,

delightful after the long storm; snow seven or eight feet
deep.
Dec. 6..The morning fine and clear; Stanton and

Dec. 10..Snowed fast all night, with heavy squalls of

wind; continues to snow; now about Seven feet iu
depth.

Dec. 14..Snows faster that any previous day; Stanton ^
and Graves, with several others, making preparations to
cross the mountains on snow shoes; snow eight feat on
a level.

Dec. to..Fair and pleasant; froze hard last night; the
company started on snow shoes to cross the mountain;
winu southeast.

Dec. 17..Pleasant; Wm. Murphy returned from the
mountain party last evening: Balis Williams died night
before last; Milton and No&n started for Demur's eight
days ago; not returned yet; think they are lost in the
snow.
Dec. 19..Snowed last night; thawing to-day; wind

northwest, a little singular for a thaw.
Dec. 20..Clear ana pleasant; Mrs. Reed here; no ac- I

count from Milton yet; Charles Burger set out for Donners's;turned back, unable to proceed; tough times, but
not discouraged ; our hopes are in God! Amen.
Dec. 21..Milton got back last night from Donner's

camp; sad nqws: Jacob Donner, Samuel Shoemaker, i
llhineheart and Smith are dead; the rest of them in a
low situation; snowed all night, with a strong southwest
wind.
Dec. 23..Clear to-day; Milton took some of his meat 1

away; all well at their camp. Began this day to read
the " Thirty Day's PrayersAlmighty God grant the
requests of unworthy sinners!

Dec. 24..Rained all night, and still continues ; poor
prospect for any kind of comfort, spiritual or temporal.

Dec. °25..Began to snow yesteraay, snowed all night,
and snows yet, rapidly; extremely difficult to find wood;
offered our prayers to God this Christmas morning; the
prospect is appalling, but we trust in him.

Dec. 27..Cleared offyesterday; continues clear; snow
nine feet deep; wood growing scarcer; a tree, when
felled, sinks into the snow, and is hard to be got at.

Dec. 30..Fine clear morning; froze hard last night;
Charles Berger died last evening about 10 o'clock.

Dec. 31..Last of the year; may we, with the help of '

God, spend the coming year better than we have the past,
which we propose to ao, if it is the will of the Almighty to
deliver us from our present dreadful situation. Amen !
Morning fair, but cloudy; wind east by south; looks
like another snow storm.snow storms are dreadful to
us; the snow at present is very deep.

1847, Jan. 1..We pray the God of mercy to deliver us
from our present calamity, if it be his holy will. Commencedsnowing last night, and snows a little yet; provisions
getting very scant; dug up a hide from under the snow

Murphy blind; Lanthron not able to get wood; has but
one axe between him and Klestnvg; it looks like snother
storm ; expecting some account from Sutter's soon.

Jan. 17..Eliza Williams came here this morning; Lanthroncrazy last night; provisions scarce; hides our main
subsistence; may the Almighty send us help.

Jan. 21..Fine morning; John Battise and Mr. Denton
came this morning, with Eliza;.she will not eat hides;
Mrs. sent her back to live or die on them.

Jan. 22..Began to snow after sunrise; likely to continue; wind north.
Jan 23 .Blew hard and snowed all night, the most

severe storm we have experienced this winter; wind

Jan. 2fi..Cleared up yesterday^; to-day fine and pleas
ant, wind south: in hopes we are done with enow
storms; those who went to Setter's not yet returned;
provisions getting scant: people growing weak ; living
