THK KIWI BY TUB WAIUUQTUS.

We give below, from the northern paper*, some furtbc
item* of the latest foreign intelligence, by the steami
Washington:
The Washington's commercial advices are uoimport

ant, Sunday only having intervened since the Caledoni
sailed.
The news of the highest interest is that from Hungaryand we give all the details that have reached us from tha

country.
A Battle nsar Sssgvdln.

Accounts from Vienna to the 14th of August have beat
received, which slate that a great battle was fought o
the 5th of August, between the imperialists and Hungari
ans near Szegedin, and which we deeply regret to fin
proved unsuccessful to the Magyar*. Toe Hungarian
were commanded by Deinbinski, Messaros, undGuyon
They numbered 30,000 men, beeides the Landeturm, am
bad from forty to fifty pieoes of artillery. At 4 p. m., 01
the 0th ot August, the imperialists attacked the Hunga
rian position with three corps, and a battle ensued, ii
which the imperialist cavalry attempted to turn the lef
wing of the enemy, while the whole of the artillery open
ed on the Hungarian batteries, which were posted in tin
intrenchments on the dike, and while the imperiali*
foot advanced along the Marosh to Szoreg. The battli
lasted several hours, and by sunset the Hungarians wen
driven from all their positions. Szoreg was stormed am
the Hungarian army was in full retreat The approac!
