Shipwrecks ami Loss or Lire..Since Saturday night

(Sept. UVtb) the equinoctial gales have set in along the
notth and northeast coast with unusual severity, consideringthe early period of the season. The casualties
among the shipping, especially those in the coasting trade,have not only been exceedingly numerous, but in several
instance* involved the loss of all on board. Between
Seaton Carew and Hartlepool the damage occasioned in
tba course of Sunday was enormous. No fewer than
fifteen veesels were driven ashore. Two of them afterwardssunk, and the others became perfect wrecks.
From Shields we hear that three vessels are announced
to have been lost to the north of the Mareden Rocks.
Further northward fragments of wrecked vessels, and
several bodies have been cast up. In the vicinity ol
Redcar four distressing losses happened. In two instancesevery unfortunate creature belonging to the vessels
met with u watery grave. Off Sunderland, Middlesborough,Whitby, and other places along this part of the
coast, great mischief was caused. Between the upper
part of the coast of Durham, and nearly as far as tarmouth,as many as fourteen vessels are reported to be
ashore. Several have gone to pieces, and should the gale
not have moderated, it is doubtful whether the remainuer
of the vessels could be got off. At present it is difficult to
conjecture the aggregate amount of property lost.

The moat ialtraating item of intelligence bv thie arrival

ie that which relate* to the difficulty which haa eriaer
between Turkey and Russia, growing oat of the demand

of the latter for the surrender of the Hungarian fugitives
who have sought safety is the dominions of the former.
The correspondent of the Loudon Times, writing under
date of September 13 from Constantinople, states that an

aid-de-earop of the Emperor Nicholas, the Prince Rad
zivil, had arrived there from Warsaw. The day of his
arrival, he, in company with M. de Titoff, the Russian
Minister, had an interview with the Grand Vizier. On
the following day Prince Rad/ivil had an audience of the
Sultan, to whom he delivered an autograph tetter from
the Emperor, containing a demand that the Polish refugeesnow in Turkey should be given up, and recommend
lug that the Hungarian refugees should be abandoned
to the Austrian*. This letCar is written in very strong
terms, and it is said that its tone has given great offence
to the Sultan. The Czar insists that the Polish refugees
shall be given up to him. and the Hungarian refugees to
the Austrians. He employs no argument in support of
bis demand, but be says that if his wishes be not instantlycomplied with he will take hostile measures
against Turkey. He requires a short and explicit answer.yesor no. The Polish and Hungarian refugees
arc at present at Widdin. and the Emperor save iu his
letter that the escape of a single one of these men from
the place where they now are he will consider a casus
belli. The grand council has met almost daily since the
arrival of Prince Radaivi).

It seems that the following article exists in a treaty betweenRussia and Turkey, and that upon it the former
power bases her demand :

Treaty of Peace between Russia and the Ottoman Porte,
signed at Kutshuk Kaimarji, on the 21 st of July, 1774.
Art. 2 If after the conclusion of this peace and exchange

of ratifications, any subject- ot the two empires having
committed a capital crime, or having been guilty of disobedienceor treason, should want to hide themselves oi
seek an asylum with one ol the two powers, they shall noi
be leceived there under any pretext whatever, but shall he
delivered Upon the instant, or at least driven out of the
States of the po-ver where they have taken refuge, in order
that suoh malefactors may not occasion any coolness ol
friendship or any useless contestation between th* two empires; with the exception of those only who shall embrace
the christian religion In the empire of Russia, or the Mahometanreligion in the Ottoman enpire. In like manner,
it any of the subjects of the two empires, as woll Christian
as Mahometan, having committed any crime or inisde
meanor for any motive whatever, should pars bom one

empire to lbs other, they shall be at once delivered up wheu
claimed.
The Paris Journal des Dehati contains letters from Constantinople)giving details of the discussions in the Turkishcouncils referred to above. We make the following

extracts '

Coxstahtixoi'lk, Sept. IS.
On the day after bis arrival. Prince Radzivil was received

by the Sultan, hut the audience was one of mere ceremony.Two days alter the council assembled. The sitting
was a very stormy one j opinions wore divided, but the
great majoiity.among whom were all the most influential
membets, and particularly the Grand Visier,the Seraskior,
and the Sheikul-islam.were in favor of refusing tho extra
dition. The dragomSns of Austria and Russia are every
day besieging the Grand Vizier and the Minister of foreignAtiairs, demanding a positive answer.

* On Saluidaya conference took place at BaltaiimaiK between
the Grand Vizier, the Mi.litter of Foreign Atfairs, the
ministers of Russia and Austria, and Prince Radzivil,
which lasted a long time Arguments on both sides were
exhausted, when M. de Titoll rose and said, " Well, then,
it is a refusal." "No," replied the Graud Vizier, "only
we beg the Emperor, since our cons.'ienoe will not allow
us to give ibete men up, to confide them to our cu«iody,
and the Sultan pledges himself to guad Item faithfully, so
that t'icie can i.ever be any danger lor the tranquillity of the
Emperot's States." The eonlereuce was then broken up,
and an autwer to the above effect banded to tbo ministers
of Russia' and Austria To-day Prince Radzivil hud an
audience of leave. There is a talk of sending a Tin kisb
functionary on an extraordinary mission, with letters bom
the Sultan for the Emperors of Russia and Austria.

if I am well informed, is as follows "On the first question.No; lite treaties alluded to do not confer the right on
Austria and Russia. Ou the second question.No; the refusalol the Porte would not be any infraction ol the treaties.On the third question.it cannot be admitted tbat
such a refusal could lie followed by a declaration of war ;
Slid such a declaration, if it took place, would be unjustifiable.On the fourth question.Tbe two ambassador' cannot
guaranty tbe co-operation of the armed forces of England
and France without receiving special instructions. On
tbe fifth question.Ills |>otsiMe tbat some of the refugees
claimed by Russia may be sttU subjects ol that power; lint
for the generality oi them, it Is incontestable that tbe refugeeswboae eitradition is demanded are noc Kussiaii sub
jects On the sixth question. Yes; France and Engla'd
will actively intrrlere with Russia and Austria to re i->tab
lish good relations between these two powers and (lie
Porte." There can be no doubt, in tny opinion, but that
this note will powerlully contribute to maintain ibe Porte in
its former determination; tbat the ultimatum will h<; rejected,and there will result a rupture of relations between
the Kussisn and Austrian ministers and the Divan ; but a

declaration of war for such a motive would appear such an
odious act tbat we can barely admit its possibility. There
is, however, everything to Em dreaded on the part ol a

power such a* Russia, and Europe will do well to be on lis
guard.

London Times contain further intelligence of marked
interest concerning this important affair:

fugitives now In Turkey hanged Ibe instant they fall into
his hands; and alter this unblushing avowal he has tlie
hardihood to insist upon the extradition of his intended
victims. The whole Turkish nation proiost* against being
made participators in such a murderous policy. The grarm
council wiili one voice have drtir mined to runt thi drmandt
of Hutiia, and to dtfg her tkreitt. The Sultan has upprov
rd ol their resolution, anil in (hit lit* Msjeeiy is supported
by ilie Sheik-nt-lslaem, or chief of the religion, ami lite
whole corps ol l!i -inat. The Sheik-ul-lsleem said that, to

five up these poor refugees would be a violation of cmt of
the flist principles of the Mussulman religion, which ordainsthat the Ml iwer* of .Mahomet shall give hoeioiality
and protection to all who are in misfortune without distinctionol creed or cuunlrv. In the Interview which Prince
Itadzivil had with the Sultan, his Majesty d«d not digwulse
the indignation he loll at the demand of the Caar ami nt the
overheating tone in which it was made. As lo Austria,
she has sunk into complete insignificance ; her name is not
even mentioned in the present negotiations.

It is well for the Porte Mid for the honor of England that
we have such a representative here at present as Sir StratfordCanning. No ambassador has ever enjoyed such high
personal consideration with the Sultan and his government.Ills name throughout Europe la identical with unflinchingprobity and a (tern hatred of everything like injustioeor crneliy. This, joined to his great reputation as
an able diplomatist, has oauaed him to be appealed to not
only by the Porto In the present difficult question, but also
by those of his oolleagues In the diplomatic body who
share his indignation against the outrageous conduct of
Russia. I know from good authority that th* Bulla* kai
foot*d Bir Btrnlford C'ssstsy'i words in support of iht jutl
and honorable p,ml ion adopted by him and his ministers in
the question ol extradition : and it oanainly must give increasedconfidence to his Majesty and his advisers, to know
that their conduct meets with the warm approbation of
certainly the most upright, if not the ablest diplomatist In
Eari-pe.
