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The representative system, which is absolutely necessaryto constitutional liberty, was seriously compromised
by the election of General Taylor, and the coarse of conductwhich the men who were placed in power by that
election hare hitherto pursued. But fortunately for the
csute of republicanism, the people soon perceived the
error which they had been induced to commit by the false
professions and insidious demagogism of designing men;
and perceiving that error, they promptly withdrew their
confidence from the cabal which General Taylor had
railed around him on the 4th of last March. If the case

had been different.if the people had not possessed
the opportunity of condemning the administration iu
their congressional elections.of announcing to the
world that the policy of General Taylor and bis
cabinet did not reflect the publie sentiment of the UnitedStates; and that the error, which had been caused
t>y miseuoou ana irauu, naa been repented, and its evil
effect* guarded against as far as possible, by denying
to tbe government thtf control of either branch of Congress,the election of General Taylor, and the events
which that election has already produced, might well
have been considered as the most unfortunate circumstancesfor representative and republican institutions
which have transpired since the Congress of Vienna partitionedEurope, and the people of Europe, among the
crowned members oi the Holy Alliance. It almost
equals the fall of Hungary, and the. forcible interventionof France in the affairs of Italy. Hungarywas battling to maintain national independence
against Austrian aggression, and not to defend republicaninstitutions against the reactionary and monarchicalprinciples of ths Hungarian government. They
straggled for their freedom as a nation, and not for their
liberties as citizens. Had the Magyars triumphed over
the combined forcea of Russia and Austria, then they
might have established a liberal constitution and a free
government; or they might have eanctioned aristocratic
institutions, and built up a Hungarian monarchy. Which
course would have been pursued, no man can tell. It
cannot be said that representative and republican institutionswere really and practically established, and
that France had become an example to the nations when
Louis Napoleon's reactionary usurpations commenced.
when he struck down the liberty of the press, placed
Paris in a state of siege, and ordered Oudinot and his
army to tread out the tires of Roman liberty. But in the
United States, representative and republican institutions
have been in practical and successful operation; and the
eyes of the world are fixed upon us, watching the progress
of our ereat experiment. As time rolled on. the ridicule
and acorn which greeted our firat eaaay subsided, and
gave place to other and different emotions. Respect and
admiration, not unmingled with /earful forebodinga,
arose among tbe crowned heads of Europe as our
institutions vindicated, with the lapse of time, their
title to the esteem of the world. Other nations
have sought to imitate our example and win for
themselves tbe inestimable blessings of constitutional
liberty., As yet, they have achieved nothing but partial
success; and our country is still first in the rank of re-

publican governments. Any departure, therefore, from
the great principles of our constitution must exert a most

pernicious influence, and act as a violent check on the
spread of liberal principles throughout Christendom. It
would be regarded by the nations as a voluntary depart-
ure from our system of government; and it would be
held up by kings and princes as a frank confession that
the people are not capable of self-government, and that
constitutional liberty is not a practicable thing. Crowned
heads would rejoice at such an event; and they well
might rejoice, for it would give more strength and perma-
nency to their thrones than all their armed men and
standing armies.
M. Bodisco, the Russian minieter, understood his

business well, when, in the name of the Czar, he congratulatedGeneral Taylor on his election, and the country on

the establishment of conservatism, in much tbe same

languags as that which wan used by the Czar himself,
when ha congratulated his generals on the fall of
Hungary, and the triumph of law, order, stability, and
conservatism, which he proclaimed had been so seriously
menaced by Kossuth and his followera In theory, our

government belongs to the people. Public officers are

but trusteee and servanU; and the popular will, expresneJ
in aceordanca with the constitution, ia the only recognised
lawgiver amongst us. In order that the theory of our

government may be carried out in practice, it haa been
the custom to require of every candidate for office to state
to the people the principle# upon which he would dischargehi* trust, if elected, and the measures which be
would sustain in hit representative character. It was absolutelynecessary to pursue this course, in order to
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and their servants; ao that the people, knowing the riews
of all thoee who appeared before them aa candidates,
could at the ballot-box gire their sanction to whatever
l*»licy they wished to see adopted, and utter their condemnationof any measure which they considered impoliticand mischievous. But daring the last canvass the
whig party openly reprobated the former practice of the
country, came oat in favor of non-committalism.a word
which had been justly considered synonymous with dishonesty.andridiculed the time-honored and necessary
custom of making an open declaration of ]>rinciples, which
alone makes a presidential canvass different from a pers >nalconflict, and which alone offers to the people the oppor
tuflityafcasting their will felt in the executive branch of
the government, which has ao many and such important
powers intrusted to it. Oeneral Taylor, the candidate of
the whig party, concealed his views from the people;
and be permitted dishonest and designing men to representbim as the advocate of one set of political principles
in the North, and another in the South. Where the
deenocrutic policy was unpopular, he was declared to
be its enemy; where it was popular, hie friends assertedthat he would under no circumstances compass
its overthrow. He was represented to be a whig, a

democrat, an independent, or a no-party man, as occasionrequired; while his friends demanded that the peopleshould trust the Hero of the Rio Grande, after he was

anointed by the Philadelphia Convention, without platforme,pledgee, or principles, and on the doctrine of implicit
obedience, which is nt the foundation of all monarchies.
The election of General Taylor under these circumstanceswas most uapropilious for the representative
system, for it pieaented us to the workl as having departedfrom tba great fundamental principle on which
our governmeut wua* founded, and exhibited us with a

Cbiaf Magistrate who had concealed his views from the
people, and could not be regarded as an exponent of the
popular will, because he had made no declaration of-his
sentiments. He had no political history, and no political
guaranty could be found in his previous life. His election,therefore, was an election without implied instructions;and ha stood towards the American people in the
seme light that Louis Napoleon stands towards the republicansof France since he suppressed the liberty of the
press, declared Paris in a state of siege, and sent Oudinot
with his army to crush republicanism in Rome.
The great principle that the officer should reflect the

will and wishes of hie constituency, in whose bshalf he
ets, was most unfortunately lorn eight of in the election

of General Taylor. The monarchies of Europe, therefore,were right io regarding that election as most auspiciousfor them. That they did so regard it, no man who
read the comments of the ,European press on that election
and on the inaugural address of Gen. Taylor can doubt for
a moment. The inaugural address was pleasing to the
kings and princes of Esro|ie, because they saw in it that
General Taylor, contrary to the wishes and expectations
even of those who bad been duped into his support,
failed to decltfre to the people the principles which would
guide him; but, like a European monarch, vouchsafed
to them only a few vague and general remarks, after the
manner of a king on the opeuing of his parliament.
Since the inauguration oath, the conduct of the administrationbai uot forfeited the confidence which it
inspired in Europe. The powers and duties of the
Chief Magistrate.the most prominent ukpheskntativkknown to our system.have been transferred to
an irresponsible cabal, composed of men not selected
by the people, and not responsible to them. The practice
of the new dynasty has thus broken down the most
prominent feature of our institutions; for those who wield
Via tuiiirnru anrl rtiarmrorii tViA A ntina rtf (Ka braairianntr ore

not representatives of the people, but men of whom the
people know nothing. And it should be borne in mind,
that although General Taylor refused to declare his sentiments011 any question of public policy, he did promise
the ]>eople that, if elected, he would not be the
President of a |»rty; he assured them that he
reprobated the bitterness of party warfare, and plighted
his houor, not only through bis friends, but directly
in his letters and in his inaugural address, that
honest, capable, and faithful officers should not be driveu
from the public service on account of their political principles.These pledges, which Gen. Taylor, as a representative,made to his constituency.the people and the
States.should have been regarded as sacred. But they
were not. As soon as the cabinet was selected, the work
ot proscription commenced. Honest, upright, and faithfulofficers were driven from the public service at home,
and able and efficient men were called from the public
service abroad. Foreign princes could not regard this
conduct in any other light than as a direct assurance to
them that the system of policy which had made our countryprosperous and happy, and their prerogatives insecure,
had fallen into disfavor in the United States, and had
been abandoned. They had good reason to believe that
the reactionary movement of Louis Napoleon, in crushingRoman liberty, had been foreshadowed by a reactionarymovement in America in the whig triumph
which was so pleasing to the Russian minister. The recallof Mr. Bancroft from London, of Mr Rush from
France, and Mr. Clifford from Mexico, could not fail to

strengthen this impression.
But, fortunately for the cause of republicanism, the

spirit of the administration was developed before dishonestnon-committalism had gained the control of Congress.Those who were duped into the support of GeneralTaylor, without a declaration of his political sentiments,became alarmed as soon as the excitement of the
presidential election died away. Yet they were not withouthope that he would reveal his policy, in his inaugural
address. But they were disappointed. Then they saw

that the powers and duties of the presidency had been
surrendered to an irresponsible cabal, and that the coun-
sets of federalism ruled the conduct of the cabinet. Seeingthese things, the people promptly rose up to repair
the eiror which some of them had been induced to commit
by falsehood and fraud, and from Connecticut to the Rio
Grande a voice was heard whieh announced that public
confidence was withdrawn from General Taylor's administration,and that he was not a faithful representativeof the public sentiment of America, but a Chief
Magistrate whom the people wished to be rid of, and
would be rid of if be were again a candidate before them.
This prompt repudiation of the administration, and the
emphatic refusal to give it the control of the legislative
branch of the government, will do much to avert the untowardconsequences which would have flowed from the
November election. Had the case been otherwise.had
the people given the control of Congress to Gen. Taylor
and his cabal.the moral effects of the November electionwould have been more fatal to republicanism in
Christendom than the treason of Louis Napoleon was to
the cause of republicanism in France. We trust the people
will treasure up the lesson they have been taught.
The Republic attempts to explain the dale of the Secretaryof the Treasury's letter to Messrs. Barclay and

Livingston, of New York, and thus to show that there is
no force in the strictures which we made in our article
on the British reciprocity act. The Republic replies as

follows:
A very few words wilt suffice to answer a long tirade in

the Union against the Secretary of tne Treasury, charging
Mr. Meredith with "groes impropriety.to call it by no

harsher name.in writing a private letter to Messrs. Barclayand Livingston, of New York, informing those gentlemen,In advance, of the course wblud would be pursued
by the Treasury Department," touching the effect of the
late act of Parliament upon the navigation laws of the
United States. The letter to Messrs. Barclay and Livingstonwas an official one, subscribed by Mr. Meredith as

Secretary of the Treasury, and so published in the Union.
Tb*t it did not appear in priut the day of its date, was owingto the fact that the rough diaught of the letter was made
on the ISth instant; it was not oopied for signature till alter
office hours. The next day some words in it were changed,
when It was reeopied. As soon as it get ready for the pott,
and before it was mailed, copies were furnished forpubli-
both thi* paper and the National Intelligencer. The oopiet
were In the hamli of the oompoeitore before the original
wae waled Tor the poet olHoe. The letter wae publiehed
bf order ol the Secretary bimtell, that all the world might
know the construction given to the law o( the land, slmnttaneontlywith the parties who had corresponded with the
department upon the sub|ect. This is what the Union oalls
"gross Impropriety," or something worse.

We scarcely know what confidence to place in this
statement of the Republic. We have hitherto seen it so

reckless in its assertions, that we doubt the accuracy of
everything it puts forth, even as "official." We have no

respect for the principles or political views of the National
Intelligencer, but we attach consequence to any fact
or explanation which it puts forth as official. Not so

with the minor organ. We view all its statements with
suspicion. We do not consider it in that respect even as

the veritable organ of the course of the executive departments.But admitting the preceding statement to be correct,what a bungling transaction does it prove to be!
The copy of the letter itself was corrected, but not the
date. It was mailed from Washington on the 14th, but it
still bore the date of the 13th. It was published in New
York on the 10th. There was no "impropriety," therefore,in the strictures which we made upon it. We stated
that this private letter was addressed to a mercantile firm
in New York three days before the public circular wai

addressed to the custom-houses; and we took the precautionof stating that if it was "promptly mailed," il
would incur the objection which we ascribed to it. Thii
would have been an act of "gross impropriety," as wt

stated it; aad the date of the letter (as published) heart
us out in our criticism. The error, therefore, was not ir
os, bat in the department from which the letter emanated.

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While Truman Smith, the abolition senator from Connecticut,and the Hepmblit, the minor organ of the administration,and the whole federal press North and South

of Washington, with a view of influencing the elections
about to take place in Louisiana and Mississippi, are

harping upon the union of the democratic party in New
York, and denouncing it in no measured terms, they seem

to have entirely overlooked the most base and degrading
coalition of their own party with the abolitionists in the
State of Michigan. In order to advise our friends in
those southern States where elections are about to be
held, and the public generally, of the true condition
of affairs, and enablethem to understand the total want of
sincerity and heartless hypocrisy of the federal party in
their professions and practice, we might refer to the whole
course of that party during the three last presidential elections.We might show the constant efforts which have been
made by the whigs to obtain the floating vote of every
anomalous clique which has started like a skyrocket
above the horizon. We might show how anxiously they
have sought every ally in every form which could swell
their ranks.how eagerly they have invited the antimasonsto their arms.how insidiously they have courted
the embraces of tbe natives.and, still more, how
strongly they have attempted to affiliate with the abolitionists.Who can forget the strong and pathetic appealswhich Mr. Webster made in 1844, to his friends of the
"third party" in Massachusetts telling them how thoroughlythe whigs sympathized with them in feeling,
and how much the attempt to run a presidential candi-
date of their own was calculated to counteract tneir own

views, to break down their common strength by a divisionof votes, and to elect the democratic candidate.
These and a thousand other facts are recorded in our

public journals; but there is one fact now before us

to which we must call the public attention. We will give
a brief sketch of matters as they exist in the State of
Michigan.

£arly in the season the abolitionists of Michigan
called a State convention, for the purpose of nominating
candidates for the different State offices. Thereupon the
federal party of the State called their State convention,
at the same place and on the same day with the abolitionists.The federalists, upon the organization of their
convention, sent a committee to the abolition convention,
with a proposition to unite with them and form a State
ticket, with an equal division of the offices. This propositionwas refused by the abolition convention; and the
federalists, crestfallen and disappointed, retired from the
meeting. Each party then nominated its candidates.
The abolition convention nominated for governor one

Flavius J. Littlejohn, who was last year at the head ol
the Van Buren electoral ticket of the Slate, who had
until that year been a member of the democratic party,
and so ultra and so violent in his course as a partisan,
that he had been burnt in effigy by the whigs at tbe
capital of the State. The federal convention nominated
a candidate for governor by the name of John Owen, of
Detroit. Mr. Owen declined the nomination.
The democratic convention, met and placed in nominationthe very popular ex-Governor John S. Barry. The

federalists then held another State convention, aud insteadof nominating a candidate for governor of their own
political creed, actually took up and placed upon their
ticket, with all the formality and solemnity of a nomination,the very' abolition candidate, Flavius J. Littlejohn.thevery man who had scorned and rejected their
offered support a few weeks previous; whom they had
themselves burnt in effigy, and loaded with every op-
probrious epithet but a abort time before. At that time it
waa not known that the abolition candidate would allow
the federaliata to uae hia name, or place it at the head of
their ticket; but he haa by aome meana or other become
reconciled to the aelection, and has consented to let the
federalists vote for him. What ia more, the abolition
candidate for State printer, elected also by the people, haw
even Reclined in favor of the federal candidate, one 61 the
editors of the Detroit Advertiser, so that the union of abolitionism

and federalism in that State may be considered as

nearly complete. We have been informed that this coalition(the most degrading on the |>art of the federal party,
which we ever recollect to have seen, numerous and unholyas have been their coalitions) was brought about by
Vice President Fillmore and the abolition members of
General Taylor's cabinet; that Mr. Fillmore was at Detroitin person, and advised iU- and that messages and
intimations, if not direct letters, were sent by Messrs.
Ewing and Collamer to the same effect. The object is
to defeat the democratic candidate for governor in thai

strong democratic Stale, and elect a legislature thai will
instruct General Cass out of hia seat in the Senate of the
United States, and put in his place an abolitionist of the,
federal school.

In case of defeat, what reward the abolition candidate
for governor is to receive for allowing the whigs to vote

for him, we are not advised. The fact that he will be
provided for by Gen. Taylor's administration, the following

precedent would seem to establish: Last year the
abolitionists and federalists in the western district of
Michigan united to defeat the democratic candidate for
Congress. It was effected by the abolition candidate (Mr
Lawrence) withdrawing from the canvass in favor of the
whig candidate, (Mr. Sprague,) who was elected. Among
the earliest appointments made last spring by Gen Taylor'sadministration, was that of this same Mr. Lawrence,the abolition candidate for Congress, who now occupiesthe responsible office of chief clerk in the Patent
Office in this city, at a salary of #1,730 per annum.

der Uen. Taylor, what muat the acceptance of a whig
nomination for governor by an abolition candidate bring I

Nothing leaa than a foreign mieeion, we presume. So
groae hae been thin coalition, no offensive to a few of the
more liberal whigs in Michigan itself, that a few of them
in the (county of Allegan, where Liltlejohn resides, have
protested against it But the great body of the whigs of
the State are laboring with great zeal to elect the "stripedpig"candidate, and to share the offices of the State with
the rankest abolitionists in tbc Union.
We bear no thunders of denunciation of these things

from the editors of the Republic, or from the federal
press north or south. On the contrary, the New York
Tribune exults in the coalition and rejoices in the hope.

More youth,
more spirit, and more efficiency, might hare been infused
into this celebrated paper; but no proposition was ever

made to purchase the National Intelligencer, which its
editor had estimated at twice the $50,U00 once named in
the papers; and we presume no attempt was made, and
we suspect could not have succeeded, to associate this
editor of General Taylor in its editorial labors. But
with all his fame, with all the influence of office, and
with all the munitions and the jobs which he is attempting
to bring up to the succor of his "little brass importation,"
he will not be able to supply the place of the "64-pound
1'uixhanwhilst these very efforts will only serve to

|ioint the one piece of artillery at the other, and finally
weaken both, to recoil upon his administration.

The Foreign Hews.

We hare devoted a large portion of our space this
morning to the last foreign news. It is deeply interesting.
The relations between Russia and Turkey are calculated to

have great influence upon the affairs of Europe, and some,

probably, upon our own relations with France and England.There is not a liberal man who does not sympathizewith Turkey in the noble stand she has taken
against tbe atrocious propositions of Russia, and who
does not hope that France and England may continue to

protest, in the strongest terms, against the conduct of Rus
sia.

It Is a subject of deep regret, that at this moment we

have not a representative at the court of Russia, to watch
her movements, and that we have not an abler diplomatist
in London.
We never wish to see our government involved in

European politics, yet it would send a thrill of pleasure
to the heart of every American citizen if our country
could interpose her good offices to protect the Hungarian
patriots. As tbe leaders of the republican movement at

Leghorn were rescued by an American ship from their
Austrian hunters without compromising our neutrality
obligations, nothing would gratify us more than to bear
that Wfuunith. Bern, and Dembinski were on board an

American frigate, with the stare and stripes waving over

them as their protection from the Austrian Emperor and
Russian Czar.

bat defeat and diaaater for the next three year*, and the
election of a democratic President the year following. The
New York election* are looked forward to with great oontl
deuce by the democrat*, the whig* having given up all
hope* in that Quarter ; while Mi**i**ippi i* expected to followin the wake ol Virginia, Pennsylvania, Connecticut,
Tenne**ee, Georgia, dec., dec. General Taylor, then, will
be a President without a party.a mere minority exponent j
unlet* he cboo*e* to render himselfyotilivt by the (election
of a cabinet which thall command inajorilie* in both
houie*.
General Taylor'* position I*, indeed, an tvtni in the historyof popular government*. He waa elected.politically

aud socially au ohieure man.on aocount oi hi* real or

imagined military achievement*, aud the principle* of candor,fairneti, and "no-partyi*m" put forward in hi* real or

manufactured correspondence. But the people who elected
him almon with the tame breath strip him of the power to
do good or evil. They either did not trust him from the beginning,and, in consequence of this, gave him oilice withoutpower, or have repented of their own act, and entered
a protest against the consequences of their own deed.
Whiobever construction General Taylor may put upon it,
in no case can he consider himself flattered, or suppose fbi
one moment thai the ucts of his administration have satisfledthe country. It U hard to say ol the President of the
United States that to suppose himself popular he musi
either lack common sense, and with it the usual peroep
tion of ordinary men, or possess a power of dissimulation
which would do credit to the great French Cardinal, (Ma
zarin, not Uichelieu,) whose maxim was, "diuimuler c'ih
rtgntr."
Neither has General Taylor succeeded in satisfying his

own party, in spite of the principle adopted by his oabinei
to gratify the whig majority who opposkd his nomination,
rather than his friends who suppoxtxd him against the will
of that majority. Such a principle, bated 011 the gratiAoalionof revenge, can only sucoeed with base men, and must

necessarily destroy him in the opinion of honest citizens
Few men have the faculty of reconciling public policy with
private treason ; and lew are the statesmen that have succeededby the sacrifice of personal frieudt. Camp life may
tut > u«rv had school for the scienoe of State, but. one would
naturally suppose, an excellent means of ripening friends-hipand personal devotion. General Taylor labors, perhaps,under the delusion that be was Ibe spontaneous
choice ol the American people, and on tbat account not indebtedto any body of men for his elevation; but this,
whether believed by bim or any other good-natured person,
is a great mistake. There never was a President so much
indebted to his Irieads for his reputation and success as"
General Taylor. Tbo "rough-and-ready" General Taylor
who was elected by the people, was in fact the ideal hero
invested with the poetical attributes of our political romanciert,and not the real tiesh-and-blood General Taylor,
who bears no more relation to bis romantic counterfeit than
the sober truth of history bears to the hero of a tale of flctiou.In short, "the bona Vista" General of the penny
pamphleteers of last year is not the bona rids General
Taylor, or the vote ol Allegheny county, in this State,
(where the letter was last exhibited,) would not have fallen
off more than three thousand in the ihort space of a year !
One thing, in connexion with our late State elections, deservesto be mentioned. It is the fact that both the federal

and the State administrations were conibiued against the
people, and that State and federal officers staked their fate
on the result. Mr. Meredith openly told his friends that,
unless Pennsylvania elected Mr. Fuller, he, as Secreta'y ol
the Treasury, could not, with any show of reason or grace,
recommend a modification of the tariir.
