Our attention has recently been called to the manner of

this “regulation” is-# wise and judicions measure. We
pever before hesrd of its existence, snd cansot imagine
what good reason can be asigned for withholding any
information connected with the previous prices of arti-
cles which are now 1o be furnished, or upon other mat-
ters connected therewith, which may be deemed import-
ant by those who feel desirous of becoming competitors
{or the coutract, lIn all the other departments of the
government, so far as we have been able to learn, when-
ever a notice is published inviting bids for contracts
10 supply provisions, goods, or materials of any descrip-
tion, the records are thrown open for the inspection of
bidders, so far as to give every person an equal opportu-

nity 1o obtain all necessary information, and extracts to |

that effect are cheerfully given. A different zourse, it
will at once be perceived, would give the fortunate bid-
ders of last year and preceding years a very malerial ad-
vantage over all others. But whilst we acconl greal
praise, in this instance, to the present head of the Indian
bureau, (a duty it will afford us much pleasure to perform
towards the head of every department of the government
when they deserve it,) we cannot but believe there must
be some mistake in regard 10 the “regulation” in ques-
tion ; mnd our belief is grounded upon our knowledge of
the high reputation sustained by the late head of the In-
disn Department for efficiency, houesty, and sterling in-
tegrity, 88 combined in the Secretary of War and Com-
missioner of Indian Affaira,

Havwing our attestion thus called to this subject, it
sirikes us that some other changes might be advanta.
geously made in the present regulations, prescribing the
manner of awarding contracts for furnishing Indian
goods. We have been informed that thess goods are
divided into classes, and that bidders must propose to
{urnish - everything enumerated in a particular class: the
omission of a single article will canse a bid to be thrown
aside. In the article of blankets, for instance, there are
four different colors—white, scarlet, green, and blue. [t
bas been fully demonstrated that in quality and texture
we can manufacture the * Mackinac blanket” in this
country, of an imitation of it, equal to any British im-
portation. ln the South, as well as in the North, we
will venture to assert, blankets of this kind, and all
descriptions of woollen goods, except *list cloths,”
can be manufactured of a quality ‘equal to any that
have ever been imported for the Indian trade from
foreign establishments. We have manufacturers in this
country possessing the ability, the means, and the skill
necessary to enable them to compete with the manufac-
wrers of any couniry ; and they have the enterprise and
the desire 10 enter into competition for the supply of
woollen and cotton goods for the use of their own gov-
ernment. But, although the American maoufactarers can
equal the quality, and imitate the exact colors of scarlet,
green and blue, yet it is freely admitted that they cannot
imitate the white Mackinac blanket. The pure white-
seny of the imparted blanket, itis said, is absolutely re-
quisite, and in this quality the English manufacture
stands unrivalled. If this be so, why, then, not divide
the colors, and permit the American manufactarer to
come in for Lis share ?

We might go on 1o dissect the list of “dry goods” and
“hardware, 1o include agricultural implements,” in the
smme manner, and show that this mixing together in one
duss the products of numerous eatirely different trades
and occupations, is calculated to keep the contracts out
of the bands of the manufacturers and the laboring
ciasses, and throw them isto the haods of large mer-
chants or speculators. The splendid manufaciories of
