Judge Woodbury's Address at the Nsw Ham|wiUr<
Vcsllval.

Having but recently received an authentic and accurate

report of the eloquent and patriotic remarks of the Hon.
Levi Woodbury at the late New Hampshire festival, held
in Boston, we have been unable, until now, to lay tbem
before our readers. They are worthy of the talents and
character of that eminent gentleman, and will be read
with interest and pleasure by all:

After the first regular toast had been given, at the late
festival in Boston, got up by natives and descendants of
natives of New Hampshire, Judge Woodbury was re*

quested by the President to respond to it.
Mr. Woodbury began bv remarking that he felt honored,though surprised, at this unexpected call on him to

reply to the toast in favor of New Hampshire. It was
true that the call for this "festival of the sons of New
Hampshire" had touched a chord which vibrates in the
hearts of all of them, whether at home or abroad. But
caine here merely to acknowledge your generous hos
pitality; yet, acting as now requested, I take the lib
erty to thank you most heartily for your warm re
membrance of your native soil; and 1 think 1 may
safely venture to assure you that the name and as
sociations of the Granite State are in no portion o
our hallowed Union dearer than among her quie
hills and valleys. It is gratifying to see men occa

sionally call to mind the purity and simplicity o
the scenes of early life, and it is creditable to them to
turn aside, for at least a few hours, from the anxieties
and haunts of business.the mere Mammon of the
world.and think over and talk over the farm-house and
fields of childhood.their beloved Argos.the village
school and village church.the plough and scythe of
growing youth or manhood, and the mother, sister, and
brother, who cheered you at dewy eve, on your return
from daily toil. This is purifying. Well, too, may some
of you remember the gun and fishing-rod, which, while
furnishing healthy amusement, prepared some of you,
by the mimic war of the chase, to help to conquer so noblyat Palo Alto and under the walls of Mexico.

It is not a matter of surprise to me to see here to-night
so many emigrants from our native Stute, considering the
going forth yearly from her, as swarms from an overstockedhive; and considering the enterprise fostered
where it is necessary to obtain a livelihood if the soil is
not the richest, and the territory is small; and consideringthe good education bestowed there in the free schools,
academies, and college, and the hardihood acquired by a

training in infancy among the Alps of the Switzerland of
America; nor, considering all these, is it a matter of surpriseto see so many of you scattered so widely and with
such cheering success, Both elsewhere and here, having
been able to furnish thus Borne senators in Congress,
representatives, governors, and judges, as well as professionalmen, mechanics and farmers, not only for every
sedition of the Uniou, but cotton manufacturers for the
water falls of Mexico, merchants for the exchange of
London and Paris, and admirals even for the navy of
Russia. If not particularly fruitful in crops, beside her
granite and ice, your native State is generally conceded
to have been fruitful in men, and her exports of them are
seldom more highly appreciated than they deserve, as

may be seen by the specimens here this day, residing
among you. When asked for wealth, and especially her
jewels, like the Roman matron, she often points to her
sons. She sends her daughters, like wise, to all quarters
of the country.which allusion will not, 1 hope, be
deemed amiss, though in a " festival of her sons."
They are in such demand for domestic industry and

virtue, as guardians of the spindle in numerous factories,
as teachers of the young in many seminaries of learning,
as wives and mothers in every sphere of life, that most
of us, and at least those who, like myself, have some interestin the question, may be excused for feeling some

pride in their modest worth.
There is one deserving trait in these emigrants not to

be forgotten by those at home, and of which this festival
is a strong proof. They are not ashamed of the State
which gave them birth. Indeed, though rocky as
Ithaca.

"Lives there a man with soul eo dead,
Who never to hiinieW hue wild,
This U iny own, iny nalivu land 1"

Within the spwce of a few mouths I once visited every
State in the Union but two or three, finding "sons of
New Hampshire" in all; and, thanks to Providence,
among all the host a very few were reluctant to acknowledgetheir origin.to hail from New Hampshire.or forgetfulof the many excelle.ices in some respects of their
fatherland.

The same hardy industry continues to distinguish most
of them which animated their ancestors to fell our forests.thesame independence of thought and action which
led tliein to set up for theinsel res, near a century before
the revolution; ami, as a quaint writer remarked, "to
trot no longer alter the bay horse".the same indomitablecourage which manned their nerves to face unappliedthe fierce Mohawk.the same patriotism which
led them to fight for the mother country and themselves
at Louisburg, under Vaughan and Pepperel, (both from
Portsmouth, and the hones of the latter sleen near the
mouth of her harbor,) ami at Quebec, under Rogers and
Wolf.the name love of liberty for which they bled on
almost every battle-field of the revolution, as at Bunker
Hill under McClary, at Rhode Island under Sullivan, at
Bennington under Starke, at Saratoga under Dearborn, at
Yorktown under Scamtnei, and on the decks of the Ranger
and Honnehomme Richard, under Hall and Paul Jones.
the same as since, in other wars, under the gallant Miller
and McNeil at I.undy's Lane.the same devotion to j>opulareducation, to civil freedom, equal laws, and all the
great rights of conscience that distinguished then Iter
statesmen and jurists, her Meshech Weares, her Langdonsand Livermores, and that in every cloudy sky duringthe last half century have marked the career of her
people, and made them faithful to the true principles of
the constitution.

In exerting your energies for the benefit of a sister
State, it would be unjust to regard you as abandoning
or deserting the habits and principles, or the welfare of
your Alma Mater; but rather we consider you as seeking
fame and fortune, in the spirit of liberty and inde|>endence.asgathering wealth, intelligence, useful arts, and
glory in this great nursery of all of them, and to bless
\our parent soil, as well as any other place you may selectfor future residence."the world before you where to
choose, and Providence your guide".and also as repaying
for a time to this sister State lor emigrations thence to
New Hampshire, like my own ancestors, and those of
many around me near a century ago.
Go on, then, and prosper in all this, as you doubtless

will, if continuing true to the principles and examples
which for many generations have been beacon lights on
your native hills, and which s|>eak to us all, all trum)>ettongued,every time we visit the graves of our fathers
among those rugged cliffs.
Teach them, (pray you, to your children and children's

children, who in confiding love climb your knees and
watch with devoted faith every accent of your lips.
Teach them, as our pilgrim fathers said of the Bible,

till you can find something clearly better. Then, whetherin religion, politics, literature, the arts,or social life,
like true reformers ami patriots, do not in this free countrypersist in any manifest error, but.I had almost said, in
the name of Heaven.join the armies of improvement and
progress, and a higher civilization, and let "onward" be
your watchword and your march.

Laee Superior Copper .According to the Detroit
Tribune the Cliff Mine of lake Superior has proved to be
a very profitable speculation for its owners.

i ' From the Frankfort (Germany) Journal.
Alexander Von Humboldt.

"What a inau !" exclaimed Goethe once, after receiving
a visit ruin Humboldt. 2 hnow of uo man to compare
him to; he resembles a source of ever-gushing sweet
waters; he knows everything, and knows thoroughly
what he does kuow."
The poet was right. Alexander Von Humboldt, who

completed bis »0th year on the 14th of September of this
year, with all the undiminished vigor of his mind, and
with a body still hale, is one of the greatest and most
comprehensive minds that have flourished in any age,
and one of the most important men of our own. lie has
been most appositely called the Napoleon of natural
science, in order to convey the ideu that he stands forth
without compare from amongst ordinary mortals.
There have been, perhaps, few men so entirely fortu|nate as he has been; for nature endowed him with a

sound body, and a gigantic as well as sane mind. It is
seldom that a Kuropean from a northern clime can rove
with impunity among palm trees; but on Humboldt
neither the heat of the tropics nor the icy cold of the
Ural and Altai could exert any baneful influence. From
an early period he was independent as to fortune; and
there was 110 adverse circumstance to prevent him from
giving himself to the impulse of his genius. Even as u

youth he enjoyed the society of the wisest and best in
Germany. To a calm perspicuity of understanding he
unites a wonderful acuteness of |>enetration ; and his first
impression is unerring In pbwers of combination lie
has seldom been equalled; and besides his colossal
memory, that never deserts him, that is equally faith,ful as it is rapid, his whole intellect is infused with
a rich poetic vein; and again, so vivid a fancy is all
his own, his taste is so exquisite and fine, that he
throws the charm of attraction over the very dryest
subject he may .happen to treat. Geographers unanimouslyrecognise him us their master, historians gratefullyconfess that the race is deeply indebted to him,
and philologists have received uo little light from him to
illumine what had been hitherto obscure for them in
antiquity. Hardly is there oiie single field of scientific
inquiry that Humboldt has not enriched; he has even enlightenedthe fathers of the church 011 their iclhetic side.
The Spaniards, as well as we Germans.so likewise the
breach ami the hnglistl.enrol tarn wonderiul man

among their classic stylists ; for, in addition to the most
accurate Latin, Humboldt writes Spanish, English, (?)
and French with skill, precision, and force, as his own
native language. When he gave lectures thirty years
ago in Pans, the French willingly admitted that lew of
their own great countrymen came up to him in luxuriance,
correctness, and clearness.
This man, in the plenitude of his understanding and

with the clearest consciousness, has lived with and
through a period of transition such as the world has never
seen since the earliest centuries of Christendom. Born
in the same year with Napoleon, he knew the Great
Frederick ; his youth was coeval with the North Aineri-.
can contest for liberty ; he admired the great Washington; the drama of the French revolution that convulsed
the world and that shed torrents of hlood, he saw, and
not remotely, pass before him, with its martial feats and
its giants. But while the German empire of a thousand
\ears was tumbling into ruin, and the German laud was

becoming the prey of the |iot«nt conqueror, Humboldt
was wandering through the table-lands of the Andes or
the low plains near the Orinoco and Kionegro; he was
not an immediate witness of the disasters his countrymenbewailed at Ulm or Jena. During the long
time of the restoration, he employed his leisure iu
the composition of those literary works that will rejmain as patterns in all ages fur the natural sci-
ences, for future research in the antiquities of America,
and for every branch of geography. He.the man of
fourscore years.who has so stirred men by the living
word, and so genially promoted study, has seen, loo, in
the evening of his infinitely rich life, how the German
people still struggle lor a new conformation.for unity
and freedom. So enlightened a soul, so clear a thinker,
a head so incapable ol all narrow-mindediiess, must be
devoid of prejudice, must be favorably inclined, from the
depths of that soul, to the cause of freedom and progress
Yet for any immediate political activity his nature has
been as little disposed as Goethe's was. Humboldt has
ever been content with employing his influence preferablyin behalf of science, which owes an infinite debt of
acknowledgment to him.
There are very few scientific great individuals of the

last 00 years with whom he had not personal relations.
{If anything in him, in addition to the immense compreihensireness of his acquirements, could raise ourastonishmeat,it would be his almost unparalleled industry and
that wonderlul activity that distinguishes this great man.
He has enlarged the science of navigation, especially enrichingthe history of nautics. Geology , zoology, botany,
are no less indebted to him thau the collective physical
sciences, more particularly meteorology, magnetism.that
scieuce which treats of the distribution of heat over the
earth.geography, agriculture, and trade. Almost in
every field this, the history of nations, and political his
tory, lastly statistics, German gigantic mind has formed
new paths of exploration.
When a young man of twenty, after he had completed

his university studies in Gottingen and at Frankfort on
the Oder, we find him in Ihe company of George Foster
descending Ihe Rhine on his way to Holland and Eng-'
land; he writes his work on the basalts near the Rhine
Immediately after this he proceeds to Freiberg, for study-
ing under Werner, the founder of geological science, and
he writes on fossil plants. He then enters for a short
time into the Prussian civil service; but the routine of!
administrative duties not satisfying his ardent mind, he;
applies with redoubled ardor to the study of animal elecjtricity, goes to Vienna, where he labors intently on bota-
ny, then travels, accom|«nied by Leopold von Buch, and
to whom it is still permitted to behold the light of day,
through Sal/burg and Styria, but it is compelled to
renounce the plan of exploring Italy. He, however,
repairs with nis glorious brother Wilbem to Paris,
where he forms the acquaintance of his future trav-

jelling companion, Bonpland; and in 17V0, sets out for
the court of Madrid, to obtain there the permission of
travelling through the Spanish colonies of America. In
his eighteenth year he had resolved on visiting the
American continent, and what he had studied and labored
on up to his thirtieth year, he considered as a mere pre-
fiaraiion for the accomplishment of a greater task. The
youth had, indeed, had his fancy fired at first by the
splendid and luxuriant vegetation of the plant world,
by the forests of gigantic trees interwoven with lianas
and the foliage of countless shrubs, by the peculiarity of
{the lofty steppes on the Andes, the boundless extent of
the savannahs of which he subsequently traced so vivid
a picture in his views of nature. Gradually, however,
with his increasing knowledge rose the purely scientific
interest, and Humboldt commenced his voyage across the
Atlantic ocean.
The hardy traveller, so carefully pre-instructed, tra-

versed the mounts and plains of modern Venezuela, as-

cending the Orinoco to where it branches oil, and thus
forms a junction with the Amazon, exploring Guayana,
concerning which another (serman traveller, Schomberg,
has lately given such valuable contributions; he then sailedacross the sea to Cuba, the pearl of the Antilles, then
hack 10 the continent inrain. winch he mounted along the
valley of Msgdalena U|> to the table land of the Cordillera*.Than tie scanned the majestic nolituden of (Juito,
and navigated the coantn of the Pacilic; he han conjured
up for un the departed world of the State of the Incan in
hm life-breathing picture* and true delineation*; thus he
wandered through Mexico and classically described it,
returning thence by the United Slates to Europe Rut
while he was partly editing, partly preparing hi* work* on
the New World, he received in 1*20 the summons to
travel, accompanied by Rose and Ehrenberg, to northern
Asia, and he consequently, at the age of sixty years,
visited Siberia and the Altai.
Humboldt's gigantic work on America comprehends, in

the large edition, seventeen volumes in folio and eleven
volumes in quarto. It treats of the geography of plants,
of zoology, and comparative anatomy, astronomy, and
geognosy. It present* a physical picture of the tropic
regions, and especially treats also of their climatology. It
contains views of the Cordilleras, and depicts the old Peruvianmonuments, gives a political description of Mex1ico and Cuba as they then were, and concludes with a

general representation of those travels that formed an

epoch in science, and.if we may use the expression.
which form the point of departure for a new "school of
viatoril description," which likewise has obtained it*
worthiest disciples in Germany; for instance, Spix and
Martius, Pmppig, Schomberg, Meyen, Krman, Ehren1berg, Rose, Eichwald, and so many more besides.
Humboldt ha* de*cribed the Asiatic journey in the

fragment* on the climatology of Asia, but then wrote a

master-piece of historical development of fteograpical
knowledge respecting the New World, ana into the
progress of nautical astronomy of the fifteenth and sixteenthcenturies, a book with which we, as far as our

literary knowledge extends, can compare no other for
comprehensive erudition. In the German edition of it
we meet the remark, that one copy of the whole collecItion of Humboldt's works on America, in the large ediftion, now costs more than 10,000 francs, twice a* much

, as the celebrated description of Egypt, for the publication
of which the French government advanced 3,000,000

franca; whereat*, Humboldt's voyages, although the 1,300
copper-plates, the printing, and paper, coat 640,000 francs,
or more than 4*1,000 gold Fredericks, were brought to
completion by the patronage of the public alone.

At the age of seventy-four years, when other old MB
repose, Humboldt began his last work, the Cosmos.the
sketch of a physical description of the world, and which
is now completed in the late evening of a busy life.a
work whose outlines have been portrayed in the eonl of
the author for almost half a century. He wished to delineatehow everything that is created on the earth and in
celestial space had been taken up by him into his conceptionof a physical cosmical description.
With this work, that is also unique in literature, thet

has been translated into the language of all civilized nations,the |iowerful mind wishes to close its honorable
scientific career. He has been, we repeat, a fortunate
man during the whole period of his life. So propitious
has destiny been to him that it vouchsafed to him a brotherwho, in other departments of genius, was nearly quite
as great, and in many respects even still more conspicuousthan himself. Both brothers, Alexander and William,bound by the strictest friendship to each, have
tended to the perfection of one another. Alexander has
survived the other; but the names of both these hemes
in science are inseparable from each other for all future
time. They form radiant stars in the bright crown of
German science, and they have diffused the renown and
glory of the German name over all the world.

A naval scene off Cronstadt.The United States
ship Independence, under the command of Capt. Nicholson,sailed for Cronsiadt in 1»37, from Boston, carryiv
out Mr. Dallas, the United States minister to Russia. The
following interesting incident was described at the time,
as having taken place soon after the arrival of that noble
ship off the port of Cronstadt:
We arrived offCronstadt on Saturday morning, 26th July,

and a moat lovely morning it was. The harbor was covered
wnli rtnps of war and vessel* ol all nations. of every sis* A
and description. To increase the interest and beauty of the
scone, a Itussian licet, in the Peterhoff, was formed iu two
opposing squadrons, and, alter mana-uvring some time ill
sham tight, opened thoir batteries upon eaoh other.
We Intrl scarcely nncbored, and tired and received the

customary salute, when a steamer, crowded with officers,
was seen milking for us, and soon an olRoer, evidently of
high rank, accoinranird by a large staff, came on board
our ship. He was introduced .to Commodore Nicholson as
Prince Menchikod, Mtnister of Marine. In his suite was
an oiiicer whose untlorm was distinguished from that of the
rest ol the staff, by the top of iris cap being white instead of
rival green Alter ibe usual forms of introduction had been
gone through, and the Prince invited into the Commodore's
cabin, this officer separated himself from the rest, went forwardamong the men, and thence down to the mainAMfe,
and, in short, all over the shp, exatniuing everything very
particularly.
On the main deck he met the nurse of Mrs Dallas, with

little Charlotte, a beautiful cutlyheaded cherub, whom he
'took from the nurse and caressed On returning to the
quarter deck, his general appearance and lofty meln soon
caured him to he recognised as the Emperor himself; but
ns he had co.i.e tnrognito, all the honors and atteutieiM
were paid by the Commodore and bis officers to the Priaee
while they remained on hoard.
The Emperor went into the cabin, which be praised for

its comfort, and the taste wiih which it was lurntshed. He

condition; and lie did see her, and mutt nave felt the admirationhe expressed the next day to the Commodore. He
poke particularly of her battery, whioh looked, he said, a*

Prince Menchikoll, having been taken all through the

hip, look leave, and, in his barge, pushed off lor the
steamer, the Kmperor acting as coxswain. The moment
they were all on board the steamer, we manned our yard*,
hoisted Ihu Russian flag, and tired a salute of forty-one
guns, thus apprizing the Kmpcror tba the was known 0 as.
Tie then hoisted our flsg on board his steamer, ordered one
of his frigates to return the salute, and stood On his way.
As soon as the tiring was over, the Kmperor, in oomplimaat
to us, hoisted the imperial standard, on the appearantM ol
which all tb<- ships and forts in the harhor opened a salute,
and a more beautiful and animating scene I have not witnessed,and cannot imagine.

Iron and coai...Rumor has it that Secretary Meredith
will recommend an increase of the duty on iron and coal
as " indispensably necessary to preserve those two importantinterests from ruin." He will intend this, id
course, for the special benefit of Pennsylvania, notwithstandingher facilities for inanufacturingiron and gatting
coal from its beds are so abundant.

is still enlarging her interests. Virginia has over forty cottonfactories, and about frto.000,000 invested in railroad^
canals, and manufactures. South Carolina haa about
forty live cotton factories in course of construction, or

in successful operation. Florida has invested over

$4,000,000 in railroads and manufactures. Georgia haa
more than seventy cotton factories. A labama over tweatv,and Missouri money invested in mines, factories,
tic. Kentucky, Tennessee, and other southern Statae,
which we have not enumerated, are likewise proceeding
with spirit in the great work of internal improvement.
The increase of domestic competition in all the departmentsof industry, has produced a radical changa in fin
interests of manufactures..Nnrrutown Regieter.
