The INTERVIEW—THE VisiTERS.—Here we were in-
troduced to the noble refugees, and had the pieasure oi
taking them by the hand. The Governor, Ladislas
Ujhazy, (pronounced Webazy,) is a venerable looking
old man, appurently about sixty years of age. He wears
a long flowing gray beard, and has 'a singularly striking
ngcr:.?emhle appearance. His manners are simple, un-
a

birth, und was the possessor of a large hereditary for-
tune, the greater part of which has been seized upon an
confiscated by the Austrian government.
