with it. With retard to the propriety of erecting
a fortification at Suip island, that is a subject which
I do not inteud to argue now But 1 may aak. what
city.whet commerce.is there at that poiut to be pro¬
tected by the fortification propoeed by my friend t Km
retards the advantage of that locality, which ban been
referred to, from itp proximity to the vaet forests of pine
oa the main land, I may eay, that euch forests are proba¬
bly too extensive in the vicinity of any part of that coast,
what other species of timber can be procured there?
Onr oak foreate are certainly superior to any other that
can be found in that neighborhood. I would *imply
aak of the honorable senator from Mississippi that, if
if be thinka, however, that Ship island should be forti¬
fied, he will bring it forward as a distinct measure, and
l«t it stand upon its own merits, and not attach it to an¬
other and disconnected proposition.

Mr. DAVIS. The senator from Alabama quite mis-
urideratands me.if not wholly, certainly to a very great
extent I did not <euppoee that a fortification, looking
into a navy yard, waa necessary to the defence of Mo¬
bile. Witb reference to the protection of shipping at
sea. 1 believe tbat Ship island is far the most important,
standing as it does quite out from the coast, and that,
even for the protection of Mobile, its position is not in¬
ferior to the other, while aa respects the amount of coin*
merce in that region to protect, the senator was never
mora mistaken. Why, sir, the whole commerce from
Maine to Texaa paasea right by tbat locality. A great
portion of the commerce of Mobile itself passes inside of
the very island of which I have spoken, and a large por¬
tion of the commerce of the whole valley of the Mis¬
sissippi passes out by the same passage. Certainly
the honorable senator ia very much miataken in ail
which he haa assumed. I am not aware that there
ie auything to show that the harbor of Mobile is deeper
now than Jt waa aixty or seventy years ago, nor do I
admit that"Ship ialand harbor is in any respect less safe
and secure than Mobile harbor, ft is entirely land-locked,
and protected by a point thai runs out into the sea.

In presenting, as ait alternative, another point to be con-'
eidared.I did not intend to present anything to bar the fa¬
vorable consideration of the claims of the original proposi-
uon.
This is not a nev proposition with me. I have main¬

tained it for years past, and have urged it in the other
House, when I way a member there. U the senator from
Alabama wishes the propositions to be united by the con-
Junction "and" instead of the conjunction "or," I shall
not object to that.
Mr. FOOTE. I move the amendment stated by mycolUacue, for the reasons alduceri by him, in all of which

I cordially concur. 1 have some personal knowledge of
the facts which have been spoken of, and 1 am confi¬
dent that the objects of both the honorable senators would
be better met by putting the motion in the conjunctive,
and inserting the conjunction "and," instead of "or."
Mr. KING. I am at a loss how to understand the

honorable senator from Mississippi. I have not the
slightest objection to the inquiry being made, whether a
fortification shall be erected upon Snip island or upon
any other point. What is the objection! I propose that
they shall inquire into the propriety of erecting a fortifies
tion at a paiticular point. Gentlemen seem to think that
if one is erected there, it will exclude them. 1 am per¬fectly satisfied that the inquiry should tie extenJea to
Ship island, ifyou please; bul 1 protest, in advance, against
any action which will exclude the erection of a fortifica¬
tion at Dauphin island. My honorable friend [Mr. Cal¬
houn! probably understands better than any other person
here the im|>ortance of this point, having had the .natter
under his control when he was Secretary of War. The
erection of there works was commenced, and subsequently
abandoned upou the supposition that the depth of water in
the entrance to the harbor was insufficient for the pur¬
pose. This opinion has tince been discovered to be er¬
roneous. The object now is, that the original design
rbould be carried out by the erection of the proper forti¬
fications. It may be the erection of fortification? »f any
description which will afford protection to the an^ioraueground, and prevent hostile ships coming in through the
channel.anything which will afford effectual protection
to that anchorage, and at the same time to the city of
Mobile, which has a large and growing commerce. I
have aot the slightest objection to the amendment, if theywill alter it so as to inquire "also" into the expediency of
erecting a fortification upon Ship inland. They are not
both, however, in the bay of Mobile.
The amendment having brnn modified so as simply to

add to the resolution the words " and also Ship island, or
either of them," it was adopted-
The*jueetion being then taken upon the resolution, as

amended, it was adopted in the following form:

The VICE PRESIDENT. The Chair will of courae

vote, if he ia thought by the Senate to have a right to do
ao: if it in hia right, it ia hie duty.

Mr. KING. Heretofore, Mr Pmident. I believe that
rule has been conaidered aa applying to legislative acta
alone. I support It ia now to be decided by tbe Senate
whether that clauae of the constitution la to he construed
so aa to extend the right to elections as wall as to legisla¬
tion. 1 think that the provision has never before Men
thus applied. I know of no rule whatever that baa ever
beeo adopted in favor of auch an interpretation of it. For
myself, 1 am satisfied that tbe queetiou should be settled
any way that the 8eaate think proper. But thia is tbe first
case of the kind that I have ever known; and aa my
mind baa not heretofore been turned to it, I bad supposed
that it waa simply in legislative action that the Vice Pres¬
ident was authorized by th« constitution to give a casting
vote.
Mr. BERRIEN. I cannot conceive how it is possible

by auy action of tbe Senate to limit the words of the con¬
stitution, which are tliem*elvee ao general aa to compre¬
hend every vote which may be taken in tbe Senate.
" The Vice President shall be tbe President of the Sen¬
ate, but Mh&n have no vote, except when the Senate are

equally divided." Now it ia pioposed, by one construc¬
tion which is offered, to limit that equal division to cai*n
of legislation. But the constitution cleiuAy intended that
the Senate should perform other duties besides their mere
legislation. Unquestionably, the constitution contem¬
plated that they should perform other dutiee.for there
are executive duties to be performed.and when the Sen¬
ate are equally divided in the discharge of executive du¬
ties. tbe Vice President must give the casting vote.
Mr. KINO, (interposing ) The Vice President has no

power to vote on executive nominations, even were the
Senate equally divided.
Mr. BERRIEN, (.resuming.) But upon any resolu¬

tion introduced in executive session, ne would have a
right to vote, if tne Senate should be equally divided
Now, suppose that this quest'on caine up in this form :

"Resolved, That A B shall be chaplain of the Senate
of the United Stutes for the ensuing session." If the
Senate should be equally divided, most unquestionably
the Vice President would exercise hie right to give the
casting vote. But it seems to me to be unwise to reason
upon this subject, by attempts at aqalogy, because the
language of the constitution is too plain to be misunder¬
stood. The 31st rule of the Senate simply reaffirms the
provision of the constitution, and 1 will read it:
"Whan itiu Senate are eq mlly divided, tbe Secretary

fh&tl lake the d'-nlvion at tbe President."
Mr CALHOUN. As far as tbe practice of tbe Senate

is concerned, the senator behind me is certainly mistaken,
in regard to the power of tbe Vice President to give a

casting vote upon executive appointments. When! pre¬sided over thia body, I deem it my duty to say, I voted oh
several occasion* upon nominations, and one a celebrated
case, tbe uomiuation of Mr. Van Buren, and on two or
three other occasions.
Mr. KING said he wa« perfectly aware of the instances

alluded to; but what be stated was strictly correct. [ The
rest of the sentence was ituudible to the reporters.]
There was no necessity for the vote of the honorable

senator from South Carolina, because Mr. Van Buren
wi«u rejected by a vote of tbe majority of tbe Senate.
Mr. UNDERWOOD. I rise to remark, sir, that the

constitution contemplates, in the organization of this body,
the election of officeis, a Secretary for the Senate, and a
Sergcant-at-Arms, and the Senate cannot be said to be or¬
ganized until tliese auxiliary officers are elected. > Sup¬
pose an equal division, in reference to these: are we to
stand still, and postpone our organization until some one
of the senators shall give way ?.or shall it be decided
by the presiding officer ? It seems to ins that the contem¬
plation of that case, if it be analogous.and I see no dis¬
tinction at all.will settle the question.
Mr. FOOTE, (interposing.) If my friend will allow

me, the case is not at all analogous. The Chair may
be correct. I will not undertake to gainsay the opin¬
ion of the Chair, especially after the weight of au¬
thority by which he is sustained; but I trust I may be
allowed to say, that these two cases are not analogous by
any means, because, as the senator will perceive, the offi
cers named by him are necessary for the organization of the
House, whereas the Senate has been organized for some
weeks without the election of a chaplain.
|Mr. UNDERWOOD. True; but I am putting the case
as though we hal not been organized, and the division
had arisen in oar organization. »

Mr. FOO I E. That is putting the case of the election
of officers, whose election is necessary for the organiza¬
tion of the body, as analogous to the case of the election
of an officer whose election is not necessary for our or¬
ganization. Therefore, I say, the cases are not analogous.Bull do not think that the analogy is necessary in de¬
ciding this case

Mr. UNDERWOOD. I think not. I put the case to
show tbat, in that case, the Senate-must remain unorgan¬
ized until some member tbould give way. ft has been
suggested thai, by the constitution of the Unite'! States,
theSenate must olvtavs consist of an even number.two
from each State.and the very provision that the Vice
President shall decide in caaen or a tic seems to indicate
that the framers of the constitution thought, from that
very arrangement, cases where the Senate would be
equally divided might frequently occur.
The VICE PRESIDENT. The Chair feels no desire

to vole in this particular case; nevertheless, if it is a dutyimposed upon him that he shall vote, the Cheir deems it
a dereliction of duty to yield tbat right As it seems to
be the general opinion of the Senate tbat the Chair has
tbat rignt, unless there should be some expression of
opinion to the contrary, the Chair will now proceed to

Iive his vote. The Chair waits for any such expression.
