Paris, December 13, 1849.
Oa Monday last, I had occasion to visit M. Guizot,at

bis modest residence in the street ViUe 1'Euenjae. Be¬
fore be became Louis Philippe's premier, be held several
conferences with me, in the same mansion, in relation to
American history, politics, and public characters.bis
introduction to nis edition of the Lire and Writings of
Washington. Everything about bim was the same on
Monday.tbe same appearances, suitable to a private
gentleman of moderate means, and a man of letters by
profession; only bis then infant daughters and his son
nave grown nearly to adultness. Thev have a close re¬
semblance in face to the gifted father. He is in very good,
hrm spirits, and apparently in full health; he has cer¬

tainly gained by his sojourn id England, and the inter¬
mission of cabinet labors and cares. I have some confi¬
dence in my own glasses, but 1 was not sorry to catch a
glimpse of public aflairs through his spectacles. He re¬
ceived with a pleasant look my suggestion that, in the
event of another revolution threatening him personally,he might find refuge in the apartment of a republicanforeign functionary. "I trust," be answered in English,
"it will not be so soon a^ain." Frenchmen can recon¬
cile themselves lo any vicissitudes, public or private.
The turns of fate have left no traces with M. Guizot,
except the beneficial. His pen is employed upon works
which will replenish his purse, and sustain his intellec¬
tual renown. His daughters wore plain morning dresses,
and plied the needle, as your citizen-girls do, Tor a few
hours alter breakfast, in a back, common Bitting room.
The son, fourteen or fifteen years of age, conned his
lessons.
The revival of the tax on potable liquors has been un¬

der discussion in the legislative assembly two sittings,
and will be continued this afternoon, and may not tie
voted before Saturday. M. Speaker Dupin ushered it as
the gravest yet submitted to the Assembly. Presideut
Louis Napoleon had the courage to cause it 10 be commu¬
nicated through the MonUeur that he perfectly agreed
with his ministry in the affirmative. On Wednesday, the
Minister of Fmancfc undertookNto demonstrate that the
tax.yielding a hundred millions of francs, nearly a
twelfth of the whole public revenue.could not be aban¬
doned without risk of insolvency. On the other hand,
there is danger of irritating to violence some four or five
millions of proprietors and cultivators of vineyards, and
'of creaiing a large fund of political capital for the social¬
ists. The proposed measure is compared to a lighted
torch on a magazine of gunpowder. It is announced that
the minority on the bill, rather large, will secede, prevent
a quorum, and thus preclude a vote of the Assembly.
Some of the papers of yesterday evening tell us that inci
dents will occur likely "to act violently on the decision
or opinion of the Assembly, and to occasion the rejection
of the bill and the dissolution of the cabinet." But the
public stocks have risen on the exchange, from the gene¬
ral expectation or assurance of its adoption. The opposi¬
tion organs try to frighten the representatives; their ob¬
ject is to get the credit of having rescued the people Irom
the fangs of the treasury ; they predict what they, in fact,
perpetually recommend, a mighty rising of the peasant¬
ry.a wide-t-pread ju^ucrte. So far, the debate has been
comparatively quiet, or moderate. Count de Montalem-
bert was to occupy the tribune first this day; hia senti¬
ments and oratory usually produce a storm on the Moun¬
tain. Proudhon argues if the tax be indispensable for
the government, this only proves how much the people
would gam by abolishing all government.
M. d'Hauttrive, con-ul general of France, at New

York, has been appointed to the sume station at Havana;
and M Lacoste is to succeed him at New York. The
latter will take passage in the Cunard steamer of the 15th
instant. Tne government allows him no deity, wishing
to heal the breach at Washington by all friendly pro¬
cedure and pledge. He was an officer of Napoleon, and,
at the battle of Waterloo, aid of General Gerard, of the
cavalry. M. Sain Hois-le-Comte has returned from Turin.
I cannot say positively when or whether he will repair
to the United States. This gentleman was a distinguished
officer of the (M rrui/or, (staff,) ami aid of Gen. Harispe,
now eighty-two years of age, and conspicuous in the im¬

perial military annals. M. Kois-le-Cotnte married the

Knerals niece, a sister of Etcheveny, an eminent mem
r of the conservative party in the present legislative as¬

sembly. The new envoy to Washington is about forty-five years of age, with a prepossessing exterior, a culti¬
vated mind, rehned manners, and discieet spirit. He was

appointed minister pleni|»otentiarv to Turin, by M.
Bastide, Minister of Foreign Amtira, as the intimate
tnend of Buchet, President of the Constituent Assembly,
a very erudite physician and able historian. He con
ducted delicate and arduous negotiations at Turin, for
about a twelvemonth, to the entire satisfaction of his
government.* Mr. Hives is fully inducted into the corps
diplomatique.La Rrvmt de Deux Monde*, issued on the 1st instant,
is instructively and amusingly stored. In the political
chronicle we are served with a variety of information
and reflection of positive value. It says of the French
constitution; "It is not a book ; it is W a compilation
of loo*e chapters. It has created a bicephalous govern¬
ment.the Assembly and the President; but nothing is
nearer to having no head than having two. What the
French understand by lepouvotr.effective government.
has not sprung from the constitution. Kach of the po¬
litical parties has a proper name, in which it wishes to
incarnate It pouooir : all of them acknowledge that a

power elected every three years, and dependant on the
caprice of universal opinion, is not the one to consolidate
the State, or meet the exigencies of society: all perceive
and admit that, with universal suffrage, we can have
only sudden revolutions, not salutary reforms." The
most remarkable article of the number is by a writer of
authority and talents, Kugene Forcade, and entitled the
Fourth Act of the Revolution of February. He aim* at
persuading the Legitimist and Orleaiust parties that neither
can possibly succeed within any delinitive period, or with
any chance of permanence; and that it is their interest
and duty respectively to co-operate with ail z-al iq pro¬
longing the reign and abetting (he system of Prince Louis
Napoleon. He argues that the necessity of reorganizing
If pmivoir in the |ierson of the prince is evident from
the situation Of the country, and the conflicting preten¬
sions of the great parties, to say nothing of the pesti¬
lence of socialism-
Thf re election of President Louis (he adds) seems,

indeed, precluded by the constitution ; but when the Le¬
gitimists, (frleanists, and Bonajiartists agree, there will
exist no difficulty in moulding it to their purpose. More¬
over, the people being sovereign, the people are the sub-
stastive, living constitution ; the nation manifesting h*r
will, by the regular exercise of aniversal suffrage, has a
right to efface an article of such a constitution. Prince
Lou's Napoleon is the only candidate whose name can

rally a large pipular majority: by his instrumentalityalone cm the other monarchical parties hop« to vanquish
the revolution he is in possesion of all executive au¬

thority.eleven points of the law ; he can settle the con¬
stitutional question; his name has still an unrivalled
prtnhgt; he has earned the gratitude of all patriotic
Frenchmen by his energy and efficiency for the cause of
order; he has not done his ap}Ktinted work as yet; his
mission could not he executed in four years; it was meant
that he should pacify and reorganize France, and preside
over the reemttng of her institutions, whiieyer form of
government she might be destined tq receive. Such are
the fashionable ideas of the hour.

Lamartine h»« not fallen off in the two latest nil nbers
of his Counsellor of the People. One is a reply to the
extJmive repuklitnnn, wherein he attacks again the ex¬
treme democrats and the socialists, as the fanatics and an-
aichists who have hitherto marred and endangered the re¬

public. He reprobates, with his wonted eloquence, their
genera] heat-long violence, and their .' eb-urd adoption
of the language ind doctrines of the year 179.T'.their
" dressing themselves up in the tattered and bloody gar
ments of the era of terror," and their *. arrogant declara
Hon that the republic must necessarily perish unless it be
c .mmitted to their puny hands." He gives no quarters to
ihe Mountain in the Assembly. He speaks admirably of
Washington and Lafayette, and their exalted views of a
tfue rei'iiblie, of a rational and regulated democracy, and
of social disc^line and subordination: both, he relates,
were outraged and traduced by ultra anil infuriated dema¬
gogues, ana proscribed by clubs; in America, thfc good
sense of the people finally rendered jnstice to their hero
and patriot lamartine errs, however, in his representa
lion, that Washington experienced for years ingratitude

and isolation. At no moment tiul the great plurality of
the American people intermit their reverence and acknowl¬
edgments; be was always " first" in their hearts and on
their toagute.
On the 4th instant, by special invitation, we were pres¬

ent at the interment of the remains of George Washing¬
ton Lafayette, the son of the general, who accompanied
his father in tne final visit to the United States, and de-'
servedly shared the manifestations and regards of the
American people. In air the relations of life, he enjoyed
the warmest esteem in France; he never swerved from
his republican principles and the example of the illustri¬
ous parent. His dissolution took place at Lagrange, the
family seat. The corpse was brought to the small private
cemetery within the walls of the ancient convent of Pic-
uus, where rei>ose the dead of several noble families.de
Noailles, de liraramonj, Lamoignon, and others. On this
spot, under a simple tomb, iies General Lafayette. About
two hundred of the immediate relatives, friends, and ac¬

quaintance of the defunct son, witnessed the obsequies.
not a few of them men of the greatest distinction. Thirty
or forty ecclesiastics united in the imposing and affectingfuneral service. Rain fell in torrents during the whole
ceremony. This increased the gloom of the scene, and
we saw, jutt near, the sepulchree of several victims of
the reign of terror. George Washington Lafayette and
myself nad frequent intercourse in the United States and
here; sound sense and sound feeling marked him every¬
where. It is probable that you will soon receive from
me an extended obituary notice, prepared from materials
supplied by his kindred.
Many of the patrician families of the Faubourg St.

Germain are still aifected with a lively concern for the
melancholy case of the two French youths indicted fer
murder at St. Louis, Missouri. One is twenty-seven, the
other twenty-two years of age. Their paternal grand¬
father, the Count de Montesquiou, was a favorite cham¬
berlain of the' Emperor Napoleon. Their mother is a

daughter of General Perron, who signalized himself in
the East India possessions of France, and married a na¬
tive princess. They were educated in private, under the
wings of the accomplished mother. Tne suavity of their
dispositions and demeanor gained them universal good¬will. One was a captain and the other a lieutenant iu the
national guard*; both exceedingly popular. In visiting their
family in the Faubourg St. Germain, we were struck and
touched by the sorrowful earnestness of the servants who
assembled about us in the salon itself. The porter of the
mansion likened them to turtle doves Their father eom-
milted suicide, in a fit of insanity, in the year 1847. 1 he
elder of the two brothers was confined for some months
in a private asylum, near Paris. A temporary and hered¬
itary derangement is; no doubt, the proper explanation of
his wild violence at St. Louis. When they set out to
travel for information, in the United States, taey seemed
perfectly safe in mind. Their letters to their relations,
some of which 1 have seen, abound with expressions of
admiration for our couutry and gratitude for American
hospitality. Their brother-in-law, the Viscount de Ces-
sac, will take passage in the steamer from .Liverpool of
the 15th inst. He will carry with him conclusive testi¬
mony of the exculpatory facts which 1 have mentioned.
The private tutor of the young gentlemen has gone before
him, to aid and comfort the pupils. The father of Viscount
de Cessac was a peer of France, and minister of war under
Napoleon.

EXECUTIVE COMMUNICATION*.

A message was received from the President of the Uni¬
ted States, covering a communication from the Secretaryof Stale, made in compliance with a resolution of the
Senate of the 7th instant, calling for copies of all corres
pondence that has taken place witn the minister of
Spain in Washington, or the authorities of Cnba, or the
American consul at Havana, concerning the abduction of
Rey, alia* Garcia, bv the Spanish consul at that port;which was laid on tue table, and ordered to be printed.The VICE PRESIDENT also laid before the Senate a
communication from the Secretary of War, made in com¬
pliance with a resolution of the Senate calling for a
statement of the amount due the Seminole Indiana in the
service of the United Stales during the war with Florida;which was referred to the Committee on Indian Affairs,and ordered to be printed.

MEMORIALS AND PETITIONS.
Mr. WEBSTER presented two memorials, very numer¬

ously signed by eitizuns of Boston, Massachusetts, ask¬
ing the establishment of additional mail facilities to Cali¬
fornia, or else that a law may be passed permitting privateindividuals to perform the service which the governmentof the United States had failed to secure to the public.In presenting the memorials, Mr. W. stated that so
great was the number of vesuelsat California, on their re¬
turn, or on their progress out, so great the amount of
pfoperty involved, so great and so fast increasing the
number of persons there, that the petitioners were of
opinion that Congress should authorize the Post Office
Department to take immediate measures to forward the
California mails by every good steamer which would
take them out or bring them back at a fair price.
The memorials were referred to the Committee on

the Post Office and Post Roads.
Mr. W. also presented the memorial of John Trench-

ard, administrator of Samuel Page, and the memorial of
Lemuel Knal, and others, asking indemnity for French
spoliations prior to 1800; which were referred to the se¬
lect committee.

RAILKOAD TO THE PACIFIC.
Mr. W. also presented (he memorial of P. P. F. De-

grand and others, proposing to construct a railroad and es¬
tablish a line of telegraph from St. Louis, Missouri,
to San Francisco, in California, and asking an act of in¬
corporation, a loan of United States stock, and the rightof way through the public lands.
Mr. W. stated that, while the subject of a communica¬

tion by railroad fr6m the western States, at the Missis¬
sippi river, to San Francisco, had not attracted that at¬
tention in the western and southern States which it de¬
served, it had not been disregarded, nor had its import¬
ance been unappreciated, in the eastern and northern
parts of the country. Several meetings had been held
on that subject in the city of Boston, attended by a largenumber of respectable and enterprising persons, who had
what they called a plan of a railway across the country.This plan was attached to the memorial. He had in his
hand also a short printed account of the proceedings of
one of the meetings, and the subAriptions to the plan,
which he had read carefully and considered deservingthe serious attention of Congress.
The memorial and papers were referred to the Commit¬

tee on Public Lands, and a motion to print was referred
to the Committee on Printing.
