The next treaty between Oreat Britain and Spain, in
relation to the rights of the Britiah in the Spaniah terri¬
torial of Central America, waa that of Vereaillee, dated
September 3,1783, the sixth article of which is aa fol
Iowa:
The intention of ibe two high r.ontracting partial being

»o prevent, aa much a* possible, all the cause* ot complaint
and mUuudorslaudiuK heretofore uocaMon«a by the cutting
ofwood Im dyeing or logwood, and several English settle¬
ments having been formed and extended under that pie-1
tence upon ibe gpiyiMh couliueut, it is expressly agreed
thai blf Britannic Wajexy** subjects (ball have tbe rigbt of

cutting, loading, and oarrying away logwood in the district

lying between the river* Weill*, or Belisa, and Kio Hondo,
taking tbe oouise of the said two rivers for unalterable
boundaries, (o a* that tbe navigation ol them be common
to both nation*, to wit i by the river Waltli, or Belise, from
tbe tea, aaoending aa far aa opposite to a lake or inlet
whiob runs into the land and forms an isthmus or neck,
with another similar inlet wbiob comes from the side ol
Kio Nuevo, or New River} so tbat tbe line of separation
shall pasa straight across the said isthmus, and meet an

other lake formed by the water of Rto Nuevo, or New Riv-.
er, at in current. The said line shall continue with the
course of Rio Nuevo, desoending as tar as opposite to a

river, the source of wbioh is maiked on the map, between
Rio Noevoand Rio Hondo, and which empties Itself Into
Rie Hondo; which river shall also serve as a common

boundary aa far aa its junotion with R(o Hondo, and from
thence descending by Rio Hondo to tbe sea, as the whole
b marked on the map which tbe plenipotentiaries of the
two Crowns have thought proper to make use of for ascer¬

tained the points agreed upon, to the eod that a good cor-1

re*poodeuce may reign between Ra two nations, and that
. the English workmen, cutters, and laborers, may not tres-1

pass, from an uncertainty of tbe boundaries. The respec¬
tive ootnmissaries shall tlx upon convenient places in the
territmy above marked out, it) order tbat his Britannic
Majesty's subjects employed io the felling of logwood may,
without Interruption, build thereon houses and magazine*
necessary for themselves, their families, and their effects;
and bla Catholic Majesty assures to them tbe enjoyment ol
all that Is expressed in tbe present article ; provided that
these deputation* shall not be considered as derogating in
anywise from bis rights of sovereignty. Therefore all the
English who may be dispersed in other parts, whether on
tbe Spanish continent or in any of the island* whatsoever
dependant on the aforesaid Spanish continent, and for what¬
ever reason it might be, without exception, (hall retire with¬
in the dlstrlot which has been above described, in the space I
of eighteen months, to be computed from tbe exchange of I
ths ratifications ; and for this purpose orders shall be issued [
on tbe part of bis Britannic Majesty; and on that of his
Catholic Majesty, his governors shall be ordered to grant to

the English dispersed every convenience possible for theirI
removing to the settlement agreed upon by the preaent ar¬

ticle, or for their retiring wherever they shall think proper.
It ia likewise etipulated, that if any fortifications should
actually have been heretofore erected within the limit*
marked out, his Britannic Majesty shall cause them all to
Le demolished, and he will order his subjects not to build
any new ones. The English inhabitants, who sbail settle
there for the cutting of logwood, shall be permitted to en¬

joy a free fishery for their subsistence, on the coasts of tbe
district above agreed on, or of the islands situated opposite
thereto, without being in anywise disturbed on tbat ac¬
count ; provided they do not establish themselves in any
manner on (he *a(d islands.

It will bt perceived that, in the section of the treaty of I
Vereaillee, which we have copied above, the British King
again atknowUdged the sovereignty of the territory on

which hit tubjtclt had obtruded themselves to be in the
Crown of Spain. But, in consequence of the marauding
propensities of the English, this treaty particularly tle-l
finee tbe territory on which they shall be permitted to cut

dye-woods, and concedes to them a right of fishing.
It ia a second solemn recognition of the sovereign rights'
of the King of Spain to the territory now known as

Central America. But even these liberal and generous
privileges, conceded by his Catholic Majeety to the Brit¬
iah aettlera in Honduras, could not check nor restrain
their propenaity to trespass upon his rights. And hence
we find the continued wilful and shamelees depredations
of tiiese British " subjects" the subject of further com¬

plaint and additional negotiation. Thus, the conven¬

tion between Great Britain and Spain, signed at London
on the Uth of July, 17S6, contains the following stipu¬
lations:

1. His Britannic Majesty's subjects, and the other colo-,
nuts who have hitherto enjoyed the protection of England,
shall evacuate the cenntry of the Moaquitos, as well as tbe
continent in general, and the islands adjacent, without ex¬
ception, situated beyond the line hereinafter described, as
what ought to be the frontier ot the extent of territory
granted by bis Catholic Majesty to the English, for tbe use*

specified in the third article of the present convention, ¦»»*

In addition to the country already granted to them, in vir¬
tue of tbe stipulations agreed upon by tbe oomuiissariee ol
the two Crowns in 1788.

1. The Catbotla King, to prove, on his side, to the King
of Great Britain, tbe sinoerity of bis sentiments of friend¬
ship towards hi* said Majesty and the British nation, will
grant to the English more extensive limits than those spe¬
cified in the last treaty of peace, [1783;] and the said lim-
It* of the lands added by tbe present convention shall ior
the luture be understood in tbe manner followingt
Tbe English line, beginning from the sea, shall tuke the

oentre of the river Sibunor Jabon, and continue up to the
source of the said river ; from thenoe it shall cross in a

straight line the intermediate land, till It intersects tbe rlv-
er Wallis; end by the centre of the same river, the said
line shall descend to the point where it will meet tbe line
already settled, and marked out by the commissaries of
tbe two Crown* in 1788; which limits, following the con
tinuation of the said lines, shall be observed as formerly
stipulated by the definitive treaty.

«. Although no other advantages have hitherto been In
question, exeept tbat of cutting wood for dyeing, yet bis

Pro® the preceding .bracts, which we have made from

the treaty of London, it will be seen that the Britieh
'."subjects" bad extended their marauding expeditions from
the settlements of the Belize to the adjacent territoriee of
Bpnln, tn«fudmg the Motquito country. His Britannic
Majeety expreeely stipulates, that they ahali abandon
th* country The King of Spnin again
¦greee to enlarge tbe boundaries of tbe Bntieh settle¬
ments. awnvmo his sovsaaiQNTr ovca thkm ; and the
high contracting part,,, again agree upon and define tbe
pnems »»®'£which Britiah may occupy for the pur
poses specified .nth. trusty. Oar column, will not per-
ma m to give a diagram, lowing wh#l ,he^pr#^,
limits were; but it is sufficient to eay, tbat the lowed
southern limit waa far north of any portion of the Mo*.
quito coast, as every person will see, on referring to a
well-deAned map of the eoontry.
Thne, by tbeee treaty stipulations, the Britieh King not

only recognised the sovereignty of Spom in all those ter¬
ritoriee of Central Americe, as weJi#at portion in which
his subjects were licenced to eat dye-woods as tbe other
Spanish poeeessiona, but he erpretty stipulates that they
mall evacuate the Moequito territory, thus acknowledging
the sovereignty to be in the Crown of Sp tin.
Here wt might rest our exposure of the utler futility

^^ of England to the Moequito poun-

try. But we have other proof It consists in an atlas
oootaimag u elaborate map of North America, including,
of courae, Ibe coiuttriea of Central America. The follow¬
ing ia ite title: "North America s correctedfrom the ob-
urvationi communicated to tkt Royal Society at London
and tkt Royal Academy at Paris. My John Lenox, F. R.
S. 1710." In thia map the whole territory in question
is repreeented under the name of "Mexico or New
Spain." The boundaries of Nicaragua are given upon
it, by which it appears that that country extends from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, including what u now called the
Uoequtto country. On this map Nicaragua is repreeented
as lying principally above the river San Juan and Lake
Nicaragua, and bounded north by the river Yare.
Thia was undoubtedly a map of great celebrity in its

time, being compiled from tbe moat authentic information
in possession of England and France. Its authority,
therefore, against tbe British claim cannot be denied or

evaded.
We have also examined two modern British atlases,

of very late date, viz: Black's and Hall's, and tbey both
represent the toulhern boundary of tbe Mosquito territory
as running some thirty or forty miles north of the river
San Juan, wbich is the outlet of Lake Nicaragua; so

that if the British claim to that territory, in the name of
the Mosquito King, were valid, it would not, according
to the two last mentioned British atlases, at all interfere
with the proposed route of the ship-canal, nor the rights
of the United Statea secured by the Hise treaty.
We have now shown by treaty stipulations,and by the

testimony of a celebrated British map, that down to tbe
114th day of July, 1786, Great Britain, by her own ac¬

knowledgment, had not a shadow of right to the sover¬

eignty or occupancy of the Mosquito territory.
If this be so, how and when did she acquire the rights

which she now sets up f
As the examination of this question will extend our

article much beyond the space which we can afford to it
ia a single number of our paper, we shall defer its con¬

sideration to a future number.

The Republic is castigating Mr. Seward, for the
abominable heresies of his speech, and It seems to be
cutting him adrift from the administration. The Presi¬
dent would scarcely now employ him to operate upon
the members of Congress and settle this agitating ques¬
tion, as wss his commissi on during the last Congress.
We presume he is no longer in the graces of the
court. His last ultra and outrageous speech ought to
cut him off from the confidence and respect of every
politician. A more audacious effusion of fanaticism
has never been exhibited. "Of all the cants in this
canting world, (says Sterns,) the cant of hypocrisy
is certainly the worst f and we defy all tbe speeches
ever delivered to surpass, or even to equal, the hypocrisy
of this canter. He imperiously assumes to be tbe inter¬
preter of the will of Heaven, and to pervert its holy
law, to set aside the principles of the constitution and the
laws of the land. In acting this notable part, the sena-

tor from New York (and the wonder ia how he
should have succeeded in making himself a senator
of the Empire State) has but displayed the same

factious and fanatic character that has distinguished his*
whole life. He has been tbe votary of every clique,
however contemptible, and of every faction which has
disgraced the body politic. He has been attached to the
odds and ends of every movement, and he has rode every
hobby that be could seize upon for the purpose of riding
into power. He commenced his career with the honors of
an anti-Mason; he has been an anti-renter, and ia now an

abolitionist. Hs has attempted to deceive the noble Irish¬
men by talking blarney. His speech in the Senate of the
United States caps the climax of audacity. We have
published his speech, and it will speak for itself. It
has already drawn down upon his head the nomination
of presidential candidate from the abelitionists of New
York, in conjunction with Frederick Douglas, a man of
color; whilst it has incurred the indignant contempt of
tbe wise and the good in tbe city of New York and else¬
where.
Thrdenunciation of the Rtpublit seals hit fate with the

admintatration. A few extracts from the yesterday's ar¬

ticle in that paper will show how far the scathing criti¬
cism has gone:

It is therefore all-important that the reader of liii speech
should constantly bear in mind the following remark of
the senator, which ws now quote, to assist us in making
such comments upon his speech as we can And room for
to-day.

There is, then, a higher law than the constitution (!) for

Mr. Seward, and, as a consequence, a higher obligation
tlmn his oath to support that constitution. He has, there¬
fore, cat hlmsell loose from the restraints which ere obliga¬
tory upon his brother senators, and finds a charter for his
senatorial oonduot In the canuttry of Uuologiatu, the dicta
of modern philo opbers, and the nm'UMW of mttafktii-
cml tktorittrt. This gives him a scope as nnconflned as the
winds, as in none of those schooli are the interpreters of re¬
ligious and moral responsibility a whit more consistent nod
certain than the constructions opposing parties give to the
meaning of the constitution itself. His politioal laith Is im¬
pregnate! with all the mysteries of sectarian philosophy,
bis seme of obligation to bis oath of office Is weakened by
the menfal rttrvalivn of a tckolattic objuration, and his
action as lawgiver eonirolltd b/ thi rigorout formularies of
tceUtiutiem/ tjraorfi.
We design to show bow dangerous a thing It Is for a

politician to discsrd the authority of constitutional law.
dangeroua to himself as well a* to the public. Insofar as
the public are concerned, there is is no safety to property,
or security to lile and limb, if tbe public servant can set up
C>r himself a law different to and above tbe sovereign will,
at expressed in written constitutions. Any act of tyranny,beginning with Indulgences and ending with the Inquisi¬
tion and the auto dt ft, can be adopted, and find precedent
in the history of this "higher law" of which the senator
speaks. But the politician himself encounters perils dan¬
gerous to his fame, his usefulness, and hfs influence, in as¬
serting for himself an immunity from the obligatlotas of tbe
constitution and his oa>h to support it. He can Hardly as¬
pect to convince those with whom he is associated thet be
is better than they, and a claim to be so will produce a con¬
viction that he Is not so good. And, moreover, in assu¬
ming to represent a transcendental constituency, his course
will be as drriomt and contradictory at hit rttfontibilUin art
nthulout and iniangtbit

Had be not aseared us that he would have violated what
be regarded as the "higher law" than the constitution, to
achieve a certain or supposable good, we might yai be dis-
posed to question his adaptation to the post ofsteward to the
Creator of the universe. He tells as that.

When he grows chilly in
contemplating slavery in this country, he oertainly displays
a much gieater degree of sens.b Illy upon Hie subject than
the Saviour of mankind did, who spent his (lays upon earth
when the world was Ml of slavery i than tbe Creator of the
world, whose stewerd the senator Is, svinoed, when be sent
his angels to,talk with men, appeared to the inspired wri¬
ters In their rhapsodies, and talked faoe to fsce with Moses.
We are not a seotioaal propagandist, as all who read this
paper will bear ui wlmeer j yet we must be permitted to
say that a senator whose blood freeaes in his veins lu con¬
templating an institution which neitlter the Cbsatob nor
his only brgotton Son took exception against, should have
better vouchers lor his authorised stewardship of either
thsn a speech in which he ssseits that Caltioroia, wiih her
gold and Caucasian raees, would, under certain circum¬
stances, set Ills blood in circulation with the certainty of a
general thaw.

a* constitutional law la the "highest" man can maka, it
foilowa thai every mau may break municipal and iegisia-
tive law with yat greater impunity. Anarchy and blood-
shad, the law of the strong arm, tha law of the aword,
the Lynch law, and kindred anormtUai, are tba sequence oi
a doctrine like ibis i anarchy In its worM form, and the
law of Force In its cruelest aspect, Running the doctrine
avowed to its legitimate effects, and every citiaen may des¬
pise all laws inconsistent with his notions of polloy ; for
opinions of expediency will assuredly become moral oon-

viotion, if that will excuse crime. In enforcing such a

proposition, it is not wonderful that the argument should be
as fantastioal as the premises are absurd- What kind of
meroy can a minority expeot from a majority aeling under
the fantasy ol a divine command, controlled by no mortal
stipulation and respecting no human organisation 1 The
constitution is subjected to the caprices of every eltixen.
This is the worst form of disunion. We know not what
New York may say ; but suolt doctrine will not be received
as whig in any other State, nor as sense by any other peo
pie.
This is indeed an open denunciation of the worst

bigot in Congress.not even excepting Mr. Hale. It ia
to be hoped that the administration will show some little
respect for itself by euliing loose from this wretched
fanatic, and "whistling him down a prey to fortune."
We cannot but believe, at the same time, that an ultra
speech like this, which is intended to give the cue to all
the fanatics of the North, will disgust the sensibilities
and open the eyes of thousands. It will show tbem
the excesses into which the leaders of abolitionism would
seduce them.to'the tuin of the constitution itself, and
to the prostration of the Union.

The Paltry Trick Afsls.
The capacities of the Republic, the organ of the admin¬

istration, seem to be confined toone idea,and a few catch-
phrases, which it repeats as flippantly as the chattering
of a parrot. It delights in the epithets " foreign organ,"
"bitter-enders," " iliti," &c., which seem to have
caught its attention and tickled its fancy, and actually
supplied it with a substitute for ideas. Thus the exposi¬
tion by us of the tittle trick of the cabinet, in throwing Sir
Henry Bulwer's letter before Coogrees, in order to make
a little capital for a higher tariff, has conjured up before
its feeble and diseased imagination the horrid spectre ol
the " foreign organ," and hence we shall have it chat¬
tering a whole week over the ttrrible ogre. If wq were

disposed to retaliate upon a thing so feeble, we might ap¬
ply to it the charge of being the organ of the "Holy Alli¬
ance," and with truth too. The Republic has supported
the cause of Spain, of Austria, of Great Britain in her
claims to the Mosquito country, and, we believe, of
every foreign power that has distinguished itself by par¬
ticular cruelty to the people under its dominion who have
presumed to ask for freedom, and any one that has borne
itself with particular insolence towards the present ad¬
ministration. But we forbear any such puerile retalia¬
tion, and refer our readers, in confirmation of oar views,
to the following article which we find in the Philadel¬
phia Ledger, of the 13th inst., which will doubtless bring
down upon that journal the epithet of " foreign organ"
from the dignified organ of the administration:

England and tub United States .The letter of Sir
Henry Bulwer to Mr. Clayton, Secretary ot 8tale, on the
policy of an increase of tariff duties on British goods, is ex¬
citing the strictures of the press, as ai} unjustifiable interfer¬
ence in American legislation. We do not so consider it.
The present tariffwas the result of an understanding wiih
England, had through the negotiations of General Dud
Green and our minister at that court, Louis McLane, that
if England modified her duties on cotton, wool, and wheat,
flour, grain, and provisions generally, the United States was
to reciprocate, by reducing our tariff on the staples of Great
Britain; and hence the modified tariff of ltM6. Now, good
faith on our part would seem to call lor a ju.l adherence to
the terms of that convention. England has performed her
part of the compact, by establishing a low scale of duties
on American productions i and has the not a rigtu to ask
ibat we thould remain faithful to the stipulations then
made 1 Having derived the benefit, shall wo refine to pay
the equivalent of her tariff oonces-ions in favor of Ameri¬
can produce 1 And how can England speak but through
her minister 1 And bow is Congress to know that she does
speak', but through the Presideut I We can see nothing to
make a hubbub about in all this matter. On the contrary,
it appears to us as a transaction characterised with pecu¬
liar propriety en all tides. The British miuister it candid
and explicit: be speaks with a frankness that indicates
sincerity, and in a tone of deprroation more allied to s. r
row than to anger. Why the partisan press should "flare
up" at all this, it It hard te imagine, unlett It be to make
some paltry party capital out ol a threatened rupture be¬
tween the two countriet; but this is so remote and im¬
probable a contingency that It will not bold water. The
truth is, that Congress, at welt as the psutittm journals, have
been taken by surprise on this question, and loigot at the
moment the commercial oonvenuonof Messrs. McLane and
Green, stipulating for reciproc.ty of tariff modifications in
IttU, and concluded on our part by the tariff ol 1SI8. A
Utile reflection will set all this to rights. England hat no
more idea ol ooUition ihan the United States, but she is natu¬
rally desirous to know our commercial intentions, that il
the United States virtually prohibit the importation of her
productions by a high rate of duty, she may retaliate by
similar measnres, and shut out our agricultural productions
from her portt, at far at the may flna such a poller condu¬
cive to her Interest. The question involves a change ol
commercial i>olicy on the part ol two great and powerful
nations, affecting deeply the Interest ol the people ol both
conntriet, and will call for wise and judicious oours -ltto
adjudicate and adjuat the intricate and muliilitriout rela¬
tions, extending lo the sources of our prosperity in agricul¬
ture, ship-building, commerce, land, and international ex¬

changes, as decided by the liberal spirit of modern inter
oourse and regulated uy ihe new views of inteileotualixed
itatetmtntbip peculiar to the age and now oommon to the
world. /
