There were hon-
oiable men on that committee-men who never would
bare permitted such injustice if our demand hod been
laid before them. The committee continued its in veetiga-
tioa i» secret until about three weaka ago. Then we

ware informed that the committee bad completed its
investigation, and deposited its record with one of the
clerks of the House of Kepreeentativea, and that
us could examine it until the end of the week during
lit* sessions of the House, and might afterwarda ex¬

amine witnesses and croea-examine tboae who had pre¬
viously testified. We at once proteated againat this
course of proceeding, as not having given tu that right of
cross-examination to which we were legally entitled.
But, at the same time, we offered to accept the meagre
privilege which had been accorded, if our foreman
tu permitted to examine the record, and a named
itlorney permitted to appear before the committee in our
itaad. Tbia was granted ; and aa early as possible.
within two days.our attorney notified Mr. Wentworth
that he wu ready to proceed, and he furnished at the
wne time a list of witnesses.
The committee had been examining witnesses for four

months and a halt. We had not been examining wit¬
nesses for more than the same number of days, when it
was stated in the House of Representatives that the
committee could not report because we were examining
witnesses. This statement induced us to bring the
examination to a close a* soon aa possible; yet we were

not permitted to do so before the committee, or rather
Mr. Wentworth, summoned and examined three new wit-
nines, the examination of one of whom occupied the
littings of the committee two days of the meagre time al¬
lotted to us. Yet, notwithstanding this unfair treatment,
we succeeded in provine that we had executed our con¬

tract faithfully.that every exertion had been mad* by as

to hurry on the public work, and that the delay which bad
occurred was not pro|>er!y chargeable to us. In proof of
this we mention the fact that a majority of the committee
would not concur in the report which Mr. Wentworth
bad drawn up against us, and which b* falsely pretended
be was anxious to lay before the House of Representa¬
tive*.
We hare thus given a plain narrative of the facts of the

case; but the events of the last few days, or rather nights,
compel us to say more.

We shall now prose¬
cute their printing with more spirit than ever; we shall
attempt to clear the decks; we ahall labor to compass the
whole ; we ahall immediately finish the printing aad bind¬
ing of the first vohime of the Patent Office report.50,000
copies.and we shall put the second volume (in stereo¬
type) in band, of which we are to strike ofl 130,000 copies.
We will evea attempt to have the work done in other of¬
fices which we cannot complete in our own.to have
it done as economically aa possible; but we shall not
stickle for our contract prices.

In a word, we mean to do what Congress ought to
have done for itself.viz : to expedite the execution of
the printing.knowing that the public intereat will suffer
more by delay than by a little advance of price to facili-
tate its prompt execution. Congress conld not have se¬
cured this object, except by voting better than the contract
prices. Instead of doing this, however, they have even
denied us relief on a losing but faithfully executed con¬
tract. "But will they pay you >" We mean, at least, to
venture the experiment. We shall take the responsibility.
And we shall put it to them, as men of honor, to pay a

debt of honor, contracted for the public good. We dare
to believe that they cannot refuse to discharge the obliga¬
tion in the handsomest manner. We still put unbounded
confidence in gentlemen who did not appear very willing
to extend it to ua. Yet it was with infinite gratification that
we witnessed the reaction which has taken place since
Saturday night. We were assured by gentlemen from all
parts of the House, that full justice would be done to us

at the end of the next session, only sixty days off.

Action of tbe Iwlbn (Mm.
The Columbia South Carolinian of the 20th September

refers to the proclamation of the governor of Georgia,
and proposes to second it in South Carolina. It adds:
" South Carolina mutt not be laggard inaction. It hat

been suggested in several quartern that the governor should
convene the legislature, that that body might provide lor
a convention ol the people, to meet simultaneously with
the convention appointed in Ireorgia. . . .

" We have no suggestion* to make at present. The mem¬
bers and senators about to be elected will come fully
posted up in the views ol their constituents, and will be
thoroughly prepared to act. If, therefore, tbe governor
should decide this question or expediency In favor of a
convention to sit in December, he has ample time to con¬
vene the new legislature as soon after their election as may
Im practicable. We have little doubt bnt the sentiment of
the people it in favor of a convention, to meet at or toon
after the meeting >>f the Oeorgla convention."
We trust that these movements will meet with no sym

pathy in the other southern States. It is now hoped, too,
that the convention of Georgia will consist of sound,
moderate men, and that both secession and disunion will
be distinctly repudiated.
We learn from the best authority that three-fourtba

of the citizens of Alabama are opposed to disunion or
ultraism.
The strongest hopes are entertained of the moderation

of Mississippi.
Virginia will prove as a breakwater to the furious

current. Nine-tenths of oar people (said one of tbe most
intelligent of her politicians yesterday) are in favor of
the Adjustment. There is no spirit of disunion in that
wise and self-balanced Commonwealth.
"How is Virginia?" said an intelligent politician of

Virginia. In Carolina a large proportion of her citizens
are unionists."
