Thr agitation oil the subject of slavery now going on

through this broad republic presents mi extraordinaryspectacle.
Congress, aft«r a session of nine mouthw. ban succeeded

ill pussiuga system of measures whicli are believed to be
juat to all part* of the country, und ought to be satisfac¬
tory to the people. ,

in souie of the southern Stales we find that extra ses-
1*101 la of the legislature are being called for the purpose of
organizing systematic and efficient uieunuies ofresistance
to the execution of the law* of the Union, and for the
adoption of disunion a* the remedy. These vote* ofCongress are to be forcibly resisted at the South, uponthe ground that they are a base surrender to the North ofall southern rights. At the North the people are called
u|ion to resist them upon the ground that they sacrifice
the lights and interests of the North,and surreuder every¬thing to the South.
At the South these measures are denounc«d as a dis¬

graceful concession to free-soiiism, for the purpose of
securing abolition votes. At the North the ssune
measures are denounced with equal violence as a total
abandonment of the rights of freemen, for the purpoce of
conciliating the slave power.
For these contrailictorv reasons the people at each end

of the Union are appealed to to resist liy violence the
laws of the land and the authority of the federal gov¬
ernment, even unto death and disunion.
The southern nullifiers repudiate the authority of the

highest judicial tribunal on earth, because they allege it
to De a pliant and corrupt instrument in the hands of
northern abolitionism. Here we are told that tbe same
exalted tribunal is a corrupt and supple instrument in the
hands of ike slave power.
Strange and irreconcilable positions! Both cannot be

true, and 1 trust in God neither may prove to be. We
have fallen .on evil times, when passion aad prejudicecan so far blind the judgment and deaden the consciences
of meti that the truth cannot be seen and felt.
The people at one end of the Union or the other are

acting under a fatal delusion upon this subject. Show Id
we not pause and reconsider, and reflect whether it is
we or they that have been so grossly deceived / It is tny
purpose this evening lo give a candid and impartial expo¬sition of these measures, to the end that the truth nay be
known. It does not become a free people to rush madlyand blindly into violence, and bloodshed, and death, and
disunion, without first satisfying our conscience* uponwhose souls the guilty consequenses must rest.
These measures, known as the compromise scheme, are

six in number:
1. The admission of California with her free constitu¬

tion.
3. Tbe creation of a tenitorial government for Utah,

leaving the )ieople to regulate their own domestic institu¬
tions.

3. The creation of a territorial government for New
Mexico, with like provisions.

4. The adjustment of the disputed boundary with
Texas.

5. The abolition of the slave trade in the District of
Columbia.

0. The fugitive-slave bill.
The first three of these measures.California, Utah,

and New Mexico.I prepared with my own hand, and
reported from the Committee on Territories, as its chair¬
man, in the precise shape in which they now stand an the
statute-book, with one or two unimportant ataaodoMoU,
for which I also voted. I therefore hold myself as re¬

sponsible to you, as my constituents, for these measures as
they passed. If there is anything wrong in them, hold
me accountable.if there is anything of merit, give it to
those who passed the bills. These measures are predi-
caled on tbe great fundamental principle, that every people
ought to possess tbe right of forming and regulating th*ir
own internal a&irs and domestic institutions in tapir
own way. I believe that those of our fellow-flitMMps
who have or may emigrate to California, Utah, or
New Mexico, have lost none of their inteliigMce
and patriotism by the wayside. 1 believe that* altar
their arrival there, and when they have beeoaiata-
miliar with the country and identified their interests
with it, tbev are fully as competent to judge for them¬
selves what kind of laws and institutions are best adapt
ed to their condition a« we are, who never saw (he coun
try, and know very little about it. To question their
competency to do this is to deny their capacity for self-
government. If they have the requisite intelligence and
honesty to be intrusted with the enactment oi laws for
the government of white men, I know of no reason why
they should not be deemed
negroes. If tbey are t

~

laws for the protectionmorulgand education.to regulate the relations'of hus¬
band and wife, of parent and child.I am not aware that it
requires any higher degree of civilization to regulate the
affairs of master and servant. These things are all con¬
fided by the constitution to each State to decide for itself,
and 1 know of no reason why the same principle should
not be extended to tbe Territories. My votes and ac¬
tions have been in accordance with this principle In all
cases, except the instance in which I voted under your
instructions. That was your vote, and not mine. I do
not hold myself responsible for it. 1 believed then, and
believe now, that it was better for tbe cause of freedom,
of humanity, and of republicanism, to leave the people
interested to settle all these questions for themselves
They have intellects and conscieaces as well as we, and
have more interest in doing that which is best for them¬
selves and their posterity than we have, n* their self-con-
stituted and officious guardians. I deem it fortunate for
the country that the Congress of the United States took
tbe same views on the subject, and passed the bills in the
sha|ie in which I originally reported them So far as the
question of slavery is concerned, I am sure that any man
who will take tbe pains to examine the history of the
question will come to the conclusion that this is the true
policy as well as the sound republican doctrine.
Mr. Douglas here went into a historical view of the sub¬

ject, to show that slavery had never been io fact excluded
from one inch of the American continent. When the fed¬
eral constitution of 1737 was adopted, twelve of the thirtei n
Slates then composing the confederation held slaves, and
sustained the institution of slavery by their laws. Since
that period slavery has been abolished in six of these
twelve original slave Slates. How was this effected I By
the Wilmot Proviso? Nobody had ever heard of Mr.
Wilmot in those days. Was it done by an act of Con¬
gress? No; Congress had no power over the subject,
and never attempted to interfere with it. Slavery was
abolished in those States by the people of each, acting
for themselves, and upon tneir own motion and respon
sibility. The people became convinced that it was for their
interests and the interests of their posterity, pecuniarily
and morally, and they did it of their own free will,and
rigidly enforced their own laws. So it was in the North¬
west Territory. By the act of Congress known as the
the ordinance of 17f»7, slavery was prohibited by lav,
hut not excluded in fact.

Slavery existed in the Territories of Illinois and In¬
diana, in spite of the ordinance, under the authority of
the territorial laws. Illinois was a slaveholding territory
in defiance of the act of Congress, but became a free
State by the action of the people when they trained our

Slate constitution, prepsrstory to their admission into the
Union Oregon prohibited slavery by the action of the
people under their provisional government before Con¬
gress established a territorial government In short,
wherever slavery had been excluded and free institu¬
tions established prior lo the Mexican law, it was done
by tbe voluntary action of the people interested, aad not
by act of Congress. Whenever Congress attempted to
interfere in opposition to the wishes of the people of the
Territory, its action remained a dead letter upon the
statute hook, and the people took such legislative action
a* coin|Kirted with their wishes and supposed inter-
eat*. Mr. Douglas then referred to the Territories
organized from Mexico, and called the attention of
the audience to the fart that the abolitionists and free-
aoilers all predicted that slavery would certainly go
into those Territories unless Congress interfered and

prohibited it by law, and condemned him because ne was
