The Committer on Pub-
I Me Buildings of tlie Senate having been authorised by a reeolu
lion of that body "lo invite plans accompanied by eetlmales lor the
eitension of the Capitol, and In allow a premium of tve hundred
dollars for the plan which may b* adopted by the Committee on Pub¬
lic Bulltiings of the Iwo houses of Congress," accordingly invite such
plans and estimates, to be delivered lo the Secretary of Iks Senate on
or before the first day of December neit.

It Is required that these plans and estimates ahall provide for the
eilension of the Capitol, either by additional wings, to be placed on

the north and south of the present building, or by the erection of a
asperate and dietincl building, within the endoawre to the east of the
building. V

would prefer that whatever plan may be proposed may have aach
reference lo and correspondence with the preaent building aa to pre
serve the general symmetry of the entire atructiirc when complete.

CONGRESSIONAL.
HIM 1HKM Of MH. BBLL,

Or TKNNKSUB,
b'Hfor supprtmng the slave trade in Ihe District

of Columbia; delivered nt the Senate Saturday, fit/item-if 14, 1850.
Mr. BELL raid: Mr. President, I would like to reasonwith my friend from Ohio [Mr. Kwinu] on the subject ofthe amendments propiwed to thin hill. { would not be

very tenacious about it, if I foresaw that any propoti-Ikmi which may be made in a separate bill, having the
fame object in *»w, was likely to be successful. Now.the senator from Ohio saya he desires to rid this bill of allthe amendment*, ho that it Hhall retain only the provisionsembraced in it when it came from the Committee of Thir¬
teen. He is favorable to the object of the bill as origi-nally reported. That senator inuNt remember that thete
are many gentlemen on this Door who think we have
no constitutional power to paws this bill. Then there
are others who do not go so far as that, hut who do not
think it ex|>edieut lo |>a«n it, even if we have the consti¬tutional power. They believe that it will be the enter¬
ing-wedge to a series of measures which will be produc¬tive of more intense and excited feeling than we have
yet experienced in the country.

Mr. EWING shook his head.
Mr. BELL. 1 know the senator from Ohio has no

such views; but the passage of this bill, naktwl as it is,
f want the senator Irom Ohio to consider, will be likely
to be misunderstood by a large cla.su of the people of the
South. Many who are as honest and patriotic in their
designs and policy as that senator or myself will think
it their duly, and that they will be promoting the true in¬
terests of the South, to point to this measure, if it shall
pass, as conclusive evidence that there is no hope that
the South will ever repose from this irritating and inter-
meddtihg system of legislation on the subject of slavery.There are many who now honestly think so, 1 have no
doubt. The senator from Ohio must remember that there
are thousands, perhaps tens of thousands, who will be
prepared to receive this impression.
Now, sir, I acquiesced in the policy of this bill aa re¬

ported, and I hail made up my mind, as a member of the
committee, to give it my support as one of the aeries of
measures then contemplated, provided the other measures
of that series should assume a shape authorizing me to
support them. 1 had not then considered maturely the
form or mode proposed for the accomplishment of the
object, nor how objectionable it might be under the cir¬
cumstances of the times. 1 should be sorry to vote for a
bill now which would produce so much mischief as I
fear would result lrom this one in its present shape in
one quarter of the country. I have no doubt that this
bill, if passed as it now stands, and without any amend¬
ment, wonld have a happy effect in the North upon the
minds of the reasonable portion of the community. Of
course it is not to be expected that anything will satisfy
the unreasonable and fanatical. 1 should be happy to
see it iiass in such a shape that it could receive the sanc¬
tion of a considerable southern vote; but I ain afraid
that cannot be accomplished without seme modification
of its present provisions.
Mr. BUTLEH, (in his seat.) That it cannot.
Mr. BELL. But I hope, sir, if the terms of the first

section of the bill can be modified, that it will secure a
handsome proportion of the southern votes, whether the
amendment now under-consideration shall be agreed to
or not. The bill is objectionable as it is.

I hope I am not enlarging the field of this- debate; but
I must say that I think a little further debate upon this
subject would not be unprofitable, if it is properly con-
duclel 1 will express here, in connexion with this
measure and the whole subject of which it forms a part,
a sentiment which I have all along entertained I do not
regret, in the slightest degree, the six, seven, or eight
months' diccussion we have had in this hall upon the
bills which we have so lately passed; and if our time
was not so very short, 1 should not care to see the debate
extended on this subject for a week or two, or even a «
month. It is an important subject.a rich one.fraught
with most imjiortaiit considerations and interests lo both
sides of this chamber and both sections of this country.
I regard the time which has been spent in these discus¬
sions, and tbe embarrassments thereby thrown in the
way of other great interests, as the most powerful argu¬
ment that has been or can be offered to tne country, and
especially to the North, against all intermeddling on their
part with the slave question. I regard it as the most po¬
tent argument that can be presented to briug the reasona¬
ble, moderate portien of the North to their reflection.
their seriots, sober reflection. I would not have cared at
all if there had been yet further and protracted discus¬
sion, and still more serious embarrassments thrown in
the way of the public business, even to the extent of em¬

barrassing tbe government itself in its operations.
The argument would then have been strengthened and

the fact demonstrated that this government cannoUtand.
that it will become impracticable if these dissensions shall
be continued. We might then hope (to use the language
employed by a great magistrate on a celebrated occasion)
to tlun ihe North into their senses upon this subject.I
mean those who think they may say and do what they
please; that no degree of exasperation, no degree of dis¬
satisfaction nor of excitement on tbe part of the South,
will be sufficient to cause them to rise up and say that
they prefer something else to tbe continuance of the
Union on such terms; or that the sy»tem of government
established by the constitution can receive no detriment
from the antt-slavery taction. That is not my opinion.
Allow me here to express another sentiment. Sir, one of
the greatest misfortunrs ol the times is that tbe Union is
deemed so strong; not that it is strong in reality, but that
it is thought to be stronger than it is. It would seem to

a

be a common sentiment at the North that the Union is im¬
pregnable lo all assaults; that faction. North and South,
may hold its per|*tual revels.fanaticism pursue its mad
projects.persona! ambition seek its gratification in ex¬
citing sectional jealousies, promoting a spirit of sectional
domination- that all these excesses may be freely in¬
dulged with impunity, and without sundering the strong
bonds of union. 1 repeat that I consider it a great mis
fortune that the Union is thought to be so strong. I do
uot regret that it is strong in fact; but I lament that its
strength should lie so overrated Strong as the cords are

which hold it. I still think ihem destructible, and thai
they may be worn away, and that they are wearing apace
unuer this eternal agitation on the subject of slavery.
With regard to the constitutional power of Congress

over this subject, I would say that the only doubt I have
of the existence of the power, either to suppress the
slave trade or to abolish slavery in this District, is in¬
spired by the respect I have for the opinions of eo many
distinguished am! eminent men, both in and out of Con¬
gress, who bold that Congress has no such power. Read
ing the constitution for myself, I believe that Congress
has all the power over the eubject in this District which
the States have within their respective jurisdictions. On
the question of tbe expediency of exercising this power,
when we consider the effect which it may have u|mn the
interests of the adjoining slave States, and the limita¬
tions upon Ihe power which may he fairly inferred from
the relative position and circumstances of the Ihstnct. I
hare more doubt. Certainly the power may be very-
clear, and yet the exercise of it very unjust and oppres
sive.and very mischievous, too.

Bnl, however great my respect may be for the opinions
of others on the question of power, there are some con¬

siderations of such high account as, in my judgment, to
make it desirable that, unless by eommon consent the
project of abolition shall be wholly K«ven up and aban¬
doned, Ihe remnant of slavery existing in the District
should be abolished at once. At the present moment,
however, the excited state of public sentiment in the
South, growing out of territorial questions, seems to
forbid such a course For myself, if the sentiment of
tbe ad|scent Stales and of the South generally Were
less inflamed, 1 would prefer that course to keeping
!¦ an open question. Slavery in Ihe District of Colum¬
bia is now the only remaining ground of contention.
the only remaining point of objection and assanlt on

the part of the anti slavery North. I do not inelude
liie fanatics. They will be satisfied with nothing
short of the extinction of slavery in the Slates; but all
others at the North disclaim any intention, or design,
or any constitutional power, to interfere with «li[«ryanywhere but in the District of Columbia. I would be
glad to see all cause of disturbance and contention in the
District wholly removed ; but let me say that this can

never be done by the abolition of slavery, unless it be
accompanied by some adequate provision for the removal
or the efle. live control of the slaves after hey shall be
emancipated. With this qualification, and in order lo
teat the determination of tbe North in regard to any fur¬
ther and continued sgrresnon upon southern feelings
and the security of southern proi»etty, I would be content

to see slsvery in the District abolished to-dav. In one

aspect of the suhject, I am M>t sure that it wonld not be a

great conservative measure, both as regards tbe Union
and the interests of the South. The District once re¬

lieved of all sources of dissension, we should be speedily
enlightened upon the question whether the North would
stop there, or raise new and more dangerous issues.
If all agitation should cease, then would the whole coun¬

try, in all its sections and interests, sx|«rienee the Mess-
