it has 1..ken a lalse step That step will, 1 sun convinced,
tend to strengthen tbe Prolostant leeHng of tbe people at
large, and will cause some p-rtor,s u> hesitate and draw
back who are disposed to make concessions to Rome, under
a mistaken impression that she has abated toinewhatot
her ancient pretensions, and that a union of the twochurcb-
es might possibly be effected, without the sacrifice of any
fundamental principle. Hardly anything could more effect¬
ually dispel that illusion tban the recent proceeding ot the
itoman Pontiff. He virtually condemns and excommuni¬
cates tbe whole English church.sovereign, bishops, clergy,
and laity.and shuts the dojc against e very scheme ol com¬
prehension, save that which should tak» lor its basis an en¬
tire and unconditional submission to tbe spiritual authority
of tbe Bishop of Rome."
A pastoral letter has also keen published from Cardinal

Wisemaa, of which tbe following is an extract:
