section of the country".
A large meeting of citizens of Ontario and adjacent

counties assembled at the Franklin Hall on Saturday,
November 2, 1830.
At 3 o'clock, p. in , Peter M. Dux. esq., the chairman

of the committee of arrangements, called tha meeting to
order.
Mr. D. mid: Fellow-citizens : As chairman of the com¬

mittee of arrangements, it has been made my duty to
propose the names of gentlemen to preside over your
proceedings, and to call your attention to the object* for
which we have assembled. The object is a noble one.
the noblest that can inspire the heait and give vigor to
the arm of an American patriot.to defend your constitu¬
tion. to assart and reiterate your devotion to the Union
of these Slates.that glorious confederacy, cemented by
the blood of our revolutionary sires, and consecrated
by the patriotism and wisdom of Washington and his
illustrious associates. [Cheers.] Without distinction of
party.with no reference whatever to the comparatively
insignificant matters which ordinarily engage the atten¬
tion of a |K>litical assemblage, mat to advance the
interests of a party or the election of a certain set of
men.we have come together to device the best means to
arrest the dangerous excitement which the distempered
zeal of fanatic* and the unholy ambition of demagogues are

fanning into a flaine, threatening to involve our beloved
country in the dreadful disasters of disunion and civil
war, if its mad progress is not staid in time. Fellow-
citizens, for the purpose of organizing this metting, I
propose as your president Gen. Joseph G Swift, who has
on more than one ofpasion perilled his life in defence of
that Union and that constitution which you are now
called upon to sustain.a man whose eminent character
as a citizen, and whose distinguished position in military
science, will no doubt, render it a matter of congratula¬
tion to you to hail him as your presiding officer.

Mr. Dox's motion was carried by acclamation, and
General Swift took his position on the platform amidst
great cheering.

General Swift, on taking the chair, said :
Fellow citizens Accept my thanks for the honor

you have conferred in calling me to preside over an as¬

semblage of men of both the great political parties of the
Union, assembled to declare our firm purpose to sustain
the laws of that Union.the only means whereby the
Union can be sustained.nay,* the only means whereby
society can hold together.
A few weeks ago we were all rejoicing over the peace

measures.over the laws that fanatics and demagogues
now urge you to resist. Why so? If there be any ob¬
scurity in the law. Congress, that assembles in a few
weeks, will make it clear. If the law be unconstitutioi.*
al, the Supreme Court will say so: that court is the only
power to say so legally. That constitution is the su

preine law. You all know that not only that constitu¬
tion, but the very Union itaelf, could not have been ere-i
ated if our fathers had not agreed to maintain every right
and privilege that existed in each State of the confed-
e<acy. By the acts of those fathers we tneaa to stand.
But thia subject will be more fully explained by the
speakers.
And now, fellow-citizens, we will proceed to complete
