Furnishing Alall l^ocics and Keys.
Post Office Df-pautmlkt,

March 14, 1861.

IT being desirable to substitute locks and keys of some other kind
for those now in use for the mail service of the United Btate*,

specimen locks and keys, with proposals to furnish the same, will
be received and considered at the Po*t OAice Department until the
fir»t day of July next. The different lock* will be submitted to a

commission for examination and report. Upon thi* report contracts
will, as soon a* practicable, be entered into for furnishing such locks
and keys for four year*, with the right on the part of the Postmaster
General for the time being to extend and continue the contract in

force for an additional term (if four year*, by giving to the contractor
a written notice to that effect, not more than nine nor less than *ix

month* before the termination of the fir*t term of four year*.
With a view of procuring the best lock at the lowest price, no kind

of lock is prescribed a* a standard the department relying for u se¬

lection on the mechanical skill and ingenuity which a fair coiupeti
tion, now invited, may develop, lii*, however, proper to state that'
a lock suitable for the mail service should posses* the following
qualities, viz durability, uniformity, lightness, and strength.
For the purpose of displacing simultaneously all the mail lock*

and keys now in use, about thirty thousand new lock* and twenty
thousand keys adapted thereto will be required to be furnished t>y
the contractor wituin seven months after the contract shall have
been entered into ; altvrward* the annual supply will depend on the
durability of th« lock* and key* adopted, as well a* the increase of
the tuail service ; but it will probably never exceed ill amount three
thousand of the former, and one thousand of the latter. J
No lock will be considered if it be like any already in general use ;

nor will any one with whom the contract may be made be allowed
lo make, sell, or finiiisb any lock or key similar to those contracted
for for any other purpose or use than that of the Post Office Depart¬
ment.
The kind of lock adopted must be patented, and the patentee will

be required, on entering into contract, to make an assignment of his
patcul for the exclusive use and benefit of the department, if the
Postmaster General shall deem such requirement essential to the in¬
terest* of the service, fn cane of the failure of the contractor at any
time to fulhl faithfully the term* and conditions of his contract, the
