Then followed an open barouche, drawn by four black
horses, decked with four small Hegs, and driven by Mr.
John McClintock. This contained Governor Kossuth,
Mayor Jerome, and Chiel Justice Legrand. Kossuth
wis dressed in a black suit, and wore a Hungaraip hat
wilh a black plume. He stood up the most of the ume,
und bowed repeatedly in answer to the cheers that greeted
him in all ditections.

Next came a long line of carriages, containing Madame
Koesuth, Madame I'ulsky, and the members of his suite ;
the members of the city council of Baltimore, commitlees
of 1eception on the part of the citizens, und a delegation
[rom the city council of Philadelphia, who, together with
the sub-committees of reception on ihe part of the city
council and of the citizens of Baltimore, accompanied the
distinguished guest to this city.

Alter these came vanous associations, consisting mainly
of Germane, and comprising about two thousand persous,
They carried elegant banners, and had severnl bands of
musie with them, and altogether formed a most atiractive
feature of the procession.  The following are the numes
ol the associations :

The streets through which the procesaion passed, noi-
withstanding the large quantities of ice and snow which
had accumulated, were thronged by immense crowds of

¢, of all ages and conditons, who seemed 1o vie
with each other in doing hooor to the distingmished
exile.
The American and Hungarian flage were displayed at

moast animated and imposing one.
The procession reached the Eotaw House about 5
o'clock, and Kossuth was escorted to his al:lnmunta by
Mayor Jerome. The marhle portico of the hotel was
elegantly decormted and trimmed with red, white, and
blue cloth, whilst above was formed the rostrum, dis-
aying at the corners the United States and Hungarian
s, Shortly alter his arrival, und in compliance with
repeated calls, e made his appearance on the plaiform,
and was greeted with loud cheers.  Silence having been
restored, Kossuth proceeded to make a lew remarks,
which were warmly applauded. He thanked those
present, and the citizens of Baltimore generally, lor their
nerons, heartfelt, and warm reception and welcome
¢ bud expected much sympathy and kindness when he
visited this eountry ; bal the m-rrlmn which he had re-
ceived, and whu-ja had sprung [rom the warm love of
{reedom in the hearta of the American people, had more
than egoalled his anticipations, and would have a great
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dence, strouger than language can express it, of the de.
votion of the American people 1o the institutions of our
cowmon couplry ; and italso evinces their bigh spprecia-
tion and admiration of that man —uly. s, of you—Kos.
suth—who has dared, in the very face of tytanny and

oppression, to advocats the principles of liberty and
equality 10 his fellow-man. I you, sir, though etripped
of weallh und power, we recognise the patriol whose in

tegrity wnd honesty ghpurpose will stand the scrutiny of
all ime=the friend who knows no guile, whose bosom
is transpurent and deep, in the bottom of whose heart is
rooted every tender and sympathetic virtue.  In Kossuth,
my fellowseitizens, as he has been justly called the
Washangton of Hungury, we behold 4 wan alwayw true
in patriolic devolion 1o his own eountry—always great—
always lirm like the rock which far from land [ifts its
majestic top above the waves, and remuins unshaken by
the storms which agitate the great ocean around it.

The patriotic welcome, eir, that has greeted you by the
American people, from the moment you first stepped upon
our sacred suil, strongly and powerfully indicates the
universal sympatby we entertain ns citizens of the great-
est republic in the world for bleeding, down-trodden
Hungary. it I

Twenty-five millions of Ireemen, sir, without interest
lo warp their judgments, without prejudice or animosity

And happy, indeed, sir, would you have fulfilled your
sacred mi s but for de ic treachery, Russian inter
ference, and Russian gold. Doomed as you were—ban-
ished from your own native land, 10 seek in the domin-
ions of the Twk a refuge for yourself and the brave pa-
triots and exiles that accompany you—surrounded as you
have been by circumstances of a most distressing char-
acler to a greal mind—weighed down with sorrow, and
indeed a man of grief, unul, by the providence ol God
and the humane interference of our own government, the
bars of your prison-house were broken open, awd an
Apostle of Liberty is once more [ree—the dark fore-
bodings of the past recede, and a bright and glorious fu-
ture opens Lo view. As an American citizen, Lam proud
lo say to you, be of good cheer.  Covered as you are this
day by the flag of our glorious Union, you have come
lorth Trom bondage, | irust, conguering and 1o conquer—
under the folds of that flag that floats 10 day over our
wide domaln, from the banks of the St Lawreaee to the
far.off shores of the Pacitic, from North 1o South, upon
every hill-top and in every valley, the honored ensign of
u great and glorious republie,

That banner is associated with all the glories of our
past history. 15 folds glitter to-day before the eves of
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It shirouds isell ap within its sell-woven house, bat it
connot remain forever there, It must creep out.  But
when It creeps out, it does it ooly 10 die. [Cheers. )
Even so nations.  Secluded they could not remain for-
ever, Unce their own necessity would foree them Lo
ereep out, but then they would only do #o 1o die,

It is therefore | say that every nation is under the
necessity of mutual wercourse with other nations, wol
therefure it must have what we call a foreign policy—
that is, a rule regulating and also promoting the natwe of
this intercourse, so as 10 become subservient 1o the moral
and material interests of its own country. But you will
gﬂhlpn object to me that yoa bave a foreign policy. You

ave such adecisive rule—~and that is the principle not to
meddle with European concerns—not to care about the
condition of Eur Well, thin is the policy of the silk
worm—1thal is, when ihe eutire foreign policy is summed
up it results in not hum;g any foreign policy at all.  Buat
you say Europe in o far—ioo remote—iLat its vicissi-
tudes cannot affect your own interests, However, to this
| answer, it is one of your own glories that the word
“distance” has become an empty word. There is nothing
more now heard of distapce. [Lood cheering. )

Besides, what is European distance ! You have paita
ol your own united republican territory more distant Irom
other parts of it than Hungary is; and Nature itself bas
refuted the objection of distance, Is Europe tpo far for
you 1o bave commercial intercourse with it? No; you
hnve more such intercourse with it than with all the rest
of the world. Or would you only have the favor of that
intercourse without the duties nf"rtf That is impossible.
The disregard ol duties would sooner or later kil the
favors ol that intercourse ; and nations live not for ta-
day—they live for eternity, [Loud cheers ] 1 will not
remind you where a link of nature, blood, language, ori-
gin, science, industry, civilization exists, and still is in-
cieasing between you and Europe.

its happiness or distress; its progress, stagnation, or retro-

ression—must forcibly react upon you as yours upon
Surope.  You can therefore not remaw indiflerent to the
condition of that in Europe which reacts upon your own
condition in 80 mMaNY respects,

And, not being able to remain indifferent, then you
cannot take for a true policy not to have towards Eurape
any policy at all. So you must adopt a real effective pol-
icy, that of not being indifferent, but of being interested
in'the condition of Europe, Never will you have a more
important opportunity for that—never could the adoption
of u real policy, founded upon l;rincipler. become either
more glorious and more favorable to you, or more bene-
ficiul 1o humanity. [Cheera.] What is the condition of
the European continent ¢ It a8 the condition of oppres-
sion, ruled by Russian commands, and executed hg ita
ratellites, Every one knows that that condition is entirely
impossible to endure.
