It is too much to expect
that those who have loved and honored him in life will
now, that he is gone, sustain the candidate to whom not
only his political interests, but even hia life haa been sac¬
rificed.
These are the principal reasons, combined with the

universal distrust of the wisdom and ability of tbe whig
candidates, which have led to the present proud position of
the democratic party. It but remains for us now to com¬
plete the work so noblv commenced. One more effort,
and the day is ours, we have everything to encourage
us to make this efl'ort. Our candidates have stood nobly
the most searching investigation into their fitness for tbe
otiices to which they have been nominated. Our princi¬
ples and measures have proved their excellence during
yeare of experiment; our party harmonious and united,
Ireed of sectional dissensions, we move forward to tri¬
umph.

The Mate Elections of IMS Compared with thsee

of IM40. 1844, and 1848.
The whig |>apers are inventing all sorts of flimsy ex¬

cuses for the overwhelming defeats they have sostsined
this jesr, when contending under the banner of Gen.
Scott, but in no one do we see tbe trus reason given, viz :
beaten for want ofvo'n. I hey are unwilling to admit
that the State elections which have been held thia year
are any criterion of tbe respective strength of the two
patties on the presidential question, and indeed in some
cases maintain tlie veiy opposite, and draw Irom a defeat
consolatory assurances of a triumph next time To sadi
straits are they reduced by their necessities. They know
well that the history of the |iast has proven beyond con¬
troversy that the Mate elections during the year of a
presidential contest are in a gieat measure influenced by
it, and that they are a faithful mirror o( public sentiment.
They know fuither, loo, that a defeat at a Stale election
has a discounting tfleet, and that it is almost univer¬
sally the ca^e that the tltftaltd party is more kaMy bia'm
at the presidential contest than it was before.
We ilo not recollect of a single instance in opposition

to this rale. The chances are a hundred to one in laenr
>.f tti. * .- y \N e will relreOi the recollec¬
tions of our whig frienda by reviving the reininiaceoces
of tha thiee last presidential contests. In 1840 every
State election, without one exception, was disastrous to
the democratic paity. " Tippecanoe and Tyler,too," wu«
the watchword under which we were beaten; and it wan
in vain that we attempted to stein the torrent that set in
aifsust us, and the strongest democratic Slates yielded to it.
The first Stale election of importance in tbe opening of
the camiiaign was Connecticut; and here the democrats
weie beaten some four or five thousand voles, being n
large whig gain over the preceding contest. Rhode Island
followed, giving an increaaed wing majority. Tben came
Lou'Siana, in which the democrats were badly defeated
on the popular vote. Then cams the August elections,
which were still worse lor the democracy. Tbe whig
Candida's for governor was elected in Indiana by soma
eight thousand majority, though the democrats tan
again't him a veiy popular op;«>nent. Kentucky went
whig also by an overwhelming vole, their governor *n-
ceiving some seventeen thousand majority. Saunders,
democrat, was beaten in North Carolina by eight or nine
thousand majority for governor.
Vermont followed in September, and rolled vp a meeh

larger whig majority than usual, amounting to some ten
thousand. Hut Maine struck the most disastroas blow
to the democratic causa, sbe having been previously a
strong democratic Stale, but in September, 1840, she
elected Kent (whig) governor by a small majority. The
whig* elected 7'homas Corwin governor of llhio in Oc¬
tober oflbstyearby 16,000 majority, and carried Geor¬
gia by some 3,000. In Pennsylvania the run was veryclose, and the parties were about equally balanced, bst
the whigs succeeded in carrying the legislature Manydemocrats said then that these State electiona were no
test, and that we should do better at the preeideatialcontest. Hut we found in the sequel that they were;
for we were beaten on President in every one of the
Slates that we had lost at the State electiona, and ia
each instance by increased majorities.

In 1844 the results of the Stale elections indicated the
triumph of Mr Polk, the democratic candidate. Indiana,
Illinois, and Misaoun went democratic in Auguat, and
though Kentucky and North Carolina went whig, it was
by small majorities. In the former State Hurler, (demo¬
crat,) who ran for governor, came within four thousand
voles of an election, while Grahsm, tbe present whigcandidale for Vice President, only beat Hoke, (democrat.)
for governor, some 3,.'><*). Vermont, too, went whig by
a less majority than nsual, which was a favorable indica¬
tion. Maine elccted a democratic governor by len thou¬
sand ma)oriiv, with a strong preponderance of the aame
party in the legislature.

(Georgia went democratic in October by some two thou¬
sand majority, arid Pennsylvania followed suit by about
.1,000, that being (Jovernor Shunk's majority Ohio went
whig by a smsll majority, Tod (democrat) being beaten
lor governor about l.ooo votes. Now, every one of these
States that went democratic at the first contest went
for Mr. Polk in November by increased majorities, while
all tbe Stales that the wings carried voted lor Mr. ClayIt will be 'een that the State election that year, as well
as 1810, reflected public sentiment entirely on the pree-ideatial question. Ws come now to IStS, when tbeyin like manner showed that General Taylor would be
chosen In August of that year the democrats carried,
as usual, Indiana. Illinois, and Missouri, ami the whigsNorth Carolina and Kentucky. There was no changeeither in Vermont or Maine, the first of which wentwhig, and the latter democratic. Hut the October elec¬
tions resulted disastrously for the democracy. Georgiaand Florida went over tu the whig ranks, and Penn¬
sylvania. wfnth had been relied upon for Cass, and in¬deed was the sheet anchor of our hopes, elected a whig
governor (Johnston) by a majority of some 300, and also
