The Menage.
The annual communication of the President to Con¬

gress, which we now lay before our readers, what¬

ever may be its faults in other respects, has at least the

merit of comparative brevity. Its opening paragraphs
ucognise the force arid significance of the great popular
verdict which has ordered a change of administration.
iud refer in becoming terms to the recent deatb, during
the recess of Congress, of the late Secretary of State.

In describing the condition of the treasury, the ines-

sige represents the expenditure, for the ordinary expenses
of the government during the fiscal year ending on the

Wth of June last, to have amouuted to about thirty-six
millions and a half, exclusive of payments on account of the

public debt, which amounted to about nine millions and

n half- Before any ta'isfactory conclusion in regard to

the public economy can be arrived at from this statement,

a will be necessary to examine the details from which it

is made up as required to be presented in the report of

the Secretary of the Treasury. The total imports during
the last li*cal year, including merchandise and specie,
amount to about two hundred and twelve millions and

a half. The exports, including domestic productions,
foreign merchandise re-exported, and specie, amount

during the same |»eriod to a little more than two hundred
snd ten millions. The balance in the treasury on the
30th of June la«t is stated at near fifteen millions of
ihilirr. Since that period near two and a half mil¬

lions of that surplus have been applied to the payment
of the public Jebt. The existing balance in the treas¬

ury is, notwithstanding, at this day larger than it
was on the 30th of June last ; and the President an¬

nounces that the public debt will continue to be re¬

duced by payment as fast as the law, limiting the

prices at which (he government stocks may be purchased,
will allow.
In closing this portion of the message, the President

reneu s hi* rfcuniiieii.latiotis ( I last year in favor of high¬
er ind specifi: duties f >r the purpose of projection. The
Ule election, clearly Manifesting the popular delerini-
»'ion against such a policy, would seem to render any

discussion of it at this time unnecessary.
The message gives a statement somewhat more detailed

than usual of the quantity of the public lands which has
been appropriated and disp s»d of for various purposes dw-
rmg the past fiscal year. This will be read with interest

The President also renews a variety of recommenda
tions, principally in regard to the organization of several

department* of the public service, which, having been

brought to the at'ention of Congress at the commence¬

ment of its last session, have not yet been finally acted on

In regard to the Mexican boundary commission, the mei-

sar»strikesusasesprcially unsatisfactory. It atatts merely
in effect that the commission has been broken down by the

proviso introduced into the appropriation bill requiring the
President, before using any part of the sum appropriated
for the commission, to be satisfied that the line adopted
by it was in fact the line prescribed by the treaty. It has
been understood that the administration, acting through
the Department of the Interior, ha* assumed its full share
of the responsibility of adopting the line actually run by
the commission; and we cannot bot regard it as extraor¬

dinary that the President should hive failed to set forth
in his message the grounds upin which liis adminittra
tion proceeded in so doing, inatead of confining himself
to an urgent request to Congress to vote a new appropri¬
ation for running that undisputed part of the line which
lesin the channel of the Rio (Jrande. The country, we
think, will see in such a disposition of the matter by
the President only an effort to avoid the responsibility ol
past errors and existing difficulties.

Rut that portion of the message which will moat at¬

tract the public attention is in those passages which re¬

late to the foreign relations and policy of the country.
Tke closing paragraphs consist of a somewhat formal
*nd solemn warning agsinst the danger of inltrttn/itm
in the affairs of foreign nations. Admitting the correct'
less of the positions which the Preaident assumes

upon this topic, it is not easy to find, in the present state

ol the country, or of the puMic feeling, any special oc¬

casion for such a homily. No party in the country, that
we know of, propore* or advocates measures of inter¬

vention. No such policy is advocated, except ao far as

policy of self protection and aelf-preservation.

Ihe I' inheriea question appears of late to have eugsged
much of the attention of the government; and the Presi¬
dent announces the intention of concluding, if possible,
during the winter, two conventions with Great Britain,
which shall involve a fuller aud more liberal recognition
of our rights in the fishing grounds, and a regulation of
our commercial intercourse with British provinces. It is
not lo be doubted that soaie such negotiations, if judi.
ciou.ly conducted and brought to a successful result,
might be of very considerable public utility.

But we must reserve for another occasion further com-
naents u|>on the message. There are several topics of in¬
terest embraced in it. which we have at this moment
neither time nor space to notice. In its literary character
it compares, we think, favorably with any of its prede¬
cessors during the present whig dynasty; but, as a whole,
it certainly presents new and conclusive evidence that
the policy of the whig party is wholly inadequate to the
due comprehension and maintenance of our national in¬
terests.

Tbe constitutional right of this gentleman to take in*
scat iu tlit Senate at its approaching session will neces¬

sarily give rise toau interesting point of constitutional
law, touching the true organization of the Senate, and
worthy of the gravest consideration of that distinguished
and co-ordinate branch of our uational legislature. The
principle involved in it, and the precedent to be estab¬
lished by its settlement, invest its examination with a

profound interest, and occasion no little speculation and
discussion with the public at large as to its final adjust¬
ment. It pervades the bosom of all, because all are in¬
terested in the true interpretation of the organic law of
the republic, which should he held sacred and inviolable
by all; and neither of the contesting claimants can, in a

tpuil of chivalric generosity, relinquish the seat to the
other. He alone can occupy it to whom the constitution
awards it, according to its true meaning as expounded by
the Senate.
The circumstances of this controversy or difficulty are

few, and briefly told: Mr. Clay, a senator from Kentucky,
whilst in his seal, and during tbe last session of the
legislature of his Slate! resigned his seat in the Senate,
the resignation to take dfect on the lirst of September
last, and the legislature thereupon proceeded to elect Mr.
Archibald Dixon to fill the unexpired term of Mr. Clay,
commencing 011 that day when the resignation would
create a vacancy in the Senate. Tbe legislature subse¬
quently adjourned. Mr. Clay died after that adjourn¬
ment, but before the arrival of the first of September,
when his resignation was to take effect, and Governor
Powell appointed Mr. David Meriwether to fill the va¬
cancy occasioned by Mr. Clay's death, and expressly lim¬
ited the duration of bis appointment to the first of Sep¬
tember, on the presumption that Mr. Dixon'a term of ser¬
vice would then constitutionally commence.
It must be recollected,in considering these circumstances,

that the resignation of Mr. Clay was prospective in its
operation.occasioned no actual vacancy at the time of
sending it to the legislature, and was intended to occasion
none until the first of September succeeding it. Until
the arrival of that day the vacancy contemplated and in¬
tended by Mr. Clay stood suspended, or remained in
fieri, having no aetual existence as a matter of fact, hi
was a thing merely in contemplation; and prior to the
arrival of the first of September the legislature of Ken¬
tucky had adpurned. On the occurrence or happening
of the vacancy arising from his act of resignation.in
other words, on the lirst of September, when the vacancy
took effect.a recess of the legislature actually existed.
The resignation of Mr. Clay was butanactof that day.
With this understanding of the facts, let us see what

remedy the constitution has provided to meet a vacancy
in the Senate caused by resignation or otherwise.
The constitution, first article and third section, in treat¬

ing of the organization, powers, and renewal of the Sen¬
ate, holds the following clear and distinct language: "If
vacancies happen, by resignation or otherwise, during the
recti1 of the legislature of any State, the executive thereof
may make temporary appointments wntiltlie next meeting
of the legislature, which shall then fill such vacancies."
According to the true meaning and interpretation of this
clause, if the vacancy happen during the recess of the
legislature, the State executive is authorized to Ail it by a

temporary appointment, which is to last until the next
meeting of the legislature; and if tbe vacancy happen
during the session of ihe legislature, they are authorized
to fill it. Whenever it occurs, whether in the recess or
in the session of the legislature, it is met by an ample
provision, leaving us only to ascertain when the vacancy
has happened, to determine which of the two departments
of the State government is to fill it.

It is important at this point of the investigation to in¬
quire what is meant by the expression, " if a vacancy
ba|»pen by resignation." Does it mean a vacancy in fact,
or a prospective, potential, or constructive vacancy.' Pro¬
spective vacancies, tn the ordinary acceptation of the
term, are of two descriptions. One is a vacancy which
occurs intermediately in a senatorial teim of service, be-1
iween its commencement and termination, and cannot be
filled by tbe legislature in anticipation, without an en-
croachment upon tbe constitutional authority of the
State executive to fill all vacancits which occur, or ma)
occur, in fact, during the recess of the legislature. Such
an anticipation, in principle, could be made to compir
bend all vacanciia, whenever and however occurring,
which would effectually annihilate all executive ap-'
pointmrnts. But interregnums between senatorial terms'
of service are not within the purview and operation of
thia clause, as such a vacancy cannot, with any propriety
ofspeech.be said to happen by lesignation, when Ihe
term of service has not been tolled. The legislature may
provide prospectively for an interregnum, possessing as

they do the sole power to fill it, without an interfeience
or collision with another department in the exercise of
its constitutional powers Hut not so as to the other
claaa of vacancies. If ihe legislature exercise the power
to anticipate and fill prospective vacancies in the Senate
of the first description, or such aa may occur in fact dur¬
ing their recess, the authority of the Slate executive to
make temporary appoinlmenla in such cases is necessa¬

rily and completely annulled.collision at once occurs
between the two departments, and the executive power of
making temporary appointments, instead of depending on
the contingency ol a vacancy happening in tbe Senate, as

provided by the constitution, is made to depend on the
foibearonu of the legislature to anticipate the occur¬
rence, approach, or existence of such vacancy. Such a

rule of interpretation cannot be countenanced. The ir-
reconcileable antagonism and conflict which it practically
introduces in reference to vacancies between two depart*
'men's of the S'ate government, intended to ad in bar-
mony, and in the alternative only, one acting where Ihe
other could not act conveniently, is an unanswerable
argument against it.

But however satisfactory or convincing this view of
the subject may appear on general reasoning, it ia not
without high authority to strengthen ami support it.
Judge Story, in his Commentaries on Ibe Constitution,
uses the following langusge: "As vacancies might occur

in tbe Senate during the recess of the State legislature,
it became indispensable to provide for thst exigency Ac-
cordingly the same clause proceeds to declare,'And if
vacancies happen, by resignation or otherwise, during the
recess of the legislature, the executive thereof msy make
temporary appointments until ihe next meeting of the
legislature, which ahall then fill such vacancies.' It does
not appear that any strong objection was urged against
this proposition, although it was not adopted without
some opposition. There seem to have been three courses

presented for the consideration of the convention either
to leave the vacancies unfilled until the meeting ol
the State legislature j or to eJlov Ute Stale legulnture$ In
provide at their plemrure pmipecti*ely for the occurrence,
or to confide a lemporary appointment to some select!
Slate functionary or body. The latter deemed the
mo«t satisfactory and convenient course." And in a

note to this paragraph he observes, "In the ca»e of Mr
l/inman, a senator from Connecticut, a question occurred
whether the Slate executive could make an appointment
in the rccra* of ihe State legislature in sntkipa/inn of the
expiration of the term of office ol an eiiiting eenntor. It
was decided by the Senate that be could not make such
an appointment. The facts were, thai Mr. I.snman'a
term of service a* senator expired on the third of March.
1839. The President had convoked Ihe Senate to meet
on the fourth of March. The governor cf Connecticut,;
in the recess of Ibe legislature, (whose session would be
in May,) on the ninth of the preceding February, appoint-
ed Mr Lanmaii as aanalor to sit in the Senate after Ihe
third of March. The Senate, by a vote c f twtniy-ihree
to eighteen, decided that the app>m'me*t ermld net! he son-

Itituheinallf mnde until after the vacancy hml mtually cc
enred."
On the authority of this eminent and profound com-

mentator upon constitutional la-v.nn.l ihe argument sub-
muted on general reasoning, it may be safely assume.I
that the vacancies contemplated and m»ant in this clause
of the constitution are vacancies in fact occurring in the
term of service, as contradistinguished from such as art-

prospective, potential, or constructive; and that the ob¬
ject of the convention in incorporating this clause as an

express provision in the constitution, was to negative the
authority of the legislature to provide prospectively for
tbe occurrence of a vacancy. The decision of the Senate
is in prinoiple to the same edee.t, although it related to
ihe authority of the executive prospectively to fill an in
terregnum. instead of a vacancy, in a senatorial teres of
service. Mr. I«anman, of Connecticut, was appointed
by tha executive of hia State before a vacancy or inter-

reauuin had occurred, and in anticipation of it* occur¬
rence; but the Senate, on full cousideration of the mat¬
ter, decided that Ihe appointment uuId not be constit ulitn-
uily miJi mUii Ike inuum) kuJ actually <hcurtttl. The
contingency which is to create a vacancy must be a con¬
tingency ia fact, and create or occasion a vacancy in fact;
arid authority to the legislature to fill vacancies which
occur during their session cannot be tortured into au¬
thority to fill such aa occur in fact during tbe rrceaa of
the legislature. So that this construction seems to rest
on the solid foundations of both |>riuciple and authority;
anJ in) election or appointment to fill a prospective vacan¬
cy, which has not occurred in fact, is constitutional and
valid. In such cases the contingency on which the au¬
thority was to be exercised has not occurred, and wheth¬
er it is to be exercised by the legislature or State execu¬
tive is expressly made to depend on the time of its occur¬
rence.
The principle of construction being settled, its applica¬

tion to thecase of the senator elect from Kentucky is easy.
The authority vested in the legislature to fill a vacancy by
election depends on the occurrence of the vacancy.in
fact, during the session of the legislature. Now, it is
palpable no vacancy existed iu Mr. Clay's seat during
the session of the legislature of Kentucky, in conse¬
quence of his resignation, unless the anomalous fact is
ti uu that it was vacant whilst he occupied it in the Senate.
He continued in his seat for months after the adjourn¬
ment of the legislature, and no vacancy in fact hap|x>ned,
come to pass, or actually existed, during that session ; and
it is a solecism in terms and substance.in thought and
fact.incomprehensible and embarrassing to the mind.
to admit as a practical truth the actual existence of a thing
which ia yet to come to pass, and to acknowledge that
things put and future.things to exist and things exist¬
ing.are one and the same in substance. His resig-
signatiori could not authorize them to elect a suc¬
cessor, unless it occasioned an actual and existing va¬

cancy during that session; and it is preposterous to insist
that a resignation, to take effect at a f uture time, creates a

vacancy before it takes effect. Such a resignation is an
inchoate and incomplete act until consummated by the
effluxion of time; and is an unexecuted purpose, which
postpones the vacancy to ? specified and future period, ft
m a nonentity until then, and ex riihUo nihil fit. if Mr.
Clay, under a prospective resignation, could in the inter¬
mediate time constitutionally hold his seat, it could not
be constitutionally vacant. No vacancy in fact existing
at the time of Mr. Dixon's election, and during the ses¬
sion of the legislature, hu election a* senator ii unconstitu¬
tional, null, and voil; but the death of Mr. Clay occa¬
sioned a vacancy in fact during the recess of the legisla¬
ture, which was constitutionally filled by the appointment
of Mr. Meriwether. The restriction upon the duration
of his appointment in his credentials is void, the coaslilu-
tion havirg fixed its duration until the next meeting of
the legislature, which in Kentucky will not occur until
December, 1803; and Mr. Meriwether is still the senator
of Kentucky. XIMINES.

Official returns or Maryland..The following is
the official returns for electors at the late presidential
election;

He sa>s that a resolution
offered by him was passed on the 4t!i of February, call¬
ing upon the President "to communicate to the House, if
not detrimental tt> the public interests, all the instructions
from the Department of State to the diplomatic agents of
the United States abroad, not heretofore communicated to
Congress, declaratory of or relating to tbe policy of the
government of the United States in relation to the island
of Cula." In accordance with this resolution, the cor-
respon4<'nce in question was sent by the President to

Congress without comment, and by Congress to the
printer without having been r«ad or examined! Mr.
Faulkner assigns as a reason for this, that "it was to¬
wards the close of a protracted session, and under cir¬
cumstances that might have caused it to esca]>e the atten-
tion of the mast vigilant member of that body."
This "explanation" presents the matter in a much

worse light than b fore. Besides the lack of wisdom
manifested in exposing our action in regard to Cuba at
the time when it could do no good, it now appears that
the whole transaction has been conducted with an extra-
ordinary inattention and imprudence. It is a humiliating
commentary on the way in which things are done at
Washington, that a diplomatic correspondence, involving
such great and complicated interests, involving the ex-

pendittre of a bundled millions of dollars, and involving
l»erhaps the question of a foreign war, can be heedlessly
thrown upon tbe Clerk's desk, and then transferred to
the columns of a daily paper, without a word of caution
from the executive department of the government, and
without tbe intention or even the knowledge of Con-
ire*!

not be made.leaving it to the discretion of the Presi-
dent either to transmit it without commentary, or to ac-
