pay high prices f jr them. He was in favor of repealingall lawa for the tale of public land*. The government
must necessarily own the lands; and it was as able to
wait till they were wanted l'>r cultivation ai (tie specu¬lator*, and he thought it should hold them for that pur-
|Kise ; then, if they must bo sold, to sell thein at a low
price.
Another plan was known as Bennett's bill, which pro-

posed to divide Hie Uml arcording to coiiKres^iunal pop¬ulation. Hy thin plan Tennewer would get some twentymillion*, which it wan proposed should he divided be¬
tween railroad* and school', and which is being advo¬
cated in Tennessee. Mr Cluy proposed to Bell the lands
and divide the proceed*, which was much better thanBennett's hill, hut that lia been abandoned. Mr. J. con¬tinued: You cannot go to the new States and enter
laud, and Mr. Dennett proposes, to avoid this difficulty,to issue fifty millions of land warrants. The sales of
public lands now amount to about two and a quarter mil¬
lions annually, at $1 'Jo per acre ; but throw fifty mil¬
lions into the market, and what will they bring ? NewYork and Pennsylvania Would have their warrants ; thesupply would he so much greater than the demand that

The action of ihe convention which reassembled at
Harrisburg on Thursday last completes the ticket of the
democratic party for the approaching Slate election, it
a giatifying and auspicious to contemplate the complete
harmony which prevailed in every stageoi the proceedings,
notwithstanding the predictions of the entire opposition,
and the unworthy achemings of a few interested partisans
in our own ranks. It required but little couununicaiioa

possesses, in a high degree, all the qualifications of na¬
ture and culture which are indispensable to his present
responsible position. It is no small matter, however,
that our executive has hesu so directly and unequivo-cally eus ained by the patty; and we are satisfied that
their generous conduct will not be without its due influ-
cnce in fortilying him in the salutary policy which tta*
characterized his entire administration. It could not
well hare been otherwise, when the voice of rest ei-s
. nd prurient faction had already inspired the common
enemy with the hope of mtesliue dissension, which a
dex erous policy might ultimately 'uin to their advast-
age But the motive for such dissension has been utter¬
ly dissipated, and the democracy of Pennsylvania now
stand as united and Ann as they have ever stood, when
the call summoned them to the conflict. We believe
ihat the patly will find cause lor grateful ascriptions to
the prudent ard conciliatory, though decided, measures
o( the convention, in many years of its future triumphant
career.

THE TIDES AT KE¥ WEST. FLORIDA, FROM OB-
MEHVAHONS MADI'I IN CONNEXION WITH THE
U S. COASI' SUKVKY.

The result- are from one year's hourly observations of

the tides at Fart Taylor, Key West. The. tides ebb unit
How twice in twenty-four hours, but the diurusl inequal¬
ity in height is relatively large, amounting in a mean to
0 53 feet, and reaching in extreme canes 0 8J feet. The
mean rise and fall of the tide being about 1 'I feet, a knowl¬
edge of the laws of the diurnal irregularity, by which suc¬
cessive huh or low water* may differ is very important.
Tlie corrected establishment for Key West is 9 hours 22
minutes. The diagrams show the peculiarities of these
tides by (he daily curves. There being two tides in lite
day, the observations admit of a discussion by the or*
dinary methods, as those adopted by rue for the tides of
the Gulf of Mexico. A comparison of Ibe results has
thus been instituted. The half-monthly inequality m
shown hi table I, and the accompanying diagram. The
law of interval and height is compared with theory, and
the differences are very small. The transit to which
the tide should be referred is the second before the high
water The constants are deduced from the formula.
The diurnnl inet/u ili/y is also obtained by the usual
method. That or hign water is greater than that of low,
i.i the proportion of 7(Jto 61. A comparison of the di¬
urnal inequality in interval is made witn theory.
The discussion is continued by decomposing the curves

of observation into two.a semi-diurnal and diurnal
curve, treating the interval between their maximum or¬
dinate* as variable. The mode of adjusting the pom-
pound curve, so to give the best result in coinparipr it
with the curve of observation, is shown. The set of
curves are compared on the diagram before referred to.
The half-monthly inequality of times and heights, found
in this way, agree renmrkutily with the formula, and a
correction being applied for the difference between the
solar and lunar day, agree perfectly with the previous
results They are compared in curves on the diagrams.
The diurnal inequality in height, deduced from the maxi¬
mum ordinate*, ague remaikably with theory, aa is
shown by a table and diagram, in which their results we
compared The explanation is given of the diflertnt
laws inlawed by the inequalities of high and low wa¬
ter. The diagrams show different rates of interference
waves, in which the maximum ordinates, and the dis¬
tance between the Inch wateis are made to vary, The
sum ol the sqaare* of the d Herenee between theory and
the computed result, after correcting for parallax 0? the
moon, is less than oue-hur.dredth ot a foot for the whole
vear. The discussion of the value of the interval be¬
tween the crests of the two waves is in progress.
A remarkable chance in (he mean level of the water

ai Key We*t, progrrs-ive throughout the year, wai no.
ticed un rednctnz the results. The high water of neap
tides, in ooe-half of the year, is higher than the higfy
water ol spring tide in the other half. This is probably
due to the winds there tending toraixe the tide in the har¬
bor, prevailing during one-half of the year, and ihoee
tending to depresb it in the other. Thin bypoihesiahatoot
been fully eratnined, hut approximate result* arc present¬
ed whim render its accuracy probable. It Is not a little
curious, that combining the results for the mean level,in
opposite parts of the year, there come out the curioua
tides pointed out by Professor Airy, and not hitherto fully
deduced from observation, one having half a solar year
for its period, and the other, half a declination |«riod of
the moon. A diagram is given to show that t'oe results,
when grouped by the sun and moon's declination, con¬
form to the law of change. They do not uffice as a cri¬
terion of the wave theory, or equilibrium theory, tbe re¬
sults for the moon requiring the constant to be zero, and
those for the sun to be one third or even greater.

stats The exua-ierre*:rial origin of these bodice, aa
well aa the movement of our system through space, te
now geaerally admitted; and even the existence of a
rare medium in space, though pomeumes regarded aa

hypothetical, is (according to Humboldt) "proved by
the exact accordance of nuineriral relations." la my re¬
cent inveali<aiiona on this subject, I have taken into
consideration the effects ot planetary attraction on aoch
bodies n« are email or light enough 10 be controlled by
the medium and this cause, which 1 at first neglected,
modifies the iheory considerably, and enables it to naeel
several facts, /or which it could previoutly give no ex-

plsnation
Were the siin at rest with respect to the mer|>ann, both

having the huh motion, (a *upi>osition which none will
admit,; the. orbtl of his attendant should continually di¬
minish without undergoing in 11 r11 alteration iu form.

the relative moti >n of the medium from being rectilinear,
thedtfleciion is nearly the same on every aide, and it will
not therefore prevent the elongation of the meteoric orbits
Were Ihe inethum at rest, it would be natural to expert
that the perihelion of all these orbits should he situated
between the sun and the point to which be te moving
This opinion 1 have conhrmeij by mathematical investi¬
gations, which show that the motion of their transveieal
exes principally depend on the occurrence of lime, ttaa
angular distance between the perihelion and Ihe point In
question. In the case ol the light bodies under conside¬
ration, the equation* will heroine so great that tbe piaaM
in which lb*) move must all pa*« close to the aame line,
itnd m ist all inter«ect at the narrow spare in which tb#
perihelion of Iheir orhits sre situated io the iaiiMnea
swarms of meieors, which sssernble here from ail parla
Of the planetary regions, ascribe the Zodiacal Light ; but
this conclusion must be modined in conseqaence of tbe
efleets arising from till altnwtioe of the planets.

In the absence of a reeieiiag medium, tha planetary
disturbance should be periodical hut they must produce
results of a different character on tlieee bodiaa. which are

subjected to the condition ol keeping the trauaveree axe*
of their orhits m the direction of the sun's motion. Tim
perpendicular force which tbe planet* etetl on the bod¬
ies always attains its greatest value at the same poihlaof
their orbits, and the planes of all should change tbair
position from its influence, until they intersected the
ecliptic in a line perpendicular to that which the eun da-
.crtbee. I'lus would be etrictly the case if the planeta
were all siiualed in the ecliptic; and eince tbe largeetand most distant planeta are very near this place, and M
the small bodies are more swreptible to the effect* of
disturbing forces when remote frorn the eun. tbe actual
result i« not matsitally different, and there tenet be an
extensive zone of these bodies intersecting the etfiplia.
lb the passage of the earth through this zone we must
ascribe the unusually large number of shooting stare
wfhieh are observed about the 3th and 10th Of Auguat.
The action of the planets in this arrangement ie far more
ellective When the motion of Ihebodiea is direct them
When it i« retrograde, and. accordingly, most of the me¬
teors compoe'ng the none most move in the order of the
.fen* To this ranee we may trata the abeence of nu-
mefOtK meteor* during the earth'* conjunction with thi<
rene in February Irir, supposing thetr motion direct, it
jeill be found that they must «l ght on the earth fcl a
tinsiderahle distanee south of the equator.
