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The Senate having tinder consideration the motion
submitted by Mr. Cah on Thursday, the 5th instant, to
re/ar to the Committee on Foreign Relations the message
of the President of the Unite 1 State* received ou the 3d
inatant, communicating, in compliance with the resolu¬
tion of the Senate of Decembei 12, 1853, tin* correspond-
enca which had taken place with the British 'overnuieut
on aubjecta growing out of the treaty of Washington of
July 4, »850, aince the message of the President of De¬
cember 30. 1852.
Mr. CLAYTON resumed and concluded tii« speech, as

published some days ago.
Mr. CASS. Mr. President, there are a few things

which 1 desire to »*y at thi«timc, but I have not the
least idea of detaining tire Senate with any examination
ol the argument of the s.'iiator from Delaware. I shall
not take long; ami I wish to dismiss the subject entirely
from my mind, auJ therefore I prefer to proceed now.

The lionoraMt* senator commenced this discussion hy
.ayiiii that the Ulier |>nil of iny speech was contradicto¬
ry ol the former; and he rt lated an incident, it may be,
or, perhaps, a paralile, of .i boy who was whipped hy his
master because when he stood up he was too tall, and
when he sat down he was too short ; and the senator
then alluded, I thought rather contemptuously than com¬

plimentary, to my position us a schoolmaster in his own

State at a former period
Mr. CLAYTON. Not at all. No man has a greater

veneration lor the character of the schoolmaster than 1
have.
Mr. CASS. Nor I. I think if there is one occupation

in our whole country which demands, and should re¬

ceive, the kind consideration of its citizens, it is that of
the teacher to whom h committed the task of forming
the inind and character, the intellect and heart, of the
American youth, to lit and prepare them for the private
and puhlic duties before them, and especially, and above
all. to fit them to become the depositaries of the precious
institutions which have come down to us from the wis¬
dom and exertions of our fathers, and which they ought
to be able to transmit as unimpaired to their posterity as

they receive tbein
There can be no more honorable emplov'ment. in tLe

just acceptation of the term; and I will tell the senator
that 1 was a schoolmaster, and 1 am proud of it. I glory
in it. 1 glory in being the citizen of a country where the
avenues of distinction are equally open to all, the highest
and lowest, without any difference; where the poor
schoolmaster may look forward, and, by proper conduct
and the favor of his fellow*citizens, may be advanced to
the highest position in the country. VVhy, it is a most
glorious illustration of our institutions. It is a flag
waving in the heavens, and thrown out to the nations
of the earth, inviting them to do as wb have done, and to
assert their equal rights us we are doing.

Yes, Mr. President, I was a poor schoolmaster. 1 be¬
gan lite under disadvkn'ageous circumstances ; and now

my heart is filled with giatitude to mj country, that from
that situation 1 have been advanced with no merit of my
own, but by the favor of my fellow-citizens, Irom post
to post, until I find myself here in this great de|>osiiory
ol the power of the American people.in my opinion the
highest deliberate body in the world.and made the as

i-ociate of the most eminent men of our coun'ry who en-

toy the confidence of their fellow-citizens, and who have
leen sent here to leprcsent the sovereign States of the
Union
Well, air, the senator from Uelaware said that my

speech was contradictoiy. It wan; there m no doubt
about it, if by that in meant it presented different views of
the subject; and I th'uk I can explain in a few words
the reason /or it, to the eatislaclion of the senator. The
first |«rt of my kbeecb was a home speech ; it was tin

examination into the conduct of our government in rela¬
tion to the treaty which has been discusaed. There the
honorable senator was a very prominent object; he was

till, ol coarse, and be Mood out in hold r*liel on the pic¬
ture, because of his official position a* Secretary ol Stale,
and ne|totiaior of the treaty. I do not impeach bis mo
tires, i have the greate»l it indue** for him; hut I eay
be stood prominently forward in the picture for that

My object was to show what was my opinion, and

It waa and 1a my opinion, too, that there
are loose expressions in the treaty which hare led to
much difficulty, and that it would hare been far better
if the protectorate had been abandoned, instead of bt-ii g
retained. I placed these matters prominently forward, a«

J bad a right to do, aa a subject of home, internal ad¬
ministration. I wanted to redeem nrnself from the charge
of having believed that any part of Central America waa

not lociuded in the treaty. My fiieod Iront Wisconsin
[Mr. Walku] baa placed me on unassailable ground on

that point. He referred, at the last session, to the re¬

marks I made in the Senate at the lime the treaty was

under dincuaaion, fully explaining my course in regarit to
this point. My object, therefi re, was to place myself in

a proper poaition, and not to leave any groumi for the
auppoaition that I understood the treaty as excluding any
part of Central America. Upon that part of the subject it
waa ptoper that 1 should enter into all these home ques¬
tions; and I repeat, the honorable senator from Dela¬
ware necessarily occupied a very high position, and. to
use the illustration of his apo:o«iie, he was a tall hov
when standing up, meriting re| roof for that rety posi¬
tion.

After I got through whh that topic, wl.at had 1 then
to do ! I had quite a different task to perform.to main¬

tain the honor and interest of this country in its inter¬
course with a foreign nation.which foreirn nation said

I shall not go over the question in regard to Central
America, hut there are a few circu.nstances in reference
to il to which I wish to call the attention of the honorable
senator, who ha* maintained, certainly with a <reat deal
of ability, that the British possessions at the Belize are

not in Central America.
The term Central America, as l view it, can be nothing

but a geographical one, and I will state the reason why.
The honorable senator says the teim is a political one,
for the reason, as I understood him, that we made trea¬
ties with Central America, and that the use of the phrase
is to be limited lo the States with which we made those
treaties. It is true we did make treaties with the States
of Central America, but those Stales have parsed away.
There is now no such political region known in the
world us political Central America, any more than the
Saxon Heptarchy, or i>olilical Italy, or political Hungary,
or political Paland. These countries have no political
existence. The term is u geographical one, and, us I
contend, can be nothing else. The States of Central
America existed about twenty years Now, suppose
those treaties had been made before they existed, what
region would the phrase " Central America" have desig¬
nated hut a geographical one! And now they have
panged away, what does it mean but the same thing I

If the honorable senator had enumerated in the treaty
which he made all the States of Central America, the
whole difficulty would have been obviated; but, as I
said before, some of them are enumerated and some are
leltout. The treaty expressly mentions Nicaragua, Costa
Itica, the ivlosquito country, anil the rest of Central
America, leaving out the Slates of San Salvador, Hondu¬
ras. and Guatemala; and it is on the northern frontiers
of Guatemala where the precise difficulty arises us lo the
limits of Central America. I cannot lor iny hie see any
reason why the negotiator) did not go on and enumerate
the Slates which did compose Central America, instead
of enumerating only a part, and then adding "the rest of
Central America."
Another thing will he observed. When we come ac¬

tually to the authoritative expression which should be
used in such u solemn act. we find that there never was
such a republic as the republic of Central America. Our
treaty with ttiem is with the federation of the centre of
America. You will find that is the descriptive epithet
in the treaty. It is so on our statute-book. I am not a

Spanish scholar, and I do not know whether the words
are correctly translated; but on our s'alute-book the par¬
lies to the trealy appear to be the United States of Amer¬
ica and "the federation of the centre of America." Hat
suppose it to be the confederation of Central America, as
it is popularly termed, it no more follows that they in¬
cluded the whole ol Central America than that our own
United Stales include the whole of America. The lact
was lo be determined according to the time arid circum¬
stances in which they were applied. It was Central
America geographically, and nothing else, for age«, and
politically for about twenty years; but the political con¬
dition disnppeared, and it is now only geographical
Central America, and can be nothing else. Why the
senator did not remove all this difficulty and uncertainty
by a simple, unequivocal descnpiion of the country, I
should be glad to have him explain.
The honorable senator from Delaware is, as l have

said, an able tactician, and he has proved it in this case

by the manmnvre of keeping out of sight his own ex¬

posed point, and pushing his column in another direction
upon hi* opponent. ! had foreseen that, because the
honorable senator did the same Ihing last spring He
confined his remarks to a pait of the British claim.their
claim lo the Belize. I agree that there may he a reasona¬
ble doubt whether that imrtion of the country is in Cen¬
tral America ; hut the fact is, Dial the British have got
mure than one hundred miles s. nth of il, l<< Hie Saisti on

river. The senator will not pretend to say here, or any¬
where else, that the Sarstoon river is nol in Central
America. Nobody can deny il Nobody will say that
the terms of the treaty gave to England the settlement of
Honduras, as she claims and holds it, the whole country
to the Sarstoon river, which, as f said ihe oiber day, is

just as much in the Stale of Guatemala as James river it

in Virginia There ii no map-maker, no statesman, no

politician, thai ever carried the province ol British Hon¬
duras so far as the Sarstoon. Not one ran be found ;
and here are nearly one bundled ;ind filty mile* along the
Coast posseraeu as a pail of her Honduras settlement, and
winch (he senator does not evoti pretend i* not in Central
America.
The honorable senator doe* not meet the whole point

in Lis argument. Hr only maintain* thai the Belize «!.

tlement, referred to by Nth!!* Brun arid Humboldt, and
other eminent men, ax the Hritist, Honduras of tbeir day,
and which came down to ihe Si boon river, nomr ten or
twelve mile* south ol the Belize, is excluded Irom the
treaty ; and. notwithstanding what the honorable senator
.*y*. I think Ihe British have iot tlw islands in that
neighborhood, under Ihe name of dejieudencie* of the
Belize. I rr|>eHt, [ have no idea ih.it they ran hold them
They mual have a title to juaiify them in holding, and
that till* mint be a just one And ihe a Imisaion of the
negotiator*, if you inay so call it, doc* not concUr u < at
all a« to thin point. 1 he only practical ill effect it ha« i*,
that it puta ua in a worse pnaition If the treaty hail
t>een left a* it ««« raided, to include all Central Amer¬
ica, will,out the lider atUrhed 10 it, we could have said
lo England, your p'<««»**ions nre in Central America,
and they cannot f>« continued. They are plainly ex¬
cluded by ihe term* of the treaty; but aa it is, we have

The honorable senator haa read n letter from Mr.

Crampton, the British minister. have not a word to aay
of Mr. Crampton hut what i* respectful, Jie is a gen
tleman who haa been sent here to represent the interests
of his country, and I dare say he doe* so faithfully hut
I llnnk this was a very odd kind of teller from him lo
be read here hi this body as authority I did not nnder-
aland him to goasf.tr a* the honorable senator did in his
letter ; but certainly u <s rather curious that the diplo¬
matic representative of a foreign country near this gov-
ernment should come forward and write a letter to be read
in the American Senate, and thus place it before ihe
Ameriran people, doubling or contradicting Ihe solemn
noserlions of the Minister of Foreign Affair* of his own
country, founded on the advice of lh* law adviser of the
Crown in foreign matter*, and no doubt aubrnitted t.» the
British cabinet, and sent here by them, and communira-
ted io our government as iheir rule of action The min¬
uter here, notwithstanding these f»rts. say* hi rflert. ar-

cording to the construction of the honorable senator,
"My government does not understand the matter The
Secretary for Foreign Affairs is a young man, and does
not comprehend ins busjrieaa," All I have to say, sir, is,
that this is a curiou* proceeding, auJ it is no part of in\
business lo account for it.
Mr. Crampton in his letter intimate" that the islands of

Uoatan, Honacca, Units. Helena, Barbara!, and Mo.'at,
recently constituted the colony nf the Hay island*, are
not claimed as depenilenne* of Belig'i The senator from
Delaware think* thai rons'rnrtion i« fortified by one fact.

colony cannot be a dependency of a settlement I do not
know how thai is, hat the question does not arise here,
for this simple reason The treaty was concluded in
July, I6A0, arid the colony was not created till IS.Vi.eo
thai between iniO arid lVi'i Ihese islands may have re¬

mained h portion of the dejierulencie* of British Hondu¬
ras without violating any hierarchical principle a« to
British settlement*, colonies, and plantations, and what¬
ever other names Uiey may choo-e to use The British
minister say* that the) do not hold lionian and the oilier
Bay islands as a dependency of Belige. I may aa well
say here that Koalan is much the most important of all
Ihese islands It is Ihe roost important naval station,
commanding the whole of the great Bay of H >ndura*.
II is almost h jewel in the British possessions and I here
prophesy this day thai Kngland will never willingly give
H up. It is loo imjiorlant lo her interests for her lo do so ;
and her determination lo hold il has increased from day
to day since we fired ihe first g*n in Mexico. The Brit
ish minister says that they do not hold these island* as

dej>endencies Now, sir, so long as we know anything
about ihem. Ihey have been managed from Belize, and
as de;>endencie*

In 1*04 Colonel Henderson, ihe Rritish commanfantat
Belize, made an Inspec ion of Ihem. and rejiorted, in

so many words, thai these island* belonged to Spam In
1D.10 the superintendent of Belize, with a militarj force,,
took possession of lioatan This wae when the Central

American governments were united tod energetic. They
made a firm remonstrance to tireat Britain against this
act, Ind the troops were wiibdiawn and the island aban¬
doned. [u 1841 Colonel McDonald, superintendent of
Belize, with another military force, took posaestiion of
Roatan, diove out the Honduras garrison, and ever since
that time it has been managed, more or less, directly or

induectiy, from Belize. in 1830 Colonel Woodhouse,
superintendent of Belize, went there and ma le an at*
rangement in reference to them, and in 1851 the author¬
ity of Belize was extended there. Then, ID ISM, we liave
the art of the home government establishing the colony
at the Buy inland*.
The pretext that the Britiah do not hold those islands

as dependencies oft Belize remind* ine of a circumstance
which happened when I was in France. When 1 went
there, i of course read the French constitution, in order
to make myself familiar with the constitution of that
country. 1 found that the charter provided, in so many
words, that the conscription should be abolished, and that
the army should be tilled by recruiting. 1 thought that a

step gained towards freedom, for I knew whit an engine
of oppression the power of conscription bad been. But I
looked arouud and saw that the practice of conscription
was going on every day; and I asked mysell, what is the
meaning of all this.' i inquired ol General Bernard,then
Minister of War, but who tiail formerly beep in this
country, what this meant. 1 said to him, I nee you
have abolished conscription by charter, but I see it
is in operation every day. For 1 had attended a num
her of the places ot drawing the conscription, to as¬
certain its opefation, and 1 had seen exhibited the most
terrible signs of distress that 1 ever met with. " It is
true, said he, the conscription itf abolished ; but we now
call it recruiting." So in this case: these are not de¬
pendencies, they are islands. They have erased to be
dependencies, and have become islands. The British
have obtained possession of them, and bold them under
no title at all. But, however the question atfects our
honor or our interests by the retention of these valuable
possessions, we have the comfort of knowing that Ureal
Britain holds them as islands, and not as dependencies.
The honorable senator likewise referred to Mr. Cramp-

ton in connexion with the action of our government. If
I understand the letter of Mr. Crampton with respect to
the phrase "Central America," he disavowed the con¬
struction put upon it by hie own government. 1 will not
repeat what 1 have already said about this undiplomatic
proceeding; but certainly thi* portion of the note rather
increases than diminishes its strangeness, it seems to me
to be a very curious channel of communication for ns to
get the views of tbe American government through a

foreign minister The honorable senator then, as 1 un¬
derstood, still further blamed my patriotism for not re¬
ceiving the construction of the American government on
this subject, as given by Mr. Crampton. 1 judge lor my¬
self on these matters, and so does tiie honorable senator;
and I am sure there is no government, either British or
American, which will influence my opinion on this mat¬
ter at all. But 1 do not understand-the charge of a want
of patriotism in contending for the greatest extent of
Central America; for the further it is carried, the futther
is the extent of country from which British influence is
to be excluded. It is the true American side of tbe ques¬
tion, as I have already shown.

I did not quote the opinion of tbe British government
as authority in this case. N it at all. The use which I
made of it was in this connexion : The honorable sena¬
tor said, in edect. that no sane mas could believe that
the settlement of British Honduras wi< in Central Ameri¬
ca. In answer to that 1 quoted tbe solemn authoritative
declaration of the British Minister for Foreign Allans
that they were in Central America. 1 sheltered myself
from tbe charge of insanity behind turn. I did not quote
Ins despatch as inflaaoeing my judgment at all That
wa> founded on iny own views of tbe rubt of the case,
and of tbe interest of mv country. It is Unit rnough for
us to know the views ot the American gorerntasai whi n

ibev are communicated to us by the Knecutive
But. sir, a* 1 have alieady said, tbe senator is an able

tactician, and though I Had fofeseen bis course, in const-,
ijuence of In* pars*in* the same one last Spring, and bad
inet and provided lor it in my tirst remarks, let the sena-
tor has not touched the main point at all. I will read a

paragraph or two from what 1 then sai l, and I am sure
that tbe senator will not say here to the Senate that fai
the largest portion ol these po*M*einiis it not in the State
of Guatemala, and of course in Central America ; nor
that the Sarstoon is not as much in that .Mate as James
river is in Virginia. I bis is what I call concealing hu
weak point, and making an a'lack in another direction
What becomes of the one hundred and filty miles be-
tween the Saloon and the Sthoon, the southern bounda
ry of tbe old Belize claim I 1 his is in Central America,
and the senator lis* not denied it:

1 suppose nothing can be more ceil*
tralthau the centre; and when we see how the phrase in
that treaty is translated in our Volume of Treaties, as

identical with " Central America," in every place where
" Centro America" occurs.when we see the treaty was

exchanged by a minister who represented himself 111 the
ratification as from "Central America," we mav judge
how hard the senator was pressed to find a subterfuge.
Central America and the centre of America are converti¬
ble terms Hut he says admit this.yet the government
of Central America has ceased to exist. So lias that of
the Roman empire. Vet he has no right to misrepresent
the geography of the Roman empire, or to say it never ex¬
isted, and did not give a name to a portion of the earth's
surfacc. His argument, if it could have any effect what¬
ever, would release Great Britain from the obligations of
the treaty.

Sir, there cannot be a doubt now, if you will trace this
discussion back to its commencement, that the very de¬
bate Which the honorable senator originated here on the
Oth of January, 1S>53, gave Great Britain the first hint to
speak of the declarations of the negotiator* as affecting
the construction ol the treaty. The British government
evidently made the despatch of the 27th of May upon his
authority, and he now quotes that despatch to sustain
him. in etrect, they quote him and he quotes them, and
neither of them has any other authority tor their error.
The honora'ile senator undertakes to refer to a map

Which I brought here from the Stute Department, and he
says the same map is in the Secretary's office. Sir, he
did not correctly quote tbe map which 1 produced. The
title of it was read the other day by the Secretary. It
was not, like the map in the Secretary's office, " Central
America, and a part of Texas ami of California;" but it
was "Central America, ine/u</i*g Texas and California."

America in that loose geographical sense which he says
he adopted when he voted for the treaty, then he himself
intended to vote Texas anil California out of the Union,
by providing that neither Great Britain nor the United
Slates should occupy, fortify, colonize, or assume or ex-
eicise any dominion in any part of Central America. Yes,
sir, by hm construction, as I have already said, the sena
tors from Texas who voted for that treaty, not only voted
their own State out of the Union, but voted themselves
out of the Senate. This is the absurdity to which I re¬
duce! the argument of tbe honorable senator by the ex¬
hibition of that map, and consequence* equally absurd
flow from that ih the ^ecreiary's office

I humbly apprehend, sir, that we are as much at liberty
to examine the course ot an administration when the
chief of it has de[>arled, as we are to examine the course
of one the head of which has surrendered the reins ot
government, but still resides among us. In both cases,
however, it should be done in proper language, i have
not said orie word o| General Taylor in connexion with
this subject, but I have examined the whole matter as 1
thought proper.
