pressing my opinions on the subjects to which you directed
my atteution. But the preening nature of much of the
etirreut business of Congress, ami the limited tiiue vwtbin
wliic I) i' must In- u.-ted upon have i or lined the Mouse tujdiscourage the discussion of mere political topic*, not im¬
mediately connected with the subject under consideration
1 have, therefore, concluded to give yon ray opinions ia
this form.
You nsk me to give my views upon the subject of for¬

eign immigration generally, and especially you ask myviews rwij>ecting the new party with which this subject is
blended in the public mind, and whose extraordinary
course of action, and no Jess extraordinary progress, have
awakened an unusual degree of interest throughout the
country, and much alarm in some (garters.The Interest which this party has awakened is not to be
ascribed to the evils, real or imagined, which flow frum
foreign immigration, but to the fact that it is a secret po¬litical brotherhood, whose purposes, names, uud number*
arc hidden from the public eye, and to the further fact that
where they have the power, no exhibition of ptibHc virtue
or private worth, no services, however meritorious, and no
abilities, however commanding, are sufficient to exempt a
man from secret proscription, tf he fails or refuses to unite
V.'itli them or to sanction their proceedings. If the prog¬
ress of this party is such as it is represented to be, we maywell consider tile propriety of waiting in ijuict unconcern,
or under the benumbing iuiluence of tear, until such a par¬
ty shall have lubjugated the country. 1 have no (ears of
this reouU if ar.y serious opposition is made. But that op¬position must be presented, not in the form of denunciation,but iu the form of deliberate reasoning publicly addressed
to the people.

Persons wht judge from outward api>earanccs, without
rejecting that sach appearances are often deceptive, and in
the present instance desigued to be so, are inclined U> jumpto the conclusion that the know-nothings are irresistible.'
The formation of a new party in this country always pro-duces strikiuj^ effects for the lime being; the "tear of beingunpopular, ut being iu a minority, pervades all classes of
people, ll operates as well upon those who do not seek
office as upon those who do. So much of all that is import-1
ant to us is tested by the ballot-box, that that bus become
i:i u paramount degree the standard by which everythingis measured.
The cardinal principle of our government is thai the

majoritv shall rule; and the practical application of this
principle bus given a strong cohering to all our social and
political affairs, to all our habits of thought and action.

This feeling of deferential awe of majorities, and of an¬
tipathy to minorities, has been cultivated to such a degree,and has grown to such rank maturity, that it may be said
without exaggeration that the de ire for popular applause
is as Btrorg in our public men as it is in the actor, In whom
it glows with all the intensity of a passion.

This is an inherent tendency, and it causes men to re¬
gard any movement by which they may possiblv be left in
a minority with an anxiety which sometimes Lordcrs on
phrensy. Men in the sear and yellow leaf of political life
are apt to join in the movement in the hope of being reiu-
venuted. Neglected men, long battled by envious exclu¬
sion, find their merits at length acknowledged, and, of
course, go over. Of those who remain, some resort to de¬
vious courses and to double dealing; some fight boldly,but often recklessly ; but all, all are for a time unhinged,disturbed, anxious, and bewildered.
These are the ordinary effects. We can easily account,therefore, fur the extraordinary symptoms which prevail!

nil over the country when we reflect that in these times
this natural tendency has been aided by peculiar circura-
sunices, A generul upheaving of all the political elements
in one section of the Union has infused a distrust of the
stability of existing party organizations, and a feeling of,
insecurity and uncertainty amongst politicians.
The advent of a new party at such a time, with novel!

features to excite tho curiosity of the careless aud unrc-
fleeting, and the veil of secrecy to Strewn tne timid from
exposure.taking hold upon, atrojig social aud religiousantipathies.its numbers left to be magnified by fear or bymisrepresentation.is well calculated to produce tempora¬
ry indecision and confusion, There are some men who
think there is no life, if it be not public life. In times like
these they see a Trojan horse in every proposition, aud
their fears magnify a "paper of pins into the spears of a
Macedonian phalanx!"

1 have determined to oppose the know-nothings. No
personal risk can deter me from this course. The affect of
their success upon the open and manly simplicity of the
republican character and the integrity of the constitution
has decided me to resist them. 1 do not approve the
course of action which they have adopted, and am satisfied
with my principles and the principles of my party. This is
the ground I stand upon.
There is a good deal said by know-nothing organs and

sympathizers of the corruptions of the two old parties, and
of abuses in the conduct of public affairs. 1 have not been
able to perceive the one or the other. The whigs may con¬
fess the soft impeachment if they choose, but for the demo¬
cratic party I enter a general and unqualified denial. I'n-
der democratic guidance the thirteen colonies have expand¬
ed into a great empire of republican States. The wings of
commerce have been unfettered, and the national treasury
tilled to overflowing without oppression to the people..
ICvery branch of industry and enterprise, and all the great:
interests of the country, have been stimulated to a degree
of prosperity unparalleled in the history of nation*. All
this has been accomplished by legitimate means, aud we J
are now in the enjoyment of the fruits of these achieve-
ments under a constitution unimpaired, and which no temp¬
tation of advantage has ever induced the democratic party
to infringe. And if that party paHSea now for a moment
in its career it is because it would seem that there are no
more triumphs fur patriotism to achieve. 1 have made up
my mind to adhere to this time-honored |xirty.to cling
to tho old ship as long as there is a single plank above the
water.

It seems to me that if a man is capable of serving his
country at all, he can serve it as a member of the demo¬
cratic party, and that neither his capacity nor his integ¬
rity Is likely to be improved by entering a know-nothing
lodge. The democratic party has not presumptuously as-
sumed the title ot ''American party," and yet. it has fairly
won that title by an uuwavering devotion to American in¬
terests, through good and evil report, in war luid in peace,
through a long period of years.

It was the American party in 1812, when there were
Americans amongst us who gave aid and comfort to a

foreign enemy. It was the American party during the war
with Mexico, when a native-born American expressed the
ho|>e that Mexico would receive the American volunteers
with "bloody hands and hospitable graves.''

1 do not credit the exaggerated accounts of the numbers
and resources of tho know-nothings. Captain Maryatt,
spenkiug of the military strength of this country, said that
twenty thousand llritiah regulars could march from one
end of the Union to the other without much serious resist¬
ance, but he added a most important bint.and it was, that
he doubted whether a single one of the twenty thousand
would ever get back. His idea was that, being without a

standing army, the country taken by surprise, with no
time to concert plans of resistance, the twenty thousand
regulars might ny rapid movements traverse th whole
length of the Union; but in attempting to return they'
would find the osjiect of things materially changed. The
nh»le laud would literally bristle with bayonets The
know-nothinga, like the British regulars, in the midst of
confusion and unconceni, may march through the country ;
but the return trip will test the quality of their mettle.
Ths rrrorare prut/nm will lie ''an uphill business.

Mere uuiubers are not the test of the strength of u par¬
ty.certainly not of its stability; something more is re¬

quired. It must be organized on right principles it must
ha'e a basis to rrwt upon, and substantial and rational ob¬
jects in view. In ibeae regpects the know-nothings are de¬
ficient anil, even as to numbers, arc weaker by (Wr than
is generally supposed The recent elections only show, in
thsir general results, that, where olher parties are nearly
Uk.au <il, the new |>arty has suc< ;.-W in turning the n*\jp

There is one significant feature in these elections, how-
evsr, wheh we of the South ought uot to overlook. Kf-
forts have been made by |>ersons of opposite principles to
dtsluoe from these elcctious opposite results; but uiore is
one general fact connected with them.and it is, that the
likeial |>ortion of the democratic party of the Ire* States
lias been crushes] almost to a man It matters not what
elements were combined to produce this result; they were
a.l equally at war with our institutions.

It is with a feeling of profound regret that I ailude to
the fact, that almost every liberal-minded man of the \orth
and West has l>e<-n overthrown, and every spark of libwal
gent intent, as reflects the institution of slav» rv, utterly
trodden out. Our friends seeui to far as t>ailly at the
hands of one party as of another. They am literally be¬
tween "hawk and buuard." If they are fortunate enough
U t*ca|«> the vengeance of the free-soilsrs and abolitionists,
they art sure to tall by the unswan band.the covert stab
of the know-nothings. This new party, in almost ever^locality where its iofluene« was felt, sided with ultra anti-
slavery men. I do not know whether there is any limit to

human credulity. i fmr there is none. Certaialr, thosewho d«l iu imposture Mt upon the hy^thMii that it uIjuundicM, There is *n ntTort tteiug made to convincesouthtru men that nortltern know-nothings are not un¬friendly lo slavery; uay, that they are fighting it* batttoi
a^otu.st iwh mm H« Seward and Sumner Seward at¬tacked the know-uothings because he wanted do rivals inhi* peculiar rotation. and the know-nothings fought insheer self-defence.
The only perceptible change wrought by the know-uolhings in the free States is a < hau^e from hid to wor*e.1 hey have imparted a deeper shade to afHjIifionistu. Cu

nuy sane man believe that the opposition of a portion ofthe know-tiollun^.s to Seward s election was on account ofhut opposiliou to the admission of slave territory into titeUnion, or because he is in favor of the repeal of the fugi-live-slave law ami Uic nulorauon of the Missouri line? Isit reasonable lo supj>ose that at a time when the people ofthe North are more thoroughly aroused against southernslavery than at any former period, when they regard theSouth 11s attempting to encroach uf>on territory "conse¬
ct ated to IVeedom, to use their own language, a }>artycould he formed.that a powerful |»arty, as this new partyprotef- .us to i.e. could be based u[>on such an issue withSeward'.' In Massachusetts the know-nothings have com¬
plete ascendency. Is it possible to conceive anything so
absurd as the idea thai the domiuant party in Vassachu-
setts is even loUraut of slavery? Fortunately for the
'..iu>e of truth, ai least, the know-nothing governor and
legislature of thai State, and the newly-elected senator in
Congress, leave tio doubt on this point. Massachusetts, iu
lUe baud of Hie know-nothings, has abandoned the posi¬tion in w hich Mr. Webster placed her, and has taken u stepbackwards to the position occupied by Snmner. Wilson,!the know-nothing seuator elect, publicly approved and en¬
dorsed the following language of Mr. Burlingame, employ-ed on the 2d intl in the city of Boston. Mr. Burlingameis a know-nothing member of Congress elect from Massa¬
chusetts.

"if asked to state sjieeifieally what 1 would do, 1 would
answer: lit, repeal the Nebraska bill; id, repeal the fugi¬tive-slave law 3d, abolish slavery in the District of Co¬lumbia 4th, abolish the inter-State slave trade; next I
would declare that slavery should not spread to one inch
of the territory of the Union.''

(biddings never expressed a more thoroughly sweepingand malevolent purjiose towards the South.
I undertake to say that, powerful he this new party tuaybe at the North, it dare not avow its opposition to the re¬

peal of the fugitive-slave lm, or the restoration of the
Missouri-Compromise line. The announcement of such oi>-
I»ositjon would lie the signal of its dissolution ; it would
melt away like the array of Sennacherib.
The South has l«?eu so often the victim of deceptive ap-

pearanees and hollow professions.suffered so much from
delusions of this kind.that it is a cruel mockery thus to
sport with her infirmity. Will the South abandon tho
constitution ? Will she cease to contend, in the ojien day,for the rights which it was intended to secure, and take
refuge in a know-liothing lodge, and the guide of midnightcouncils ?
You are right in ascribing abolition tendencies to this

new party at the North. It is now evident that, so far
from being a national non-intervention party, it has be¬
come the representative of the most determined, unrelent¬
ing, and aggressive anti-slavery spirit. The hope once en¬
tertained, that, with all the -objections to which their or¬
ganization was obnoxious, the know-nothings might still
effect some good bv neutralizing the anti-slavery feelingin the free States, has been completely destroyed. The
truth is, the democratic part^r is the only party which has
the least claim to nationality. It hns displayed a devo¬
tional heroism in defence of tho constitutional rights of
the Slates; and in the perilous hour when whigs, abolition¬
ists, and know-nothings combined for their destruction,
democrats of the free States maintained, with inflexible for¬
titude, those rights, and fell nobly fighting in their defence.
What excuse can southern democrats offer who, in the veryhour which witnessed the heroic self-sacrifice of our friends
and the destruction of the last barrier to anti-slavery fa¬
naticism, join the very party whose secret machinations
wrought their destruction ?

Let us, however, look into the origin and progress of
this new political order, and penetrate as far as possibleinto the mystery which surrouuds it. We ought to know
what opposition to it invol ves on the score of principle, andwhat consequences Mill attach to those who oppose it. W
we are to b« hanged for refusing to join it, it is a matter of
some concern to know what is the grade of the offcnce, for
I agree with the old couplet.

" To t>« hanged for treason is a common evil,
15ut to bo hanged for nonsense is the devil."

Know-nothingism is not the growth of the slave States.
It had ita origin at the North. I do not believe that it in
the effect of prejudice which leads me to regard this us un

objection to the new purty. I have conceived a very high
regard for many northern men, and admire many of the
qualities of the northern people very much, and with all
the natural feeling which prompts a man to prefer his na¬
tive land, I am still inclined to avoid comparisons in thingswhich at last may be more matters of taste. At least I will
say no more than was once said by Dan Marble, the come¬
dian, to a southern audience: " I have heard a great deal
said about the advantages of the North and the advantagesof the South for my part, I think that ono country is
about as good :ia another, and a great deal better" The north¬
ern people, however, introduce a great many of these .mull
contrivances.too many entirely; they start a great tu.iuy
queer doctrines. It is not long since a very nnted man,
Mr. Hale, delivered a lecture in Boston in vindication of the
principles of agrarian law.*.
Now, if these things suit the northern people, 1 am not

disposed to question their right tp enjoy thetn ; but I am
disposed to prevent their introduction to the South. Their
blue buckets, bor.e buttons, aud the like, we accept thank¬
fully, but against the introduction of their principles, dog¬
mas, creed*, theories, and platforms, in inornls, religion, and
politics, I enter my most emphatic protest. This is not said
in an unkind spirit. The structure of society In the two
sections of the Union is radically different, and what may
be food for one may be poison to the other. To shorten
the matter, I would have liked kuow-nothingism better if
it had come from some other quarter.
What first attracted public attention to this new party

w as that startling feature, an oath or pledge of secrecy as
to the objects of and the persons composing a political so¬
ciety. It was the first instance of the kind here. In a

country where the freedom of discussion is secured by the
highest guarantees, and where the wrongs of ono man in¬
flicted through a violation of the sacred principles of the
constitution, instantly become the wrong of the whole na¬
tion, where a man may speak, w rite, and publish what¬
ever seems to him right, and there is no one to make
him afraid, this feature in a political society naturally at¬
tracted attention.

I have heard of such political organizations iu other'
countries, and under different circumstances. When a for-
eign despot put his foot upon the neck of prostrate Italv,
and the surviving friends of liberty groped at midnight
amongst the fallen columns of the temple* of freedom.
when they were watched and hunted down, with treachery
and the gibbet oostautly before them.they sought safely
in a secret political wcietv. They are known to history as
the Carbonari, aud flourished iu the decline of the Italian
republics. History, however, is full of such combinations
where a virtuous rul< r was to lieassasaiuated or dethroned,
or legitimate government overthrown by treasonable con¬

spiracy. Such combinatious, however, are new and un¬
called for in this land of ours. It is not long since we had
to lament the degradation of a people who, after long
years of odious, grinding tyranny, achieved their libor-1
ties, and then, us if weary of their burden, voluntarily and
on bended knees laid them down at the feet of a drwpot
Hut liberty to them had been a sort of fever-dream, fitfol
agitating, and exhaustiug. They had felt the touch of the
scorching and desolating lava of revolution, and. tearing iti-
recurrence, sought refuge in the calm of a frigid ilMfoans.
whose icy bosom, like a frown sea, Is untoseed by the tem-1
[.est and unmoved by the tide. TUU u their apology, such
as it i- We. on the contrary, achieved our lil*rty and
organized it by a written constitution, under which we
repose quietly, peacefully and prosperously We hav»
had but one serious struggle about the extent to which j
that ronstiutiaa abridged our liberty. That ittsMll grow I
out of an attempt by tbe government to interfere with
the freedom of discussion, the license of sjieecb, and

earnest efforts, succeeded In establishing firmly these greatprivileges so intimately interwoven with the very spiritof liberty, and, indeed, e-meutial to its very existence. What

' > i'' I'empt ipuruing these
privileges now, or for surrendering them voluntarily In
exchange for the dictation of secret irresponsible councils,
for attempting to govern the country by means and by
persons unknown to the people at large T Vone,none what
ever. The exaction of an oath or pledge of secrecv and
fidelity, in this country, by a political party, is a confession
that the cause in which It i* enlisted is incapable of Inspi¬
ring attachment or respect. I

I regard the suggestion of the appreheusion of tumult
and violence from foreigners a* simply absurd It could
have no pos-ible application except to a very few localities.
It is not pretended that It spplie* to the well-ordered so¬

ciety of the South. Indeed, I do not know tf, at last the
explanation of this strange feature In tbe know-nothing
organisation does not lie nearer the surface than we have
imagined.

Ings have tho advantage of the lioiuan Catholic Church in
this rebpect The uew party *aw at once that it luiglitsafely rely upon the sympathies of the 1'ruu staut*, and
that it would attach to iuelf iU« t'ragim nt* ut the old ua-
tive-American party. The placing of tbo emblem of our
Saviour above the stars and stripes, iu a prooeMtou, w.ui
thought sufficient to prove that the Pope of Uoiue had a

design to establish temjioral supremacy in the United
Ktates of Amurica. An iaatauce here and there of tumult
and violence, on the part of foreiguer*. and oome loolish
declaration* made hy crazy German *ontiu»eutalist*, jumo-
uated with the idea of a rapidly-iucreasiag .migration, warn
thought sufllcicat to justify the appreheu*iou that foreign¬
ers wanted to control tho country, and would soou >e
able to do so.

Incident* like these, incident* of le** importance iu their
hunting than those which inatigated thu Oordon riots in
England, gave an impulse to kuow-nothiogism.just such
un impulse a* gave it a temporary footing in every nook
and corner of the country where religious prejudice* pr>
vailed or the foreign laborer toiled. The mechanii wiki
told that hi* wage* weie reduced by the competition of lor
eigners. The Protestant was told that the Roman Church,
with all it* Babylonish teudcucie* and corruptions, was
about to acquire supremacy, and the native-American was
told thai now wa* the auspicious moment to resuscitate his
party, w hich had long been iu u state of *u*]>eudcd anima¬
tion. The result of this artful policy surpassed the most
sanguine expectations of thu know-nothing*. They foun t
that where other parties were nearly balanced they could
turn the scale, and a successful mamcuvre of this kind in
some of the priucipnl cities, in local elections, led them to
hope that they might safely aspire to supremacy in the na¬
tion. It is now true that they have got a glimpse of po¬
litical power, and this has changed the whole face of the
organization, and is destined to lead to its devolu¬
tion; and you will find that before very long its mem¬
ber* will be divided amongst themselves anil each sep¬
arate faction in desperate self-defence pandering to the
very influences which they at first sought to destroy.
Naturalization and Iloman Catholicism will soon in¬
come objocts of minor importance in the ail-engrossing de¬
sire for political elevation. Up to this time, liicy have had
no settled purpose, no settled plans of reform. They < honor
about foreigners and Roman Catholics, but Suggest no

practical remedy. They call upon tho people to enter their
lodges, but not to examine the nuture of any public griev¬
ance or to devise any plan to correct abuses. In the con¬
tests which they have hid, they seem to have desired sini
ply to make an exhibition of'a strength, which is employed
in the moot cnprhno«» manner, and, what. 1* singular, tnxy
attack native Americans and not foreigners, i'mteHtunta
not Catholics, and that, too, without inquiring whether
the victim is favorable or unfavorable to such reforms as

they pretend to desire, and without acquainting him what
those meditated reforms are.

It docs not require tho gift of prophecy to foretell the
ftite of such a party. Mere number*, as I said before, with¬
out sound principles, cannot sustain a party. In what they
have proclaimed up to this time, they have committed two
gross blunders. The first ig an attempt to make a religious
test in politics; the second i« the promulgation of the doc¬
trine that the State* have no right to regulate the elective
franchise as respect* foreigners. Doctrines more mis¬
chievous could not be advanced. In speaking of the
first, I desire to say that it is more in sorrow than in
anger that I perccive in it evidence of the decline of
that liberal spirit which animated our great ancestors
when they framed 'he constitution. With our history
open before us, with every page adorned by our triumph.-:
iu war, and, what is far better, our triumphs in pence, and
every line teaching the incalculable value of our free con-
Mht'.tion and the sacredness of the freedom of conscience,
wc are asked to turu aside from our great mission to per¬
secute a few stray Roman Catholics who have sought the
protection of that constitution not by opeu legislative en¬

actment, not by amending the constitution ; nut by i in-

trolling, through secret combination, the sutrrnof tIn-
people. When religious bigotry ami intolerance triumph,
as they often do, over age and weakness, deplorable as tin-
spectacle is.and it is the most deplorable that poor hu¬
man nature ever offers to our contemplation.our aversion
to bigotry is sometimes softened by our pity for the infirm-
5ty which yields to its sway but we flan make no allow¬
ance for young America: we etui have no charity for the
yonng, the enlightened, and tlu> vigorous, who daringh
and presumptuously thrust themselves between ft msitrs
conscience and his Ood.

If there is anything which dignifies and exalts human
nature, it is a liberal forbearance towards those who ditl'er
from us in matters of religious faith. If there is on'- fea¬
ture In our constitution which more than any other com¬
mends itself to the respect and veneration of mankind, it is
that which secures to every man the right to worship
(.tod according to the. dictates of his own const" nee, aid
declares that no religious test (ball ever lie applied in de¬
termining the qualifications for office. The members of this
new party, though they denounce the Jesuits because it id
assumed "that the Jesuit will take an oath to support the con¬

stitution, and then violate the spirit of it.and though
ther declare that their leading object i- to purify tile
ballot-box yet, with the admission on their Hps that the
eonstitation forbids the disfranchisement of any religionn
denomination by open legislation, they declare their pur¬
pose to effect this disfranchisement at the ballot-box. In
other words, they propose to employ that sacred instru¬
ment, placed in the hands of the freemen of this country to
enable them to secure fidelity in their rulers, to cotr» <

abuses !¦ the administration of their government, an.I, if
need be, to procure amendments to the constitution 1.1 a
means to evad*, nay, to subvert, the < onstitution itsell to
employ it m Santa Anna and Louis Nspoleon employed it,
to overthrow the constitution. This i* the knOW-ttotbin;
mode of purifviug the ballot-bo*.; and when H shall be
sanctioned by the American people, when, one iitnran
other, the religi <us denominations which may chanx to
inour the displeasure of this secret order shall share tin
fate of tbe Roman Catholics, we may well esctaim <<od
save the republic,"
