FAKKKNiiKIM.

Mr. FULLER, from the Committee on Commerce, ,-igked
and obtained leave to report a bill to regulate the carrying
of pueengere in steamships and other Teenels; nxIiu'.i was
read the first and second timee bv unanimous consent. He
staU'd that, in January last, he introduced, and had refrr»
red to the Committee on Commerce, the conaoiidaUng reve-
nue laws, containing lir'teen chapters, one chapter of which
related to the carrying of passengers. That committee
would be prepared to report a bill on that ,<ul>je( t, lar^e
e| it is, for the consideration et' the House. But, at this
late period of the session, the committee thought it proper
to select and report that chapter which relate,-, to a great
interest now jeoparded for want of legislation, and ask
for its immediate consideration. Daring the p t week
twelve vessels had been seized in New York under the con-

struction which the Secretary of the Treasury has placed
upon the present passenger law. Thirty vessels had been
previously seized, but the Secretary of the Treasury remit
ted the penalties. The Secretary feels it to be his duty to
place this construction on the passenger law, and it ia
therefore necessary that the provisions provided for in the
bill should be immediately made.
The bill was read a third time and passed.

REMOVAL OP 8NAU8.

Mr. DUNBAR, from the Committee oil Commerce, asked
and obtained leave to report a bill providing lor the work-
iug of dredge and snag-boats, and for other purposes
which was read the first and second tim < by unanimous
consent, and referred to the Committee of » Whole on the
state of the Union.

TKXAH DKHT.

Mr. BRECKINRIDGE, from the committee of oonl'ur-
euce appointed to act jointly with a bke committee on
the part of the Senate to adjust the disagreement of the
two houses on certain amendments to the bill providing
the payment of such creditors of the late republic of Tex¬
as as are comprehended in the act of Congress of Septem¬
ber ft 1850, reported that, after c'vinj; this subject the
most elaborate consideration, the joint committee recom¬
mend to their respective houses that the Senate recede
from all of its amendments, except the one in relation to
the amount appropriated by the bill. Tile Senate origi¬
nally fixed the appropriation at $8,300,000, but the Mouse
subsequently reduced the appropriation to $0,500,000.
The joint committee propose to compromise this matter by
making an intermediate appropriation of $7,750,000. The
bill provides for the release of all claims on the part ol' the
United States and the State of Texas.

Mr. HOWE proceeded to explain why ho voted against
the joint resolutions for the annexation of Texas, and why
he felt himself bound to vote for the bill under con nit ra¬
tion.
