CIVIL AM) DIPLOMATIC BILL.

After some discussion In relation to the priority fof h»si-
ne-w, tbe Senate renamed the consideration (if the bill from
(he House of Representatives making appropriations lor
the civil and diplomatic expenses of the government for
the year ending n)th June, lMfi, and for other purpose*Mr, CLAYTON moved to amend the bill by striking out
all that part which relates to duties un import*. He con¬
sidered it a very reprehensible mods of legislation to in¬
graft such a modification of the tariff system on on* of the
geueral appropriation bills. He thought if this was con¬
sented to by the Senate, the House of Representatives
might at some ftittire time put a bill providing for the re¬
peal of the ftigitive-slave law. or any other measure fatal
to the peace and union of these State*, upon the general
appropriation bill, and thus compel the Senate to pass it
or lose the appropriation bill. He proceeded to an-

alyie the provisions uf Uic bill, iu older to show that the
system proposed nn very defective.

Mr. IIL'NIklt replied that, m % geuerai thing, no matt
would userlit .« the remarks of ltic senator fruui Delaware
as to the e*ii» of locousrruou* logisinUou with more cordi¬
ality than he would. But this was a social case, and i«
the prwent condition of the public treasury, a reduction of
the tariff such ait tl« bill proposed might l>e very desirable
and proper.

Mr. H \1XJKU proposed to eiauiine and disciuss the bill
before the Seuate In precisely the same manner as if three
weeks, instead of three day*, of tl»e Mission were remain¬
ing. He could neter consent to pais what the House sen do
to the Seriate without amendment or consideration; and
h* moved t« amend that portion of the bill which it was
proposed to striVrt eut. by substituting an amendment,
which was originally ottered in the House ot Representa-
tives, refunding certain duties on railroad iron, and ad¬
mitting such iron, its well as dyes, dye-woods, dye-stuff*and certain priced unmanufactured wools, dutv free.

Mr. CLAYTON again addressed the Senate. It seemed
to him very extraordinary that a pro[>osi<iou to revise ti»e
tariff should lie brought usto the Senate »o tie considered
within the three last days of the session. He alluded lo
the great revolution which had recently taken place in the
House of Representatives, showing the feelings of the peo¬
ple with regard to the present members of that body. It
was asked that the Senate should pass the bill as It came
from the House without amendment; but which was the
most proper? Shall the men fresh from the people, who
are to assemble in tttfc ne*t Congress, decide this great and
important question ? or shall those who have received
their fuietus from the people decide it? If the latter, the
Senate should pass the bill as it came from the House but1
if not, the bill should be amended by striking out that por-,
tiou w hich relates lo the tariff, leaving that matter for ad¬
justment at the next session of Congress. There was no
time now to discuss the question, for the Senate was in no
temper to hear debate upon any subject.

Mr. PEAIU'E and Mr. BAYARD thought it would be
better to defeat the appropriation bill than to consent toils
passage iu its present form.

Mr. HUNTER alluded to the fact that the bill was passed
in the House of Representative* by votes from all sections
of the country; uien from the North and Soulh, from the
East and West, united in favor of it; and he was therefore
inclined to believe that, although not a perfect system, it
was as good a system for the whole couutry as could be
devised.

AKMY-ArrKOPRIATIoN KILL.

The House then rewind itself into the Committee of
the \\ ho'e on the state of the Union, (Mr. Hjcndhicka in the
chair;) and they n utned the consideration of the bill
iuakin ; impropriations for the support of the army for the
year ending the 30th June, MM, which had been returned
from the .Senate with twenty-three amendments, which in¬
crease the appropriations of the original bill from $7,109,
ouo to upwards of $lo,&8 2,000.

.Mr. FA I'LEXER said that the interests of the army hare
not received-from tli House during the present session
the consideration which is eminently due to that impor-
int branch of the public service, and which is justly ex¬

pected by the country. Not a single recommendation of
the Committee on Military Affairs had received the con¬
sideration sftlu Hou.ic, w hile other measures of compara¬
tively vjiiii.il importance hid been legislated upon and
passed. But a lew moments since a resolution had been
passed to cIusa the general debate on tliis bill in Ave min¬
ims, aud thus au opportunity is not to be afforded for a
discussion of the-important ij.n ations iuvolved. He pro¬ceeded to show the necessity of providing an additional
military force. Since t'>>* Vfl rutnlssion of the special mes¬
sage of the President on the subject of Indian hostilities on
our frontiers, mithcntr. informntion bad been received, re¬
lating that in Iowa, Telas, Nov. Mexico, and Oregon, forty-
three citizens of this govurnment.men, women, and
children have been added to that dark, ratal'- cue of bor¬
der barbarities, making in all not less than 'ill persons who
have fallen victims to the merciless savages within the last
twelve mouths. He gave bis reasons why tin- House should
adopt the amendments of the Senate proposing to add to
the army two regiment* of infantry and two of cavalry,
which ought to be plai ed at the command of tbo Execu¬
tive, and that. In addition, a volunteer force should be
placed at the discretion of the War Department From
what he knew of the Secretary of War, be was confident
tli.it be would not send out a volunteer lore* unless the
exigencies of the country in>iK rativeh demand it. lie vin¬
dicated the administration from any charge of neglect, on
tbe ground that it was unable to afford protection to the
people on the f rontier, from the fa< t that Congress has fail¬
ed thus far to pass measures which have lieeti recommend¬
ed by the President and the Secretary of War.

Mr. PHELPS did not doubt, from the examination he
had given this subject, that at least :<0« persons had Ween
murdered by tbe Indians within the last twelve months.
More than do of the regular soldiers had been killed in
skirmishes, and Muotig tin in several officers, and an equal
number bad been nuirdcn-<L Several engagements be¬
tween the army aud tbe Indians had taken place, and no
one can now doubt the pressing necessity or making some
provision lor the dcl'crn c. of our fcllow-citiseas upon the
frontier. He did not think that the Hons*' was bound to
adopt tb>' amendment of the Senate. The Secretary of
War had recommended 'he raising<»f volunteers, and, tn his
opinion proper legislation in accordance with that rsoush
uicndivttyu is far prtderal it to the amendment of the Senate
proposing the raking of regular*. .The .Secretary la bis
letter S'tys that the ewp'oytnent ot volunteer troops would
uil'.'ird the only practical mnaiM of providing for tin- pres¬
ent etutrgcucy. The proposition of the Senate is to add
four additional regiment.0 to the army, .huh Congress
will never be ahle to disband. The addition*. regular
force would not be so cheap as a volunteer force, aud the
latter would Ui as <fb<:noi as the former.

Mr. BEXtOJl -aid there was no doubt that protection is
repaired In the Territories, but the <jiiestion was, what
k'ud is the bewt. Two kinds were jm>|>o»i-d one by tbe
< Vymmittee of Wac» and Meain, Which was far preferable to
that (if the Senate hut a remedy was to be found in
volunteers, who are U-tter than regulars. They can be
raised uistanter, and when raised, eouiiag from the fron¬
tier* they know what they have to do w hile Uie regulars,
oumiitg from the purlieu*, lanes and aileys of cities, an¬

nul only worthless but .astiierous. 1 lie volunteers will
not oust more than one-fifth aj mu< h as regulars. At the
proper time he should moke to strike out the amendment
<>f the Senate Authorizing tb' rais ng of four regiments of
regcrtars, and Insert, In lieu t'leretif. a provision Authorising
tbe lVes>-lent of the nited Slates to fsiss, by the Accept

.f Tympanies, or enlistment for three y«s»ra, unlees
sooner discharged f<ght battalions of moantetl rangers
to he armed, equipped. uioui.ie.tfS.nd organiuxI in sncb a
manner, and to tie under such regulation* tsii restriction*.
aj the nature ot tb<- Servile may, in his opinion, make ne
ceaeary, aud which shall range i oiitinually without fixed
