Mi WADR protested against being called njion to re¬
cord his rote upon such an important measure as a revis¬
ion of the revenue laws of (be country without au oppor¬
tunity to examine the subject. Such a revision ought al¬
ways to be made w ith the utmost deliberation and caution
He avowed himwlf a protectionist, but would extend pro¬
tection, in the first place, to the agriculturists of the country
as l>eing the most numerous class; while this bill propose!
to neglect their interests altogether Legislation should
be like the dews of Heaven, impartially falling upon every
great interest in the country. He thought the House of
Representatives had a right to attach any couditious they
pleased, according to the constitution, to the appropriation
bills which they originated; but in this instance the pow¬
er had not Iht:i exercised Yerv wisely.

Mr. WILSON waa tired of hearing the arguments In fa¬
vor of protection, as these same arguments had been reit¬
erated for the last twenty years. The time had now come

to take the question of the tariff out of the political contests
of the country. He should vote for the bill as It was, be¬
lieving that the interests of the country required some ac¬
tion of that kind.

Mr. BRODHEAD asked a division of the question. The
first part of the amendment of the senator from North Car¬
olina waa for the l>eneflt of the railroad interest in the
South and Southwest; while the latter part was intended
to benefit the manufacturers of New England. Here was a

combination.pro-slavery and abolitionism pro-slavery
and know-nothingism
He congratulated his southern friends upon their new,

able, and accomplished ally in behalf of free-trade. His
friend from Massachusetts had intimated that the idea of
protection was to be abandoned. It had been a long time
since such opinions had been heard from that quarter. He
would remind the Senate that the slave-trade originated in
Massachusetts, as well as the notion just advanced, of free-
trade. He could understand why the senator from Massa¬
chusetts was in favor of free-trade. There was about four¬
teen hundred millions of dollars worth of slave property in
the South, and if the system of direct taxation should be
resorted to, a great part of the burden will fall on that sec¬

tion of tho Union. Massachusetts has had protection on

woollen goods until her .corporations have got rich and
able to compete with the foreign manufacturers, and now

she wants her dye-stuffs and wool free; and to accomplish
this object she is willing to consent that the southern rail¬
roads should have their iron duty free.

Mr. BROWN was glad to find that Massachusetts was

talcing the right ground on the subject of tree-trade, uml he
hoped that by and by she would be right on the subject of
slavery, also.

Mr. JONES, of Tennessee, appealed to his friend from
North Carolina to withdraw his amendment, and allow
the Senate to come to a direct vote on the proposition of
the senator from Delaware, [Mr. Clayton.]

Mr. BADGER withdrew his amendment.
Mr. BRIGHT was anxious to see the bill stripped of this

irrelevant matter. He thought the proposition of a revis¬
ion of the tariff a good one, but it was out of place in this
bill. He, for one, was willing ts take the responsibility of
striking it out of this appropriation bill, while he would
vote for it at another time as an independent proposition.

Messrs. HUNTER. BAYARD, TOUCEY, OW1N, WELLS,

On motion hv Mr TOOMBS. the Senate protended to tbe
consideration of the hill from the House or Representatives
to reorganise th»- courts of the District of Columbia, and
to reform and improve the laws thereof, which had been
reported from the Committee on tbe Judiciary with sundry
amendments

Mr. T stated that the friends of the bill had determined
to accept the amen, linen hi of the Committee on the Judici¬
ary, pn terrliig to take the bill in that form rather than not
to iri t it panned at all.
The question being then taken on the reported amend

menu, tliev wer* ag ree4 to.
Mr. TOCCIT moved to add a proviso to the last taction

ut' the bill, to the effect that nothing therein contained shall
be construed to abolish the nidi ntof the judges in the courts
of the District uf Columbia, hut their duties shall hereafter
be usprescribed in tbe act* agreed to.

Hr. OKYKH submitted an amendment- increasing the
salary of the judge of the orphan*' court of the Distnel of
Columbia to two thousand dollars per annum not agreed
to.

Mr. BADGER then moved to strike out the 14th section
of the bill, which is aa follows:
" Sec. 14 1 »d I* it further rniicuH, That parsons who

uisy hereafter be charged with offence* not of tbe degree of
* capital or otherwise infamous crime,' tnav, upon their

w aivor ol' a trial by jury. be tried before the judge of the said
criminal court without a jury and iu such case no other al
legations of sn'offenoe "hull f>e required than »ueh as ntav ap
pear to the court to be legally sufficient by affidavit, informs
tiou, or recognizance made before any judge or justii-e of the
peace, or coroner, of said District, or the uiayor of Washing
ton or Georgetown; and all aflidarits, informations, or re
cognisances »>tall be returned and transmitted to the clerk of
!>ani criminal court, for trial therein during the terms of said
court, at the next ensuing Saturday of each week after the
same shall hare been taken ami such cases shall be disposedof, unless a jury trial is prayed by the party charged, or the
case Is postponed by the court for sufficient cause. And in
case the person so charged shall move for hi» trial by .jury,he shall be so tried by his consent, upon said allegation of
his ollenco as aforesaid, without presentment or indictment
therefor. And such car>e* shall be entitled to priority of trial
whenever a jury may be in attendance on said court: Pro**
iI'll, koirtvrr, That parties in jail shall be entitled to ba tried
before any other case shall bo tried and hereafter the I'ni
ted States shall be allowed, in every criminal case, one-half
the peremptory challenges to which the party charged in the
same case may be entitled."

Mr. HADUER also moved to strike out the following
words iu the clause relating to office judgments
"Or the judge may assess the daisages, as the plaintiff may

elect, and render judgment thereon, as in other cases."
The amendment wua agreed to; and the bill was then

read a third time and pawed.
CIVIL AND DIPLOMATIC A mtOI'BI ATJON BILL.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the bill from
the House of Kspresuntatives making appropriations for the
civil and diplomatic expenses of government for the year
ending the 30th of June, I«.">.!, and for other purposes
llie question pending beinT; on the motion of Mr. Dowlas
to reconsider the vote by which the amendment of Mr.
Clayton was rejected.

Mr. COOPEU proceeded to address the Senate at some
length. .

Mr. CASS inquired whether it was the purpose of the
opponents of a revision of the tariff to persist in their op- I
position to such an extent as to endanger the passage of
the hill.

Mr. COOPEli replied (hat they fell it to be their duty to
use all the means in their power to defeat wLat they con¬
sidered an injurious measure.

Mr. BELL caid that if the debate went on, he should be
compelled to ask the Senate to allow hiui to be heard for a
short time, at least.

Mr. CASS suggested to tlm chairman of the Committee
On Finance [Mr. Hcntkb] thut it was hardly worth while
to press the matter under the circumstances. He believed
the revenue ot the country wuu too great, anil he was pre¬
pared to vote for a reduction of the tariff; but be was in¬
clined to think that it would be better to let the subject go
over until the next session. It was wrong to insert pro¬
visions of that kind into the civil and diplomatic appropri¬
ation bill; and bo should, therefore, vote in favor of strik¬
ing out that part of the bill.

Mr. STtJAKT took the ground that the House of Repre¬
sentatives hail a right to originate all revenue bills, but
they w ere ss much bound by the rules of the House as they
were bound by the constitution itself. Tbe constitution pro¬
vides that each house shall make its own rules ¦ aud when
they were made, they were as binding as the laws of the
land so long as tber remained unrepealed, they were as

binding as tbe constitution itself. It was well known that
the rules of tbe House of Representatives were set aside in
order to put this subject into this appropriation bill and
hence that action w as unconstitutional.

Mr. JAMES gave notice that, if tbe deflate should po on,
he should feel himself constrained to go into the subject at
length. He was in favor of a modification of tbe tariff, but
there was uo time to do it now.
