Tho Navy Department consists of the Ni'.vy Department
proper, being the otlice of tho Secretary and of five bureaus
attached thereto, viz : Bureau of .Navy-yards »ud Docks,
llureau of Construction, Equipment, and Repair, Bureau
of Provisions and Clothing, Bureau of Ordnance and Hy¬
drography, and the lluroaa of Medicine and Surgery.
The following is a statement of the duties of oftoh of these

oil ices and of the force employed therein :

All instructions to commanders of squadrons And
commanders of vessels, all orders of ofticors, commissions of
officers both in tho navy aud marina corps, appointments of
commissioned aud warrant ofticcrs. orders for tbe enlistment
and discharge of seamen, emanate from the Secretary's oilice.
All the duties of the did'eront bureaus are performed under
the authority of the Secretary, and their orders are consid¬
ered bm emanating from him. The general superintendence
of the marine corps forms, also, a part of the duties of the
Secretary, and all the orders of the commandant of that
corps should be approvod by hira.

This bureau has charge of all ordnance and ordnance stores, tho
manufacture or purchase ofcannon, guns, powder, shot, shells,
Ac., and the equipment of vess.ds-ot'-war, with everything
connected therewith. It also provides them with maps,
charts, chronometers, barometers, Ac., together with such
books as are furnished shlps-of-wnr. "The United States
Naval Observatory and Hydrographicel Oliico" «t Washing¬
ton, and tho \aval Academy at Annapolis, are also under the
general superintendence of the chief of this bureau.

Bureau of Medicine and Hjurgtrif,.Dr. William Whclitn,
surgeon United States navy, chief of bureau, one passed as¬

Kvory-
thing relating to medicines and medical stores, treatment of
sick and wounded, and management of hospital*, comes with¬
in tho superintendence of this bureau.

of mall distribution, and the regulations for tho government]
of the doaieetio mail service of the United States.
