DEPAaTMINT or BTATC.

The wholo machinery employed to conduct tho business
arising out of our fureigu relation* with nil the power*
of the world is far more simple than is generally con
ceiied. The number empioy«d in the Department of State'
uf tho I nited Male* is only seventeen, as follows; f)(1e Sec¬
retary of State, (Hon. \» illiam L. Marcr,) one Asslstaut
Secretary of State, (William Hunter,} One cBlof clerk,twelve cleric, one translator, And one librarian.

Jjiplorhotir //ranch..1 his branch of the State Department
has charge of *11 correspondence between the department and
other diplomatic agents of the (nited S'ate* abroad, and
tlii.se of foreign pow.rs accredited to this government. Jn it
all diplomatic instructions sent from the department, and
communications to commissioners under treaties of ixiuiida-
ries, Ac., are prepared, copied, and recorded and all of like
character received arc registered and filed, their contents
Seing tirst enti led in an analytic tabic or index.

(NiMftihtr llrawh..'Ihia branch has charge of (lis eorrrs-
poudenfce, Ac., between tlu: department duo the consul* and
couiuiercial agents of the I nited Slates. In it instructions
to those officer., aud answer# to their despatches and to let¬
ters liwii other persona asking for consular agency, or rela¬
ting to cvnaular affair., are prepared and recorded.
The J)id>»r.wj A'jrnf,.lie has charge of nil correspond¬

ence «nd other matter, connected with accounts relating to
any fund with tho disbursement of which the department is
dhargeo.

The Translator.. His duties aro to furnish such transla¬
tions as the department may require. He also records the
commissions ol consuls and vice cousufc, when not in ICnglish,
upon which exequatur* are issued. T

and records commissions, letters of appointment anil nomi¬
nations to the Senate; makes out and records exequaturs,.nd records, when in English, tho commission* on which thev
are issued. Has charge of the library.

rolls, or enrolled acts and resolutions Of Congress,' as they
are received at the departmout from the President: preparesthe authenticated copies thereof which are called (or ; pie-:
p%re* for, and superintends their publication, and that of trea-1
ties, in the newspapers and In book form attends to their
distribution throughout the United States, and that of all
d.Kiuinents and publications in regard to which this duty is
assigned to the department; writing and answering all let-
tern connected therewith, lias charge of all Indian treaties,and business relating theroto.

Clerk of Authentication* and Covyriyhte..Ho has chargeOf the seals Of the United States ami of the department, and
prepares ami attache* certificates to papers presented for au
tbeutication ; receives and accounts for tho fees. lid* chiirgeof publication, transmitted to the department under the laws
relating to copyrights ; records and indexes their titles re-
cord, all letter, from the department, other than the diplo-matic and consular.

Clerk of Pardone and PaneparU.-.\l« prepares and records
pardon, and remissions ; and registers and files the petitions.nil papers on which they are toiinded. Makes out and re¬
cord* passports ; keeps a daily register of all letters, other
than diplomatic and consular, received, and of tho disposi¬tion made of them ; prepares letters relating to this business.

Secretary of tho Interior Department, Hon. Robert Mc-CVflUrtd, rtf the StAfce rtf Mlchlgitn. Its clerical force
consists of one chief clerk, (Ueorgo C. Whiting, esq.,)ohe disbursing agent, and ten other regular clerks anil to
Its supervision and management are committed the followingbrancnes of the publio servlco:

1st. The Public Land*..The chiefof this bureau is called the
"Commissioner of the General Land Oflico." Thel.an.l Uureau
is charged with the survey, management, and sale r the pub-lie domain, and the issuing of titles therefor, whether do; ived
from confirmations of grants nade by former governments,by sales, donations, of grant! for schools, military bounties,
or public improvements, and likewise, the revision of Virginiamilitary bounty land claims, and the issuing of scrip in lieu
thereof. The hand Otlice, also, audits its own accounts. The
present Comniis-oonor in Hon. T. II. Hendricks, of In¬
diana. Its principal officers are a recorder, chief or

principal cleric of public lands, principal clerk of privateland claims, and principal clerk ofsurveyi.all of whom are
appointed fly the President aud confirmed by the Senate.
besides a draughtsman, assistant draughtsman, and some 100
clerks of various grades.

2d, Pentium..The present head of this bureau is fhe Hon.
Josiah Minot, of New Hampshire.. The Commissioner is
charged with the examination and adjudication of all claims
arising under the vai .out and numerous laws passed by Con¬
gress granting bounty land or pensions for military or naval
services in the revolutionary and subsequent wars in which
the United States have been engaged. He ha* one chiet
clerk, (S. Cole, erq.,) and a permanent corps consist¬
ing of some seventy other clerks, to which Congress, to
enable him to meet the extraordinary requirements of the
new bounty-land law, has added a ten porary forco of about
fifty clerkships of ditl'erent denominations.

3d. Indian*..Commissioner of Indian Affairs, Hon. U<*org.»W. Manypenny, of Ohio. He is provided with u chief
clerk and about fifteen other subordinate clerks.

4th. Patent Office..To this bureau is committed the
execution and performance of all "acts and things touchingand respecting the granting and issuing of patents for new!
and useful discoveries, invention., and improvements ;" the
collection of statistics relating to agriculture ; the col¬
lection and distribution of seeds, plants, and cuttings. It
ha. a chief clerk.who is by law (as at the present time) the
Acting Commissioner of Patent, in the absence of the Com¬
missioner.ten principal and ten assistant examiners of pat¬
ents, besides soino dozen other subordinate permanent clerks.

besides these four principal branches of thin new executive
department, the organic act of IMif transferred to it from
tho Treasury Department the supervision of the accounts of
thu United States marshals and attorneys, and the clerks of!
the United States courts; tho management of tho lead and
other mines of the United Stales, and the atl'airs of the peni¬
tentiary of fhe United States in the District of Columbia;
and from the State Department the duty of taking and re¬

turning the een*uses of tho United States, and of supervis¬
ing and directing the acts of the Commissioner of I'ublic
Buildings. Ily recent acts of Congress, also, the hospital for
the ln«ane of the army and nary and of the District of Colum¬
bia is under the management of this department; and by as-

lignment front the I'riwident, it has added to its long list of;
duties tho survey and demarcation of the unsettled boundarylines between tho States and Territorle. ami bordering on-
tlons.
This department is at present very irfeohreniently lepa-

rated and located, and should be appropriately and porma-
nently provided for. Tho Secretary s oltlce occupies a por¬
tion of theuew I'atent Odioe building, the General I,and Office
a portion of the Treasury building, ar.d the Pension Otlice a

portion of "Winder's building," now the property of tho
government, w hilst tho Indian Office is locate-i in premises
not lire proof, and rented of their private owners.
