pondence, Ac., between the department ancf the consuls aad
commercial agents of the United States. In it instructions
to those ollirurs, and answers to their despatches and to loi¬
ters from other persons asking for consular agency, or rela¬
ting to consular affairs, are prepared and recorded.

Die Ditburtinj Ap**t..He has charge of all correspond-
ence and other ni'attari coonoct»:d with account* relating tp
any f«n4 with the dis^nracicent of wtVrh the department is
charged.'
The Translator.. His duties are to furnish such transla¬

tions a* tbo department nay require. He also records the
commissions of consuls and vice consul*, when not in l.uglish,
upon which exequaturs aro issued.

Clerk' of Appointments ami (bmajunim..He makes out
and records comniissions, letters of appointment, and nomi¬
nations to the Senate; makes out and records exequaturs,
and records, when in English, the commissions on which they
are itsued. Has charge of the library.

Clerk of the linlU anil ArcAivet.. He takes charge of the
rolls, or enrolled act* and resolution* of Congress, as they
are received at the department from the President; prepares
the authenticated copies thereof which are called for ; pre-
pireal'or, and superintends their publication, and that of trea¬
ties, in the newspapers and in book form ; attends to their
distribution throughout the United States, and that of all
d.icuments and publications in regard to which this duty is
assigned to the department: writing aud answering all let-;
ters couuccled therewith. llus charge of all Indian treaties,
and business relating thereto.

Clerk of Authentication* ami Copyrtijhtt..He has charge
of the seals of the United States and of the department, and
prepares and attaches certificates to papers presented for au-
tbentication ; receives and accounts for the fees. Has charge
of'publications transmitted to the department under the laws
relating to copyrights records and indexes their titles re-
cords all letters from the depui tuient, other than the diplo-
untie and consular.

Clerk of Pardon* and Pannporte..rie prepares and records
pardons and remissions ; and registers and tiles the petitions
and papers on which they are founded. Makes out and re¬
cords passports ; keeps a daily register of all letters, other
than diplomatic and consular, received, and of the disposi¬
tion made of them; prepares letters relating to this business.
