Hut the House that morning
refused to relax tlw ten-minutes r le in favor of another
gentleman, [Mr. Maxwiu, or Florida,! who asked it, uud,
as I could uot for a moiueut think of asking for myself j
what had been already refused to mother, I abandoned all
hope of beiug delivered of what had been couceived iu
my wind, iu the regular manner upon the floor ol the
House, and concluded to get rid of it by a sort of Cesarean
operation through the aid of the press, which is not al-|
together without precedent, before the time for iu proper
aud tmlural birth had too long paused by.

REMARKS OF MK. TAYLOR.
I have been a silent spectator of the actions, and an ob-

servant auditor of the declarations, of the members of the
different parties into which the House is apparently dm-
»led since wo came together, ami, for one, urn willing that:
members should vote agreeably to their views of duty, and
that parties may act in the manner their views of policy
may require, without being subjected to censure or to a too
curious criticism. This, however, I ain Borry to say, is,
not ilu*. prevailing temper in the Ilouso. A disposition to
examine luto the changing circumstances of the very ex¬

traordinary and most unprecedented struggle for the elec-
tion of a Speaker which has so long been going on in the.
House, with a view to throwing the responsibility of the
failure to organize on someoueof the parties to that Strug-,
gle, has repeatedly manifested itself; but it is only within
the last three or four days that this disiKwition has dis-
played itself 111 such a manner as to seem to require a par-;
ticular notice from this side of tbo House.
On Fridav, the 18th inst.. the member from Ohio [Mr.QitiDIMosi charged the failure to organize the House upon

the democratic party, and btised his charge upon the alle-
¦ ation that that parly was responsible for it because of
their refusal to aid his friends in their attempts to ftuopt j
the plurality rule for th. election of Speaker; and hardly
had the discussion to which the unfortunate citations 01

authorities made by that gentleman aQd his friends in
support of their po*uion been terminated by an exposure
of their unfairness which will not soou be forgotten by
those who were present, when another gentleman, belong-
in,; t > the 'Sou** American' section of tbo House, IMr.
luTk 1 arose iu nis place and made a set speech, in which he,
too. charged the failure to organize on thfe democratic
party, but upon an entirely different ground, to wit : be¬
cause ol their refusal to unite with his friends in the sup¬
port of some conservative or national man.

It is obvious that the democratic party cannot be justly
obnoxious to both of the* strictures; for they are abso¬
lutely incompatible with each other. If the gentleman
from Virginia [Mr. Carlilx] had a right to complain that
the democrats had not united with his frieuds upon a
conservative or '-national'' man. a* he expresses it, the
adoption of a plurality rule would, of courae, have been
wrong.

,W bo can fail to remember that in tbe party contests
which terminated in tbe electiou of the member* of the
present House the democratic party was arrayed on one
side and that the opponents of that party inado common
cause against it oa the other ? And who does not know
thut throughout the North, East, and West, wherever the
democratic psrty was defeated, their defeats were claimed
iu victories by that new party, which, shrouded In dark-,
ness and mystery, and bound together by oaths and anti-
republican obligations, had operated in secrecy as know-
nothings, until, emboldened by their success in destroying
one great piUtf and in making proselytes from the other,
tbey came before the world with a platform of what they
called "principles, and arrogated to themselves the name
of the "American party ." Before this House met, the
northern press in their interest teemed with boasts of their
strength and it was asserted and believed that upwards
of one hundred and thirty of the members elect belonged
to this secret oatli-bound organisation.

These gentlemen claim to be ''oational
Americans,' and stigmatise their northern brethren of the
anti-Nebraska scIumiI as factionists, and refuse to aeknowl-,
edge them as meniltera of the "'national American party,!
or to hold any fellowship with them.

lint does this refusal on the part of the South Americans
deprive the other section of their character as members of!
tbe know-nothing or American party? That party was

organised in the North. It was founded npon 4»«o princi¬
ple*. and upon two principles only, viz: opposition to
('atbolicism and opjaiHition to cit'zens of foreign birth.
To make this opposition effective, all persons of tbo Catho¬
lic failh and all persons born out of tbe 1 nitcd States
were excluded from membership, and the members of the
orgsniastion were farther bound by oaths not to vote for
.ny Roman Catholic or for any naturalized citiwn for any |oMce of honor, profit, or trust; and, If they were iu a situ¬
ation so to do, tbey were also bound not to ap|»oint any
iiurb to office; and when they found tbem in office, and tbey
had the (a>wer, lliey were to remove them. This organ I-
nation was extended from the North to the South. It bad
110 necessary or natural connexion with the subject of sla-
very, and it is not now easy to understand bow ihe
era members of the order, they w ho founded It, should
net be good a«d accept d "Americans" merely
there la a difference erf opinion »s«tween them and their
southern brethren upon a subject which la entirely rotetgn
to tbe original and declared ohjecta of the organisation.
However that may be, these facts are patent, va U»t

the distinguished gentleman from Ohio, [Mr. L. D. Cavp-
rkll,| who wan for a lime ILie aiili-.N«braaka candidate tor
S|><-akci of the House, declared iu bin place that he be¬
longed lo the organisation, aud that he gloried iu it; that
lbe distinguished gentleman from Massachusetts, [Mr.Basks, J who i* the pre«eut anti-Nebraska candidate, has
been long known as a prominent member of the order, and
has been declared by one of hi* colleague* [Mr. Damukll]in hi* place, and in the presence of that gautleniM, to be
¦till a member of it; and tbal a uurnbsr of the other mem¬
bers now voting lor him still continue to vote lor him ou
that ground. What other claims to be considered mem¬
bers of the know-nothing or " Ameriiuu'' order ha« the
distinguished gentleman from Kentucky [Mr. 11. M i*
khali,) or the honorable mciulier from Alubaina, [Mr.Walkcr ?] Have tlifcy not taken the same oaths, and tilt
they not bound by the tame obligations ? 1 cannot tell.
Uut it seeuis to me that the claims to membership which
have been advauced by those who were the first proselytes
to the new faith will bo allowed by tliu verdict of a disin¬
terested public, notwithstanding the protest of tboae who
beloug only to lodges, or councils, or wigwams, which art-
mere southern off--shoots from the great northern stock.
From this it is apparent that this ^reut "American or¬

der/'us it is called by tbu initiated, is divided into two
great sections.the pro-slavery'col tiou und the urfti-blavorv
.Action. Hut this is not all. When we examine the two
sections separately, it seems, from what baa met tbu public
eye, that each section is broken up again into almost innu¬
merable subdivisions.

In the northern section there are, if I have been rightlyiuformed, free-tfoilcrs who repudiate ubolitionisai and abo¬
litionists/or ««/ men who would exclude from the l uiou
any new Stale whose people recognised slavery as one ot
their domestic iustitutions, and men who would admit
Statej formed out of territory lying south of 38 deg. 30
min., with or without slavery, a^ their people saw ht; tem¬
perance and Malne-liquor-law men, and auti-U'iuperance
and anti-Maine-liqnor-law men; fanatic* in infidelity of
the (iarrisou ttud Abby Folsoui and btroug-minded- wouieu
school, and zeuloU in religion, who think it no harm to
hold out the ''good things'' that may fall into tbu bands of
the tavored few from the public table, as inducements to
obtain uid iu carrying out the petty or seltish schemes of
party leaders. Indeed, the heterogeneous and coullictlug
isms which are brought together in this motley assemblage
would till the heart of a political Harnuni with joy, for out
of it ho would be able to form a "happy family/' composed
of individuals of more varied shapes and different natures
thou were ever yet grouped together by the veritable I'hin-
eas in bis museum.
Hut if the northern section has many subdivisions, the

South American suction can at least equal it in that particu¬
lar. The tirst, and perha[>s the most striking subdivision,
is one that touches the very essentials of kuow-nothingism..
I allude to that growing out of dilTeronces of opiniou with
respect to the Catholic test. A capital feature iu the kuow-
nothing or American creed, as recognised iu every !State of
the l uion, with the exception of Louisiana, was hostility
to Catholicism. In Louisiana this feature of the creed
was repudiated; and when that hostility to Catholicism
was justified by the honorable member from North Caro¬
lina, [Mr. Kkadk,] it was denouueed in the most unmeasur¬
ed terms by my friend from Louisiana, [Mr. Kiktih, J who
called upon his brethren of the American partv, " iu the
namo of tiod, to sti ike it out" of their platform, idealise, as
he expressed it, it was "a blot upon the history of the
country ;" and it is understood that the sentiments of that
gentleman, with' respect to this subject, arc not peculiar to
himself.
Uut this is not the only difference of opinion amongst

them. There are to be found almost as many shades of
scutiineut upon the questions w hich have recently engaged
the chief attention of the public in this section of the
House as there are members embraced in it. Some of
tbem see danger in the streams of foreign emigration
which are constantly setting towards our shores ; but the
distinguished gentleman from Pennsylvania [Mr. Kcixr.it]
rejoices over the multitudes that ilow in upon us, and
points to the wonders which are now being wrought iu the
Ureal West by their willing handf, iu a spirit which has
notbiug in it of apprehension.
The most of them are iu favor of the Kansas and Ne¬

braska UUI; but others of them.as, for instnu<*, the gen-
tleman Irom Virginia, [Mr. CARtar].would bare opposed
it if they had been in Congress.
Some are ultra southern-rights men, like the gentleman

from Alabama, [Mr. VSrALKKit;J whilst others, like the gen-
tlemau Irom Kentucky, [Mr. Hixphrky Marshall,] ''will
not ask a man whether he is for or against the principles
of" the Kansas-Nsbraska act, but will be satisfied "with a

pledge to resist the renewal of the sectional strife to which
it gave rise;'
Soma.and they embrace,as 1 believe, all those who come

from t lie Sou th.look upon the slavery question as paramoun t
to all others ; while others would like to ignore that ques-
tion altogether, as was shown by the geullcman from
Pennsylvania, [Mr. Kboom,] who, in his place, said there
was a majority of .'Americans" upon the floor of the
House, and called upon them to disregard all other issue*
and uuite with him ii the election of a Speaker upon the
"American1 question alone, aud as was declared by the
gentleman from New York, | Mr. Vale,] in bis letter vf the
1st inst., which appeared in the National Organ of the 3d,
in which he said that "Americau doctrines and principles
are sufficiently comprehensive for all, \ndrjtmlrnt of' Ihr
question of tinrsry, nor has the American party anything to
do with it, or with whatever it may seek to occotn-1plisb."
From all ibis, then, is it not plain that, if the northern

section of the opposition is a kind of ontmam gatherum ot
w arring isms, the "South American" section is a sort
of hotch-potch, formed out of a rehash of peaceful abstrac¬
tions, which has very much th# sppcarance of having bean
very carefully made to order?

In looking at the opposition to the democratic party as a
whole upon the floor of the House, as it presents il">lf to
the eye of all beholden, it would soem that the description
of the coalition ministry formed by Chatham in 1764 or '5, jand which Burke spoke of as Iwtng so checkered aud
speckled; such a piece of diversified mosaic ; ruch a teasel-
ated pavement without cement.here a bit of black stone
and lher« a bit of white.that il was. indeed, a very curious
show, but utterly unsafe to touch, and unsure to stand on,'
would not be entirely inapplicable to It. For my part,
when I consider the discordant elements of which it is com¬

posed, I cannot but think it would be a curious spectacle
to witness, if tbceo gentlemen, who are agreed at least in'
one sentiment.that of hostility to the democratic party.
were required to agree ui>on a series of propositions con-1
dcmuaiory of the principles of that party n« proclaimed to
the country by their declarations and recorded doingt. Tin
task of electing a Speaker, which they have hitherto found
so difficult, would, I am apt to believe, lie thought by them
a mere pastime, compared to the difficulties tliey would
find in agreeing upon the particular grounds ou which their
opposition should lie placed. Could they agree ? 1 cannot
tell ; but, if they did, I am persuaded it would only lie i"
falling back upon the sentiment of an irrational antipathy jwhich was so happily expressed by one of the wits of the
AuguHtan age of Kuglish literature In those nevor-*o-t><
forgotten line*:

" | do not love tbeo, Dr. Fell;
The reason why I cannot tell;
Hut this I know full well,
1 do not lore thee, Dr. Fell."

And this opposition, made up of such extraordinary and
discordant element*. this opposition, w hich not only
cannot unite in the support of any one principle, hut which
is atisolutely inea|>al>le of agreeing upon any one roan from
out of their great number to fill the S|>eaker'i chair in this
Congrt»s.this opposition has taken the place of the old
Whig party I Wtiothat knew that party in it# days ot

tional know-nothings for iho election of a Speaker.

la the lirst place, since the caudidate of the national
know-nothings [Mr. H. M. Kcllbk) defined his position, iu
uugwer to tho interrogatories propounded to him in
December, the vote of that party cast for hitn, united
with tho entire vote of the democratic patty, would
not have uiude au olecliou, a* will bo at once seen
by inference to the results of all the subsequent totes.
It is true, that on the .1st of January there was a \olo
taken upou the rejolutiou oflerod by tho gentleman from
Virginia [Mr. Cabj-ili.] to declare Mr. Smith of Virginiathe Speaker, from which it might have been inferred Shut
if the whole democratic vot« had been given at that time
to Mr. Smith lio would have bcou elected. This, however,iu not true. Uu the previous vote for Speaker, taken but a
few minutes Wore, there were lit7 votes cast, whilst
when the question nut; taken upon that resolution there
ft ere ouly 178.uiuuteeu less thou the votes cast just be¬
fore. At that time the whole national know-nothing party,with the exception of three, voted lor Mr. Smith, together
with eighteen democrats. Tuero were one hundred and
tliirty-oue voteB given against Mr. Smith, and forty-seven
for him. If tho democratic voto cast against him had been
caet for him, it would seem as if he would have hod a ma¬
jority of fourteen upon the vote. Thin, however, is in
teeming only for it is well known to the House that on
that occasion three of the scattering votes, aud thirteen
members of the black republioru party who had voted be¬
fore, were in the House, but failed to vote. Who doubts
that these votes were withheld for the mere purpose ot
enabling the national know-nothings to make what is tech¬
nically called here a " point" upon the democratic party iu
the South V

,In making this observation 1 do not mean to say that
their withholding of their votes was the result of any spe¬
cial arrangement or understanding between the national
know-nothiugs and the black republicans; but I Bay
this: the voles were intentionally withholden by the black
republicans for the purjioee of producing such a result as
did actually take place, and w ith a settled design to injure
the democratic party in the South for the particular bene¬
fit and advantage of the southern know-nothings. It must
not be supposed from what I have said that I blame ei ther
of these parties on account of that occurrence, tar from
it. It was a perfectly natural proceeding on the part °r tlin
black republicans. Tho ouly serious danger* which that
party or the national know-nothings are exposed to must
come J'rotu the democracy ; and as, it is said,

A fellow feeling makes us wondrous kind,
a deposition on their part to play into each
hands was to have been looked for. And those w ho did
look for it have not been in the least disappointed. It ban
displayed iUelf, indeed, in so many trivial, but at the same
time significant circumstances, that it could not fail to
mike even the most casual observer. If a national ^now-
iiolhing makes a speech to Buncombe, and complains that
no other parly will unite with them, and thus secure the
election of a Speaker of "conservative principles, he de¬
nounces the democracy in good Bet terms for their
to do so. but never breathes a word ot censure against the
black republicans of the House for the same fault, (ir it be
one,) though they would seeui to be more properly obnox^
jous to that censure, inasmuch as nearly all of them nre
member# of the same great American organisation with
these ''national men. Aud, ou the other haud, if a black
republican is moved to give a lecture ou the enormity o.
the sin of refubtug to vote tor the plurality rule, he spouts out
his objurgatory remarks upou tho democratic party lor their
failure to vote lor it; but always ap|*ars to be totally un¬
conscious that the national know-nothings also tote
against it, and that their votes would be qu te as effectual
