Barslow

to the legislature of Wisconsin, in which he informs that

body of the action taken by the supreme court The mes¬

sage covert the following firm and teu.peraU communica¬

tion from Oov. Barstow to the supreme court:

"It is of course known to you that, on the 17th day of
January last, I whs summoned by a writ issued out of
vour honorable court to appear in said court and show by
what warrant 1 hold and exercise the office ot governor ot
the Stale of Wisconsin.

" At that time 1 was lirnily of the opinion that the court
hsd'no jurisdiction whatever to entertain such a proceed¬
ing against the person in whom the constitution had vested
tbe executive power of the State and then discharging the
duties of that department of the government, which, by
the nature and necessity of the government liselt, isi co¬

ordinate, coequal, and independent with your own. But,
that no seeming disrespect to your department nught be
chargeable to the executive, 1 at ones employed able legal
counsel to examine tbe question of your jurisdiction in the
nrealises, and to take such steps as they may deem advisa¬
ble to fully present the questiou, and urge the legal and
constitutional reasons why the court should dismiss the

r'^TO«Dha3 been done in all forms known to the law,
without consenting to a jurisdiction, which, it exerciset >y
the court, it must ho obvious to any impartial mind, would
at once destroy the harmony and datance of the three
sovereign departments of ihe State government and con¬

centrate iu the judiciary an imperial l>0*er which would
be the end of republican government in any lorm. the
canvass and determination ot the vote ot the folate (or gov¬
ernor. at the last general election, by the board ot State
<anva*sers; the tribunal in which the legislature have
vested the fullest judicial power and discretion in Ihe mat¬
ter- their decision and certificate declaring me duly elected
as tbe governor of the State, together with my oath of of¬
fice have been twice presented and spread upon the records
of the court.first, by stipulation and consent, and after¬
wards by plea, to inform the court of my official character
as governor, by the wune evidence by which the supreme
court itself is* known to the other departments to be in

legal existence, and the present incumbents on the bench
to be the judges.

"It has been properly urged to the court that these pub-
lie records and the action of the constituted authorities ot
the Statoare within the judicial knowledge of the court,
without plea or proof; but, to leave no doubt upon the sub-
ject, they have tirst been twice submitted to tbe court,
authenticated bj the great seol of the State. )" This was all that 1 could do without compromising the
integrity and independence of the executive department,
and submitting to a transfer of the sovereign poweis ot
that detriment to whomsoever the judiciary might deem
the proper or the favorite perton to administer it.

" Whatever my political opponeuts uiay have « harged as

to the frauds In the township und county leturns of the
vote of the Stale, to meet the emergencies and accomplish
tbe ends of a defeated parly, the iaw at least pre-umes. and
the court ought to presume, that all ihe officers of the
ft late have (tone their duty nmit ihe contrary appears How
far the court have been governed bv this obvious principle
of law in these proceedings, or yitldtd lo political rsineo
cles, 1 shall leave those to judge who have had personal
coguixnnce of their peculiar docisions and rulings in Hie
progress of the case.

" Jt is euough for me to know and t*y that 1 bave no

knowledge of any unfairness, much lees of anv frauds, in
tbe canvass by which I have been declared the elected gov- jernor of the State, and I am clearly satisfied that 1 was
elected by an unquestionable raniority. It 1 believed the
constitution had created any tribtin il to revise the pro-
ceedings of the State canvassers, I should cheerfully meet'
any issues of law or fact which n iglit arise iu the fullest
Investigation of Ibe election, from the deeiiion of the State
canvassers to the real vote and will of every elector iu tbe
Bt&te.

" But believing, as I do, that no such tribunal does, or,
without doing vuileuce to the- government, could exist, 1
most respectfully decline submitting my official Tights and
powers to the determination of a co-ordinate department,
usurping a jurisdiction unprecedented in the history of our
country, without legal or conatitutional warrnnt and
fraught with the greatest danger to our institutions, I
therefore res|>ectfully, but peremptorily and officially,
protest against any further interference with the depart¬
ment under my charge as the governor ot the Slate, on the
part of the court, either by attempting to transfer its pow¬
ers to another, or direct the course of executive action.

" Deeply impressed with Ihe responsiblitea under which
I set, and of the solemnity of the oath which 1 have taken
to suppoit the constitution of the Stale, to no infraction ot
which can 1 submit or consent, and lielieving that the su¬
preme court will best subserve the interests of the people
of the State, snd answer the constitutional purj>ose of its
creation, by discharging lis legitimate functions without
arrogating to itself the high prerogative of transferring the
sovereign powers of the government to partisan claimants,
1 hereby take my leave of the court and of these un warrant-;
able proceedings, in which the court seem but too willing
to receive my fall and unreserved submission ; and I shall
deem it my imperative duty to repel, with all of the force
vested in thi* department, any infringement upon the
rights and powers .vhich 1 exercise under the constitution.

After reviewing the whole of the proceedings in this ex¬

traordinary case, tbe last Madison Argus says :
