CONGRESSIONAL.
8HEKCI1 OF HON. W. H. KXUUIH,

or 1ID1AIA,
In the House .of Representatives, December 17, 1856, on

ihe question of referring tU« President's message to tbo
Committee of the Whole oil the state of Ihe Union, and
the priutiug of ten thousand copied thereof.
Mr. KNGL1SH said:
Mr. Hpsajcku: 1 have not nought the floor upon anv pre¬

vious occasion during this session, not only because of a

general disinclination to speak, but also because 1 deem
the discussion which it going on in reference to the Pres¬
ident's message a*somewhat uninteresting and unprofitable .

to this House aud the country. 1 always regiet to hear
the question of African slavery discussed in these halls.
In my humble judgment, It would be wiser and better for
Congress to consume less time in talking abont this deli¬
cate and dangerous subject, and more in attending to tha
legitimate business of legislation. As a general thing, sir,
the speeches of gentlemen upon the republican side have
been mere rehashes of those uttered by them upon the
stump during the late canvass, and 1 do not think their
oratorical efforts are ofa character likely to do much good,
or to change the political sentiments of anybody. Perhaps
there has been no more striking instance of this thnr, in
the case of my colleague, [Mr. Cviiback.J who ad¬
dressed the House this morning. Sir, the points made
by my colleague are the same, if I mistake aot, made
by him upon many a stump during the lato can¬
vass ; and. if 1 am correctly informed, he hf\d the field all to
himself, his competitor being one of the be*'aud purest menin the country, sound upon a(( political questions, bur a
plain, unsophisticated farmer, who remained at home aud
did not make a >peech during the whole canva-is. Now
Mr. Speaker, if my colleague, after having occupied sotiii'i
two months of time in making this speech before the peoplewhere he was unanswered by bis competitor, failed to con¬
vince them as to the correctness of hi* positions, how can.
he hope to convince this Hous» upon the present occa¬
sion I He and his doctrines wer# repudiated at home by a
majority of some fifteen hundred, notwithstanding be bad
been fleeted at the preceding election by a majority of
six or seven hundred. He twits the President with having
been condemned by the people, but seems to forget his own
unqualified condemnation; and when he arraigns the de¬
mocracy of the North he seems to forget that his position
may be likened to that of the man fouud guilty by c, jmof his country, who asserts the right to change, positionswith the prosecutor, placing himself in that 'character and
the prosecutor in the box of the prisoner. fle should rather
speak of the democracy of Indiana !,n the spirit of that lan¬
guage applied by one of old frj bjs enemy

8ir/>I do uot rise with the intention of following tbo ex-

¦MSpte which has been set by my colleague and others in
making any extended remarks. 1 only Bought the floor
for the purpose of answering certain charges which have
been made against the democracy of the North, and against
the democracy of my own State, in reference to '.'uft posi¬
tion which they occupied in the late canvi^g, it waa
charged by my colleague that the democratic party ol In¬
diana evaded the great issues before tV.e country, and pan¬
dered to the spirit of free-soilisvu. The same'charge has
been made by other gentleman In even stronger language,
and particularly by the gentleman from Ohio, [Mr. Shkii-
man.J of Kansas-invtstigating-committee-humbug notorie¬
ty, who said;

Front what I heard and hare read, I am satisfied that, in
Ohio aDd Indiana, the democratic party evaded meeting the
question of the repeal of the Missouri Compromise."
" 1 tell gentlemen they are mistaken if they suppose the

people of the North.of Uhio, Pennsylvania, Indians, and
Illinois.will agree to the extension of slavery into Kansas.
Tbey expect that Territory to come into the Union as a free
State under all circumstances. I am sure that even those
who are opposed to nie in politics, and coming from the freo
States, will admit such to be the expectation of their people.
Yhey were led to believe it will be a free State, and voted
under that impression.. Hid not such been the case, Bu¬
chanan and Breckinridge never would have receired an) of
their votes."
And again:
" The democratic party of the North, instead of taking

the broad groond that the alleged laws were valid, and that
if the people who would vole under those laws should so de¬
termine, then Kansas might come in as a ritriState, evaded
the issue, and insisted that it would come in as a free State.
Tbey themselves declared their determination to resist the
extension of slavery, and to resist even the admission of Kan¬
sas into the Union as a slave State."
Now, »ir, in what I have to sav in reference to the*

charges 1 shall speak not only my own views, but what I
believe to be the sentiments of the democratic party in In¬
diana. I feel it my duty to repel these charges liecause
Indiana is my native Htales, aud because I hare been
identified from boyhood with her gallant democracy.
With them 1 have Stood in many a hard-fought contest,
have rejoiced over their many victories, and mourn¬
ed over their defeats, which, thank Heaven, have been
vary few i& number. Notwithstanding the advent e' "W

political organizations, and the mutation of things gei .al¬
ly, I have never

*

fouud it necessary to ask: "Where
snail I go ?" or to look out for new party associations. If
I have uot approved everything done by the democrat"?
party, I have at least considered it, when compared with
any other party, as infinitely preferable and better for
the safety aud prosperity of the country. It Is a "healthy
organisation," and under it the people breathe freer and
deeper, because it respects the rights of all, and in spite of
every fanatic*! combination, stands firmly by the constitu¬
tion and the Union. Sir, I am proud of the old-fashioned
democratic party, and feel like clinging to it with the af¬
fection which Ruth manifested for Naomi. It has stood
the Union's friend iu lbs time of the Union's greatest peril.
May I not refer, with feelings of pride, to the fact that, in
the late great struggle, Indiana.my own be'oved mother,
so to speak.loomed up the banner democratic: State of the
North.giving a larger majority over the combined enemy
than any other.and may I not, as one of her representa¬
tives, claim the attention of the House and the country in
repelling the charges brought by the black republicans
against the consistency and soundness of hec gallant de¬
mocracy T

Sir, I think I know something of the position which
they occupiid In the late canvass. I trust 1 shall be par¬
doned for claiming to know more of their position than
the gentleman fram Ohio, [Mr. ShsrmakJ who attend¬
ed none of their public meetings, bas no sympathy or
association with them, aud, of course, must have re-
ceived his information from others.perhaps through
a cvlorrd medium. I undertake to say th< -e was no at¬

tempt at evasion on the part of the democratic party
of uiy State in the' late contest. They fought the great
battle on the principles enunciated by the Cincinnati Con¬
vention. There wsm no attempt to dodge the issues. They
made the fight fairly and squarely upon brosul national
principles; and my colleague aud his associates of the other
side ought to be the last men to accuse the democratio
party of Indiana with any desire to pander to the spirit of
abolitionism. They know, or ought to know, thai in their
own ranks were not only to be found free-soilers, but aboli¬
tionists. Yes, sir, the lowest and most God-forsaken, nigger^
stealing abolitionists were to be found in that State doing
battle against the national democracy, side by side with
my colleague and the leaders of the black-republican
party j and, I am sorry to add, of the know-nothing party
also. I find in the Louisville Courier the following :

"A oosrovcToa on ths U. G. R. It. CAPTtraao..Stast-
iiho developments..IJn Sunday morning the Rev. Wil¬
liam Anderaon, a tall yellow negro, armed with a oarpet bag
full of incendiary documents, waa captured on tho mail boat
Telegraph No. S, by tflioers Bllgh and Powell. They took
him yesterday, on the steamer Superior, to Carrolllon,where his presonce was in great demand, a reward of $60n
having been offered for his apprehension by the eUlsena of
that place. This ebony reverend had been engaged for noose
time in the employ of bis white abolition brethren at the
North in running off slave property from this State to the
hypothetical free soil of ths North. He bas been particularlyattentive to the negro owners about Csrrollton and ths mouth
of the Kentucky, carryiog off the slaves in gangs.

11 Anderson U a class leader and shouting clergyman la the
Methodist Kplscopal Churoh North, and chief of the aboli¬
tionists In Madison. He carries wilh him the reoords of the
social fraternity Instituted by onr np-rlver neighbors, end Is
the grand emissary of that sooiety to promote human liberty,believing, with the Journal of this city, that all men are en¬
titled to liberty, no matter of what color.
"In the possession of Anderson were found several doc¬

uments Implicating distinguished persons in the North in the
cause of negro-stealing. When proper we shall make such
exposures as may be necessary. It is evident that this la but
one of a gang of men regularly paid by religious societies at
the North to steal our slaves and breed insurrectionary l.-el-
ings among them. It Is gratifying to know that he bas been
arrested in his infamous oareer."
Now, Mr. Speaker, this "Rev. William Anderson" wan an

ally of my colleague in the late canvass. [Laughter.]Like my colleague, he stumped a portion of Indiana, de¬
nouncing the democratic party, saying that thev were pro.slavery in belief and sentiment, and in favor of tbs exten¬
sion of that institution. This same man made abolition
speeches in my own district He is, I am told, as black *¦
