Supplement to the ordinance for th preventing ot

swine from rnnringat large in the borough of led-
fold, passed .Inly 21, 1856.

SEC. I. It is hereby enacted by the Burgs' and
Town Council of ihe Borough of Bedford. That no
swine, either large or small, sha'l run at large in
I'lty of the alleys, streets, or public pi rs, within
the |im ;ts of the borough of Be.lfmd aftpr the 16th
ot August, f-62 And the High Constable of said
borough is ' ereby authorized to pen up mv swine
that he may find running at large within said limits."
'I he owner may reclaim such property upon the pav-
mei t of one do lar line foreaeh had penned up?-
one half of whirh amoont shall go to the High Con-
stable in ennsideration of thtee written notices
whirh he shall post up in Mime public place- in
homiigh, and the balance shall go to the bornugtMr
Bedford.

SEC. 2. In case any scch swine lie not reclaimed
within two days after such notice be given. the
same thall he sold at pub ic sale by the High Con-
stah'e. alter which sale the awner can redeem them
by paying the purchaser thereof 2!) per cent, mo e
than the amount piid the High Constable by said
purchaser with in three days after said purchase.
A :id in rase any swine thus sold be not redeemed
the amount received from such sale or sales shall
go to the Treasury of the borough, the High Con-
stable retaining the sum of one dollar ior his set-
vices.

SEC. 3. [n case any swine be demanded Jry the
owner, before the High Constable has time to give
notice, the owner snail pay him 25 cpnts foreaeh

head in his custody, whirh amount shall be allow,

ed the High Constable for his double, and?
Sac. 4. So much of the ordinance to which this

is a supplement, as is hereby altered, or supplied,
is herebl repealed.
