It is hereby enacted by the authority of
the Burgess and Town Council of the Borough of |

quantity exceed three: fourths of a cord—the sumol
fifteen cents; if less than three fourths of a cord, |
then ten cents for each load measured and inspected !

And the said mdasurer of inspector shall |
give to the owner of each load, so measured, a |
printed certificate of the amount over his signature i
