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TRUE AMBITION.

Ambition, with fairy-like power, seams to call
forth not only the extant powers of our minds,
but actually creates new life, new thought, and
gives to us the energy and perseverance, which
are nceded to dccomplish our wishes. Earthly

* ambition, seems to evince itself in our*earlics
childhood, causing us to feel anxions and emu-
lous to excel our young competitors, in all games
ang"plays that are suitable to our age. From
that' time forward we are more or less influenced
by its syren voice, to contend cither nobly or
igaobly on the battle field of life, for the posses-
sion’ of pﬂensures, riches and worldly glory, such
as they then appear to our dazzled : vision and
excited tmagination. If thus enfthly ambition,
which comes with our beings, and clings to us
tenacionsly, could in all cases be turned into the
proper channel and made the sure basis upon
which the structure of true amition should rest
in, how different would not only our feeiings, but
our hopes and cur fates.  Ambition scems
to admit of twodevisions—true and fulse. * Ialse
ambition springs not o much from an evil heart,
as from one that has been badly trained ; and in
many instances g0 sadly neglectod, as to deprive

* it of all wholesoma thought, all honorable nim.
In'infancy and youth, we commence our first
Jessons, not only of mentalbut of moral training ;
andl tipon the nature of onr first impressions, de-
pends much of our after happiness or misery. It
is then that false or true ambition will be engen-
dered into our beings, and our futare carcer bo
made éither honorable or dishonorable, by the
influence of those who act as our preceptors.—
to give proper impulses to others, we must first
feel and expericnce them ourseives ; otherwise
our advice will prove cold and fruitless, prodne-
ing neither pleasure no benefit.  For if' we nev-
er follow out in our own regard, ‘the advico,
which we so freely tender others, they will nat-
urallylose confidence, and withdraw their respect
and affection from 8.« In order to do this our
own early training®hould be of the most unex-
«ceptiongble character, our own hearts pure.—
Thus we see that scholarship alone is not- the
only requiisite to make the true teacher. They
should feel a disinterested affection for those
with whom they labor, a strong desire to impart
not only knowledge, but to plant the germ of all
future greatness and goodness, a trae and well
difected ambition.  If then our carthly happi-
ness and usefuluess’eannot be successfully at-
tained, by ahy other means, than through a
proper and well guided ambition why is it that
Parents and Teachers seem to give the subject
8o little attention? why do they pass it by, as
something most excellent to theorize about, but
seldom attempt to test its worth, by practice or
experience. In the home cirelé, even more than
in the sehoolroomdo childrenshow their natural

. dispositions and inclination. There at least they
feel free, to act in accordance, with the impulses
of their natures, and to give vent to every thought
untarnished by deceit or dissimulation. At
home, and at home only, can the good work be
begun, by those who love us most, and therefore
whose affection should even prompt them, to la-
bor most devotediy, and gincerely for our sakes.,

It has been said, and wisely said, ‘ that that
which we truly love, we study, think upon, and
watch with an eagerness and anxiety which to
the cold and selfish may appear almost incred-
ible. If this assertion be true, and I doubt it
not, how many misgnided persons there are in
the world according to that standard.  For al-
though all profess to love, yet, in reality, how
few ever attempt to study the peculiar turn of
mind, tastes, habits, or ambition of those indi-
viduals placed beneath their care aud protec-
tion. If true friendship can prompt us to make
many sacrilices, can cause us to feel watehful
and solicitous for the welfare of those to whom
we devote ourselves, how much more eager and
deep should be the love of parents for their chil-

dren. Their love, like the emerald, which poets
say spring from the depths of the sea, shoull
also arise from the depths of their hearts, and
prave, by its constancy and brightness, its true
beauty, its trae aim.

Tn the schoolroom, the intelligent, zealous and
conscientious teacher may do much towards en-
deavoring to eradicate. evil habits by arousing
proper impulses, and thus lay a secire founda-
tion for true ambition. But this he cannot ac-
complish unless he is aided by the parent and
the effects of good home influence. To the ex-
ample aud efiorts of virtuous parents and teach-
ers, we not only owe the great and good of our
own age, but that of all preceding ages. No
individual ever has attained, or ever will attain,
any standard of excellonce without the kindly
assistance of parent, friend or teacher. Lo God
we.owe our existence, and to our natural pro-
tectors, the instrument of his mercy in our re-
gard, we owe our education, our usefalness and
our futyre greatness. Man may boast of his
independence, of his fr , but by a wise and
insératable law, framed by theGiver of all laws,
each creature must depend one upon another,
without regard to race, clime, qualif‘y or distinc~
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avoid the ‘misfortune of such a fate, wo must
ask ourselves this serious question: What is
trge ambition ? To what does it lead? True
ambition seems to me to be but the active, and
working agent of that inner voice, called con-
science.  When conscienee prompts us to med-
itate upon some good and poble deed, some
philanthropic act, does not ambiton como for-
ward with its. plentifal help to assist as in ac-
complishing each highminded resolve, each gen-
crous thought? Thus showing the besutiful
unanimity that naturally exists between our
conscience and our ambition. Hand in hand
they go, most mysteriousty blended together for
our safety and protection. The one, a sure and
silent monitor, the other a willing but powerful
actor.  If then we acknowledge this truth, and
resign ourselves to the guardianship of two such
guides, need we doubt our safety, need we
ask our destiny? Methinks not, with two such,
fielmsmen we can well rest secure.  Storms may
and will arise, but, with the eye of faith, we
will still turn to those loved and trusted onek,
to steer us to that promised haven, to that land
of peace and rest. With this bright trust, this
fixed and firm hope, our lives shall be lives of
usefulness, and our death but entrance into eter-
nal joys, there to foréver realize, without doubt
or pain, the true nature of all our dreams, our
hopes, and our umhi.t'wn.

By the act of 15th May, 1881 authorizing the
‘military Joan of $3,000,000, a tax of one h«if il
was laid on veal and personal property; to furnish a
fund’ for redecming the same. I recommend that
the commissioners of the sinking fuad be directed
o invest the proceeds of the tax in Stite loan, so
tbat it may be drawiog interest, to be in like mon-
ner invested, or that they should apply such pro-
ceeds directly to the purcaase of certificates of
the military loan, and cancel such certificates as
shall bo purchased.

Although our finzuces are stiil in a  healthy con-
dition, it is necessary to invite Lho serious atteution
of the Legiclatara to the ¢onsideration of the meuus
of maintaining them unimpajred in future.

By the act of 12th June, 1840, 1t was previded

In the face of all difficu’ties, this Commonwenlth,
actaated by a sentimeut which does its people honor
bas bitherto paid its interest in coiu or its equiva~
lent. Existing circumstauces make it nace ssary to
cousider now the fair extent of her just obligations.

The exigencies of ‘the times have compelled the
Govirnment of the United States to issta large
amounts of Treasury notes for circulation, which
are not redeemable in coin, snd which form the
greal mass of our civeulating medium.

It is our duty #s a loyal State—it is onr interest
as a Sfate whoso welfare, and even safety, depend
emphatically upon theé maintepance of the eredit
and the success of the militury cperations  of the
general Government—to do nothivg to iwpair ite
credit or embuarrass its measares, On the contrary,

I-sbould be glad if the Legislature would mike
a general revision of cur Revenne Laws, with a
view to their increassd productivencss, It ofight
to be observed that for a period of mere than
twenty Years, no materisl change has hecn made in
the Revenue Laws of this Commonwealth. During
that time some interests have grown into new im-
portarice, and ghowd b made to  hear their jnst
propartion ot the public expense, since all taxatjon
should as far as possible, press equally upon the
properly and employnrents ot our ponple,

Faiiing sueh rovision, I racommatd to the con-
sideration of the Leaislitare, the following sug.
gestions connected with the su' ject,

1. Thero ars saveral companies in the State
which, in addition to large mining privil-ges bave
the control of the routes of transportation,) by,
which alone the products ofthe mines of individu.
als intheir respeetive dis'ricis, can reach a market.
These companies thus enjoy substantial monopo.
lies, by means of which they not only. receive. the
tair profits of their own pirosperily, hnt are enabléd
to muke additional heavy gains at the expenss of
individuals. Inmy opinion such priviléges. ought
never to have beon granted. but ag'they exist it ap.
pears to bo just that the class of compapjes which
| enjoy them, should pay therefor an additiopal
spueific tax.

2, Very lafge sums are due to the Common-
wealth for uopatenied Iauds.. Forbearance, clém-
ency, and liberality have been in vain tried in the
numerous attempts to procure the payment of at
least a part of this debr, from the larger portion.of
those who are indebted on that account, The con.
tiouance of this state of affiirs 18 unjust to tue Come
monwealth and tu the vast majority of her people
who have hovestly paid for their lands.

Upon satistactory reporls, according to Jaw,
mads by Colonel John A, Wright, I bave drawn my
warrants for the delivery to the Philadolphia and
Erie Ruilroad company of another willion of the
bouds deposited in the State Treksury. Four mil-
lions of said bonds. have thereforo bteén now de-
livered,  There can (¢ no reasonable doubt of the
carly completion of the work, and, whien completed,
iv ie contidently expected that the bonds held by
tho State, secuved on the road for $3,500,000, will
become gool interest-paying securities,

I renew most earnestly the recommendation made
*in my last annusl message of a revision' of (La
militia laws. They are ai present shamefally de-
foctive, Indeed. if by a militia Jaw is moaut a law
intended to provide tor so enrol ivg and organizing
the military force of the State that iL may bo puc
into serviee when reqoired, we may be said to have
no militia law. In each of thy last tws years [ have
been obliged to eill ont the miiitia, but in fact those
whu obeyed tha call were volunteers and, with sume
exceptions, whern wholly unorganized, 80 that al-
most in face of the enewy, time Dad to be consu-
med in distributing thy men iuto companies and
rogiments, in electing officers wud in other prepa-
rations for effctive organizition.
